H 5.4.6. If the initial and/or revised reconmended redesign is reasonable and can be denobnstrated to correct the system c defect, but
the Governnent directs an alternative design to be inplenented, the Contractor shall be entitled to an equitable adjustment for any
increased cost to the Contractor caused by inplenmenting the Government's redesign rather than the Contractor's recomended design. In
such an event, the Contractor shall have no continuing warranty obligation with respect to the Governnent directed redesign.

H 5.4.7. \Were the Governnent funded tests for a warranted design itemare not satisfactorily conpleted until after incorporation of
the design change into the delivery order, warranty coverage shall conmence when itens incorporating the design change are initially
incorporated into supplies, except that when the item configuration has been further changed as a result of test problems, warranty
coverage shall commence when the item containing the configuration that satisfactorily conpleted the Governnment funded tests was
initially incorporated into supplies.

H 5.5. WARRANTY PERI OD
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H 5.5.1. The warranty for material and workmanship for Systemic Defects shall extend fromthe date of acceptance of the retrofitted MLA2
SEP/ CEEP vehicle at destination for a period of twelve (12) nonths. |If the contractor receives notice of a valid material or

wor kmanshi p defect within this warranty period, the contractor shall correct such defect in all tanks in which it occurs within the

unbr oken production |lot of the tank upon which notice was given. For this warranty clause, a production |lot consists of all vehicles
delivered in a squadron.

H. 5.5.2. The Contractor's responsibility for redesign of warranted design itens delivered under this Order shall continue for a twenty-
four (24) nonth period following first delivery of the conponent, part, or systemsoftware in a warranted vehicle.

H. 5.6. RIGHT TO EQU TABLE ADJUSTMENT:

H 5.6.1. If, upon determination of a warranty claimas provided under H 5.4, the Government elects to repair the warranted itens at
Gover nment expense, or if the Government elects not to require redesign, repair or replacenment of defective or non-conform ng warranted
supplies to which it is otherwise entitled at Contractor expense under this warranty, the Oder shall be subject to a downward equitable
adj ust ment .

H.5.6.2. The ampunt of the equitable adjustnment for repair/replacenent of warranted supplies shall be the lower of the replacenent cost
or the agreed upon repair cost to the Contractor. The replacenent cost shall be the anount originally charged to the Government in the
Contractor's Bill of Material for the defective supplies plus Contractor mark-ups and profit (Conponent's price not cost). The
Contractor shall forward payment quarterly for all warranty clainms by the Governnent for noney reinbursenent, which were resolved during
the previous quarter. Paynment shall be sent to the Abrans PM Ofice, Plans and Program Branch (SFAE-ASM AB-PP) with checks nade out to
"THE TREASURER OF THE UNI TED STATES ( SFAE-ASM AB-PP), with a list identifying the user's warranty claimnunber, date of the claim

anount of each, and Order nunber under which each claimarose. A copy of the list marked with the identifying check number shall be
provided to the Contracting Officer concurrent with paynent. The Oder will be equitably adjusted in an ambunt equal to the paynent.

H.5.7. Fi el d Mai ntenance Responsibility and Liability:

H. 5.7.1. Mintenance perforned by Governnent personnel in accordance with published maintenance procedures, shall not void any coverage
under this warranty and shall be at Governnment expense, including parts and | abor.

H 5.7.2. There will be no voiding of warranty for use by the Governnent of ML Spec Parts unless it can be determined that failure is
caused t hereby.

H.5.8. Exclusions: The provisions of this warranty shall not apply to any warranted supplies if failure has been caused by:
a. Inproper installation or maintenance by the Government.

b. Operation contrary to the validated and verified Technical Mnuals (TMs), design operating paraneters, or other witten
instructions provided to and approved by the Government in such a way as to be a principal cause of the failure.

c. Repair or alteration by the Government in such a way as to cause the failure.
d. Msuse, neglect, or accident, including, but not limted to, fire or explosion.
e. Participation in a conmbat m ssion or having sustained conbat damage froma conbat m ssion.

f. Operation outside the specific installation and operating limts specified in Prinme |tem Product Fabrication Specification or
System Specification operating parameters in such a way as to be a principal cause of the failure.

g. Foreign object danmge.
h. Installation or operation in other than its intended use.

i. Force Majeure, subversion, riots, vandalism or sabotage, or fire or explosion induced by or originating from sources external
to the warranty itens.

j. Damage attributable to inproper packaging, crating, handling, or storage by the Government to the extent of said damage.
H.5.9. Di sclai mers and Linitations:
H. 5.9.1. Disputes arising under this Oder shall be resolved in accordance with the clause of this Oder entitled "Disputes."

H 5.9.2. This warranty is the only warranty applicable to the supplies delivered hereunder and is expressed in lieu of all other
guarantees or warranties, express or inplied, including any inplied warranty of merchantability or fitness for a particular purpose.
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Additionally, the Contractor shall not be liable for consequential danages resulting froma failure under this clause of supplies
del i vered hereunder.

H. 5.9.3. Wth respect to Governnent-Furnished Materials (GFM, the Contractor's warranty including its warranty with respect to design
shall extend only to proper installation in accordance with the TDP so as not to degrade its performance and/or reliability, unless the
Contractor is required to performnodification or authorized repair on such property, in which case the Contractor's warranty shall
extend to such nodification or authorized repair.

H. 5.9.4. Unless specifically provided under this contract, this warranty is non-transferable to other than the intended user of the
vehi cl es.

H. 5.9.5. The rights and renedi es of the Governnment provided in this clause:

a. Shall not be affected in any way by any terms and conditions of this Order concerning the conclusiveness of inspection and
accept ance.

b. Are in addition to, and do not limt, any rights afforded to the Governnent by any other clause of this Oder including, but not
limted to, initial acceptance test criteria.

H. 5.9.6. Individual clains where the total ampunt of systemic defect hardware replacenment/repair prices are | ess than $75,000 each will
not be covered by this clause.

H. 5.9.7. The Contractor shall not be liable for warranty clains if it is determined that the failed part(s) was provided by any source
other than the Contractor.

H. 5.9.8. The Governnent will provide the Contractor with reinbursenent for reasonable and necessary expenses incurred for analysis,
inspection and testing of alleged system c defects where no failure is determned to have occurred and the warranty clai mwas asserted
wi t hout reasonabl e cause.

H. 5.9.9. The Governnent shall bear the costs and liability for transportation resulting fromactions under this clause.

H. 5.10. Bar Coding: |If the Contractor elects to bar code parts or conponents, information collected pursuant to the Bar Coding system
shal | be nade avail able to the Governnment upon request.

H. 5.11. OTHER The parties agree that the Order as awarded includes no direct cost for adm nistration or contingent costs related to
this warranty. The parties further agree that the Prime Contractor's own direct adm nistrative or contingent costs related to warranty
shal | not be recoverabl e under any equitabl e adjustnent made pursuant to the Changes clause of this contract.

H. 6. MATERI AL COST
H. 6.1 Obsol escence Responsibility.

H 6.1.1 Wth the exception of GFM the contractor is responsible for providing all hardware for vehicles on contract. This
responsibility includes mcrocircuits and other electronic conponents that are susceptible to going out of production.

H. 6.2. To assure conformance to the nucl ear hardness requirenent of SA-S00001C, the Contractor nmay use electronic naterial that is
certified as being nuclear hard to the appropriate |levels. Sem conductors and hi gher assenblies procured fromthe Radiation Tol erant
Assurance Source of Supply Center (RTASSC) are considered certified, to the levels and conditions specified on the corresponding Wite
Sands Standard Drawi ngs (WSDs). Additionally, a nuclear hardness Letter of Certification (LOC) fromthe RTASSC for higher assenblies
will nmeet this material requirement. The use of source controlled drawings to ensure nuclear hardness requirenents are net is no |onger
required. The Contractor is not responsible for the nuclear hardness of electronic material procured using WsDs and LOCs from RTASSC,
to the extent and under the conditions provided by the WsDs and LOCs. For semiconductors mcrocircuit and higher assenblies procured
fromother than RTASSC, the Contractor is responsible for neeting the nuclear hardness requirenments of the System Specification to the
extent previously denpnstrated in Government testing.

H. 7. COW NGLI NG OF MATERI AL

H 7.1. The Contractor and its subcontractors are authorized to conmi ngle naterial produced, purchased, or otherw se furnished by the
Contractor under this Delivery Order, as well as Shop Replaceable Units (SRU s) and Line Replaceable Units (LRU), and other materials
provi ded by the Government, except for the material described in H 7.2 below. For the purpose of this provision, the same part
manufactured to different revision levels may be conm ngl ed, except as described in H 7.2. bel ow and where parts are specifically
desi gnated as obsol ete by TDP revision.

H 7.2. Parts and Conponents which may not be commi ngled are:
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H 7.2.1. Engine. The Contractor will have received as GFMthree types of engines: PROSE Abrans engi nes, SLE Abrans engi nes, and
Egypti an Engines (for kitting).

a. PROSE engines only go into SEP, Wlverine, and A2 to SEP A2 retro-fit vehicles.
b. SLE engines only go into Al Mvehicles.
c. Egyptian engines only go into kits for shipment to Egypt.

H 7.2.2. Transm ssions. The Contractor will have four transm ssion types as |listed below. MLAl Transm ssions, MLA2 which are the sane
as the MLAl transmi ssion except they have a val ve body change incorporated and Egyptian transm ssions (MLAL).

a. SEP MLA2 and MLA2 to SEP transmi ssions. These are SEP MLA2 transmi ssions with the valve body and go into Delivery Order
0009 SEP-Retrofit Vehicles.

b. SEP/ CEEP transm ssions. These are contractor-furni shed MIA2 SEP/ CEEP transmi ssions only go into Delivery Order 0010s MLA2
SEP/ CEEP Retrofit Vehicles.

c. AlMtransm ssions. These are MLAL transmi ssions w thout the valve body.
d. Egyptian transm ssions.

H. 7.2.3. Cannon Assenblies. These can be either new or reclained. These cannot be mixed.
a. AIM A2 to SEP A2 Retro-fit use reclaimed cannon assenblies.

b. SEP and GOE use new 120nm cannon assenbl i es.

H. 8. MLA2 SEP ABRAMS RETROFI T TANK (MLA2 SEP/ CEEP) PROGRAM CLOSE- DOMN
H. 8.1. The Delivery Oder prices do not include any direct costs associated with the cl ose-down of the MLA2 SEP/ CEEP vehicl e program
H.8.2. The Contractor's close-down actions not in the vehicle prices, based on Part 45 of the Federal Acquisition Regulations, are:

a. Preparation of machines for shipnent.

b. Preparing final inventories, boxing and identifying special tooling, test equipnent, fixtures and gages required to process parts
assigned to various pieces of equipnent.

c. Boxing and protecting any special controllers, etc., that are required for machines.

d. Layaway and ninety (90) day in-place maintenance of Government production and research property.

e. Update of all property records for Governnent production and research property.

f. Maintenance of real property fromthe last production delivery through 31 Decenber 2004.

H 9. Transfer of Qut of Production Material into Delivery O der DAAEO7-01-G N0O1/ 0010

H. 9.1. The Governnent has acquired Qut of Production Mterial through the Contractor to provide the Governnent and Contractor materi al
for production and spares. This naterial was acquired under Contracts DAAEQ7-00- C-N044 and DAAEO7-95- C-0292, and TACOM Rock I sl and
delivery orders/contracts and managed under DAAEO7-01- G- NOO1/0001.

H. 9.2. The contractor's requirenments for microcircuits GFM are indicated on Attachment 005 by CLIN and in total. For several of the
chips, the Government has already purchased sufficient quantities for all retrofitted tanks. (Quantities purchased are shown in the
colum titled SEP retrofit LCB Qy; those with sufficient quantities for all retrofitted tanks are indicated by a positive nunber in the
colum titled Short/Over.)

H. 9.3. For those that don't have a sufficient quantity, the Governnent plans either to furnish additional G-M or change the contract by
incorporating an engineering change with a repl acenent chip.

H. 9.4. The Governnent has agreed to transfer to this delivery order the material quantities shown in the SEP retrofit LCB Qy col um(s)
under the conditions below If, as a result of normal production attrition, the contractor requires additional chips, he nay request an
addition of up to 5% of the original quantity. The cost of this material will not be transferred fromthe original contracts. The
parties agree that this material is in the possession of the contractor or on order at tinme of delivery order award.

a. The Contractor is authorized utilization of material identified in Attachment 005 and shall confirmthe transfer of this material
fromthe previous contracts to this delivery order by execution of a DD Form 1149.

H 11. 1. Pursuant to Clause C.13.6, the unit price of CLIN 0001AA includes the purchase of material to be utilized by Anniston. The
cost to renmove and repl ace defective equi pment received from Anni ston including the packaging, handling and preparation cost for return
shipment to Anniston is included under CLIN 0001AA. The Covernnent shall bear the cost to return the damaged and/ or defective material
to Anniston. There will be no adjustment under this contract for the |abor or material. The cost of installation of naterial
identified on Attachnent 001 GFMis included in the delivery order price(s) but the renoval and/or replacenment is separately priced
under DGM CLI N TBD.

H 11.2. If tanks are otherw se ready for acceptance and the contractor is mssing Governnment Furnished Material including parts supplied
by ANAD, the contractor may el ect conditional acceptance of tanks as a renmedy. Subject to verification that the conditions of this
cl ause have been net, the Governnent shall conditionally accept tanks. Conditional acceptance by the Governnment shall be deened to
rel ease the Governnment fromclains for equitable adjustnent for late delivery of Government Furnished Material on any tanks so accepted.

Furni shed 16th Year vehicles available for induction, retrofit and subsequent delivery as MIA2 SEP configured retrofit tanks. The
Government has determ ned that inducted GFM vehicles will be a conbination of 16th, 17th and 18th year structures as identified at
Attachment 001.

H. 16. 2 The parties recognize that the contractors trade studies under work directive MAP-15/Contract DAAEO7-02-C 0004 for the
conversion of 17th and 18th year MLA2s to SEPs may not be conpleted prior to the award of the option quantities. Any award of option
quantities or definitization of any vehicle using 17th and 18th Year inducted MLA2 vehicles is predicated upon the Governnents continued
funding and the acconplishnment of the requisite MAP effort for that years vehicle.

H 17. Escal ati on Provision for Power & Metals. The contractor has notified the Government of his intent to negotiate an
escal ation provision for the price of power & netals at time of the definitization of the letter contracts price.

H. 20.1 The contractor believes that, even without the Inventory Control Systemin C 13.7, he is in conpliance with DFARS 252. 242- 7004
for material provided to ANAD. The DCAA has issued an audit on this subject. The parties agree to resolve this issue prior to
definitization.

H. 21 Transnm ssion Re-opener.

H 21.1 Allison Transm ssion has conditioned (Allison |etter DT: P002-008, dated 16 March 2004)its proposed subcontract price on the
subsequent award of the anticipated option (64) in this contract, a contract for a mninumof 125 new X1100 transm ssions for Egypt, and
a mnimum 125 X200 transm ssion upgrades. The contractor agrees that any adjustnent to this letter contracts ceiling price will not
exceed $1.8Min the event any of these contracts is not awarded.
