Perfornmance
will be term nated six weeks prior to the stated conpletion date and the contractor will pack up and clear out all personnel and support
operations, stop all repair or replacenent activities and any other perfornmance requirenents.

H. 28.2 Call Up Deadline for Continuity of Performance. Call up of a follow on requirenent either by exercise of option or supplenental
agreenment to the current contract or by issuing a new contract nust be awarded at |east four (4) nonths prior to the end of the stated
performance period. Failure to do so by the Governnment, effectively term nates the performance requirenents for the last six weeks of
this contract. The last six weeks prior to the stated conpletion date becones the close out period.

H.28.3 Liability of the Governnent for Close Qut Costs. An equitable adjustnment for the close out costs shall be negotiated by the
parties. Under no circunstances will the total estimted amount for performance and the cost for close out exceed the current estimated
total contract ampunt and associated fee.

H. 28.4 Disputes. |If the parties cannot agree on an equitable adjustnent, the Governnent has the unilateral right to adjust the contract
for the reduced support subject to the "Disputes" clause.

H. 29 CONTI NGENCY DEPLOYMENT SUPPORT OPTI ON

H.29.1. The CGovernnent shall have the unilateral right to exercise the Option specified in Paragraph C. 20. entitled "Contractor Support
During Contingency Operations". The period of performance for this option is estimated to be twelver (12) nonths OCONUS and esinmated to
be sixteen (16) nmonths for CONUS if exercised. The Government shall have the right to exercise the Contingency Depl oynment Support
Option inaccordance with the phases and prices described in H 29.2 bel ow

H. 29.2 The Governnent shall exercise the Contingency Depl oynent Support Option in several distinct phases.

H 29.2.1. Phase 1 - Ranp up to prepare for six (6) nonths of deploynent support. Upon exercise of this phase the Contractor shall
inmmediately initiate all activities necessary (ldentification of deployment staff, and CONUS support to order, receive and package
parts, including slat deployment arnor, for deploynent) to prepare for six nonth deploynment support. Total Value of Option: $15,088, 175
(inclusive of $683 for Facilities Capital Cost of Mney and 8.75%fixed fee)

H. 29.2.2. Phase 2 - Ranp up for an extended depl oyment of six (6) additional nonths (beyond phase 1). Phase 2 is contingent on the
exerci se of Phase 1 of the Depl oyment Support Option. Upon exercise of this option the Contractor shall imediately intiate all
activities necessary to prepare for a deploynent of an additional six (6) nonths but not longer than a total of twelve (12) nonths
(inclusive of Phase 1). Total Value of Option: $15, 000,000 (inclusive of $611 for Facilities Capital Cost of Mney and 8.75%fi xed fee)

H. 29.2.3. Phase 3 - Deploynment execution for a period not greater than six (6) nonths of depl oynent support. Upon execise of this
option the Contractor shall fully execute the deployment scope of work as identified in Paragraph C.20. PCO will provide additional
direction / information | AWC. 20 of the SON Total Value of Option: $6,399,110 (inclusive of $260 for Facilities Capital Cost of Mney
and 8.75% fixed fee)

H. 29.2.4. Phase 4 - Deploynent execution for an extended depl oynent of six (6) additional nonths (beyond phase 3). Phase 4 is
contingent on the exercise of Phase 2 and Phase 3 of the Deploynment Support Option. The Government may exercise this phase by providing
the contractor notice within approximtely 30 days prior to the conpletion of Phase 3. Upon exercise of this phase the Contractor shall
fully execute the scope of work to support a deploynment of an additional six (6) nonths, but not |onger than a total of twelve (12)

mont hs i nclusive of Phase 4. Total Value of Option: $6,399,112 (inclusive of $261 for Facilities Capital Cost of Mney and 8.75% fi xed
fee)

H. 29.3 The Governnent shall exercise the Follow on Contingency Support for Two Brigades Depl oyed Simultaneously in several phases.

H 29.3.1 For FY 04, Phase 1 - Preparation for Deploynent. Upon exercise of this option, the contractor shall begin the ranp up for

support of a two Brigade Deploynment. Upon exercise of this phase the Contractor shall initiate all activities necessary to prepare for
an estinmated total 12 nonth depl oyment or approximately 12,000 miles per vehicle. The contractor shall consider econom ¢ ordering
quantities and shall predicate planning around the 12,000 mles objective for two sinmultaneously deployed Brigades. These activities

include but are not limted to identification of deploynent support staff, CONUS support to determine parts requirenents, to order,
recei ve and package parts for deploynment. This nodification provides funding for preparation to deploynent that equates to 1,545,588
mles funded for a second brigade depl oyed. (Exercised and Funded)

H. 29.3.2 For FY04, Phase 2 - Preparation for Deploynment. Upon exercise of this option, the contractor shall execute final ranp up and
preparation for deploynment for an extended depl oynment of an additional six (6) nonths. Phase 2 is contingent on Phase 1 of the
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Depl oynent Option for support Two Brigades Sinultaneously Deployed). Upon exercise of this option the Contractor shall inmediately
initiate all activities necessary to prepare to support deploynment of an additional six (6) nonths for deployment but not |onger than a
total of 12 nmonths, of two Brigades depl oyment OCONUS. Total value of this option: TBD

H. 29.3.3 For FY05, Phase 3 Depl oynent Execution. The Contracting O ficer may exercise this option by providing the contractor witten
notice approximately 30 days prior to the schedul ed depl oyment. The Phase 3 covers a deploynent for a period not greater than six
nmonths.  Upon exercise of this option the Contractor shall fully execute the scope of work as identified in C 20 herein. The Contracting
Oficer will provide additional direction and information | AWC. 20 of this contract. Total value of this Option TBD.

H. 29.3.4 For FY05, Phase 4 Depl oynent Execution. Phase 4 deploynent execution support an OCONUS depl oyment for a period not greater
than six additional nonths of deploynent (beyond phase 3) or a total period of not nore than 12 nonths of deploynent for two Brigades.
This option is contingent on the exercise of Phase 3 Option. The Government may exercise this option by providing the contractor
witten notice approximately 30 days prior to the conpletion of phase 3. Upon exercise of this option the Contractor shall fully
execute depl oyment scope of work as identified in C. 20 herein for the additional six nonths of deploynment support, but not |onger than
a total of twelve (12) nonths of deploynent. Total Value of the Option: TBD.

H. 30 OCONUS Reach Back - TBD

H. 30.1. The CGovernnment and the Contractor shall nutually devel op the scope realated to this option provision.

H. 31 Direct Material / Parts Adjustnent C ause

H. 31.1. The parties recognize that parts processed under this contract nay be covered by terns and requirenents of Contract DAAEQO7-00-D-
MD51, or the Transition provisions of the ICLS contract (C 16). This includes the requirenents of the warranty provisions (HL5),
Corrections of Deficiencies (E 13), Conditional Acceptance nodifications, and /or other performance requirements of the Stryker

requi rements contract and associated delivery orders and nodifications. Accordingly, a process, as described below, shall be used to
det erm ne whether the charge for a part or repair cost is a charge to contract DAAEO7-00-D MD51 or any other related contract or this

I CLS contract.

H. 31.2. Al incurred costs for direct material/parts shall be reviewed and evaluated by the Contracting Oficer to determne if the
costs are allowable and allocable to this contract or to Contract DAAEO7-00-D-M)51 or any related contract.

H 31.3. Wthin 60 days of notification fromthe Contracting Oficer, the Contractor shall submt a conprehensive report for all actual
costs incurred for direct nmaterial / parts as of the date specified in the notification fromthe Contracting O ficer and the basis for

not charging to the Stryker requirenments contract and charging to the I CLS contract.

H. 31.4. Upon receipt of the Contractor's conprehensive report, the Contracting Office shall performa review and eval uation, as
prescribed under FAR Part 31, to determne the allowability and allocability of all incurred material/parts costs under this contract.

H. 31.5. The results of the incurred cost naterial/parts review and the deternmination made by the Contracting Officer that the parts are
al l owabl e and allocable to this contract shall not be the basis for any adjustment to fee.

H. 31.6. Any costs deternmined to be inappropriately charged to this contract will be deleted fromthe estimated costs obligated on the
affected CLINs.

H. 32 Depl oynent Re-Qpener C ause
H. 32.1. In the event that the 2nd Stryker Brigade Conbat Team (SBCT) depl oys OCONUS, the base |CLS contract period of performance will

be adj usted accordingly.
