C.5.5 Test and Test Support Requirenment. The contractor shall performall testing necessary to support the BEB program Al testing
shal |l be perforned at a site nutually agreeable to the government and contractor. The contractor shall inplenment test preparations for
the BEB test program The contractor shall provide all resources and equi pment to conplete the required tests.

C5.5.1 Contractor test support shall include:
a. Failed parts tracking and failure analysis
b. Corrective action
c. Personnel

C.5.5.2 Transportation for Testing. The contractor shall coordinate shipping of BEBs to and fromtest sites and other |ocations to
nmeet test schedul es and requirenents for BEB availability at the direction of the Government. Specific requirements will be coordinated
between the Governnment and contractor. Delivery of boats to and fromtest sites will be at the contractors expense.

C5.6 Test Results and Corrective Actions. The contractor shall provide test reports in contractor format and nake them
available via electronic nmeans within 10 working days fromtest conpletion. The Governnment shall have continuous access to all test
data. In addition, the contractor shall develop and maintain a failure reporting systemto prioritize, track and manage failure

anal ysis and corrective action activities resulting fromfailures detected during testing of the BEB. This database shall be in
contractor format and be made el ectronically available to the Government to facilitate proactive managenent of the performance and
reliability of the BEB. The contractor shall provide corrective action response to all test incidents as follows:

Major & Critical test incidents (causing mission failure or |oss of essential function); Initial response 48 hours, Final
response 30 days.
All Oher incidents; Initial response 5 days, Final response 30 days

C.5.6.1 Al approved configuration changes resulting fromtesting shall be incorporated into all production boats and docunented per
Attachment 2 at no additional cost.

C5.7 Boat Refurbishment. Repair and upgrade of boats during tests shall focus on achi evenent of functions necessary to
conplete testing. After ST, the boats shall be updated to the approved final configuration and refurbished to |ike new condition. For
pl anni ng purposes the ST boats will be delivered to the first fielded unit. Refurbishment will occur after the transportability test
and will include the |IBC

C.5.8 Retest. The Governnent reserves the right to conduct additional inspections and tests prior to acceptance of any item
contai ni ng new conponents, or if satisfactory resolution of any deficiency has not been conpleted. Costs for additional testing, if
required, shall be the responsibility of the contractor. |If testing fails, the contractor shall nake appropriate corrections and retest

at no additional cost to the Governnent.
C.6 Product Assurance

C.6.1 Quality Program The contractor shall develop, inplenment and nmaeintain a quality system acceptable to the government that ensures
the functional and physical conformity of all products or services furnished under this SON The quality systemshall achieve defect
prevention and process control, providing adequate quality controls throughout all areas of SOWperformance. The quality system shall
be based on international quality standards such as the |1SO 9000 series, or comercial, or national quality standards and shall be
applicable to all areas of the contractors organization. At any point during SOW performance, the Government has the right to review
the quality systemto assess its effectiveness in meeting SONTrequirenments.

Gover nnent accept ance

C.6.2 Certifications. The contractor shall prepare and submit certifications for those itens identified in Table | of the

Purchase Description. The contractor shall make available to the governnent, upon request, quality certifications for vendor supplied
conmponents and material. Al certifications provided by the contractor shall include appropriate supporting docunmentati on such as, but
not limted to; test data, material analysis, drawi ngs, purchase orders, specifications, etc. |In the event that particular

certifications are not acceptable to the government, the contractor shall conduct additional exam nations and tests and/or provide
addi tional docunmentation as required to verify conformance. A contractors Certificate of Safety and Seaworthiness shall also be
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provi ded.

C.6.2.1 Re-Certification. The contractor shall provide a new certificati on whenever a change is nade to any item (process, product or
material). Sub-contracting does not relieve the contractor fromproviding the required certifications.

C.6.2.2 Welder Qualification. The contractor shall provide certifications that the wel der/wel di ng equi prent has passed qualifications.
Copies of the certifications shall be provided to the Government upon request.

C.6.2.3 Weld Inspector Qualification. Weld quality and worknmanship shall be verified by certified welding inspectors.

C.6.3 Fi nal Inspection Record (FIR). In accordance with DI -QCl C-81068, and CDRL A00OS the contractor shall devel op and
maintain a FIR for each boat produced under this contract. The FIR shall list each systemcharacteristic or function to be inspected
fromthe requirenents of ATPD 2317, along with any changes made el sewhere in the contract. The contractor may prepare the FIR in
contractor format. As a minimumthe FIR shall have bl ocks for the contractor inspectors initials indicating that each characteristic or
function was inspected and either accepted or rejected. Additionally, any rejected characteristic of function shall have another bl ock
for re-inspection and acceptance. Final review and acceptability shall be indicated by a signature block containing the full name and
title of the conpany official rendering approval. The FIRw Il be reviewed and approved by the Government prior to inplenmentation. The
FIR shall be available for review prior to First Production Unit Inspection (FPU') and First Article Evaluation. The contractor shall
update the FIR to reflect all engineering and/or manufacturing changes. Each update shall require Government review and concurrence
prior to inplenmentation. No boat shall be offered to the government for inspection and acceptance prior to conpletion of the FIR

C.6.3.1 Validation/Verification of the FIR  The contractor and government shall conduct a joint final inspection of the first boat
produced utilizing the newy devel oped FIR  The purpose of this inspection is to performa final validation and verification of the
FIR

C.6.3.2 Boat Final Inspection. The contractor shall utilize the FIR to inspect each boat produced. Deficiencies detected shall be
noted on the FIR deficiency sheet, and corrected by the contractor prior to offering the boat to the Governnment for final acceptance.
The original FIR and a copy shall be subnitted along with each boat.

C.6.4 Test and Production Location. The contractor shall produce the first production unit and the production quantity at the same
location and facility. |f any boats are inpacted by a change of the contractors manufacturing facility, a conplete FPU and ST, as a
mnimum may be required at no increase in contract cost.

C. 6.5 Change of Suppliers. |If the contractor elects to change sources of supply for any conponent after conditional acceptance of the
FPU boat, the Governnent reserves the right to conduct additional inspections and tests prior to acceptance of any item containing the
new conponent. The contractor shall notify the Government 30 days prior to a change in suppliers.

C. 6.6 Configuration. The BEB shall conply with all the requirements of this SOWincluding but not limted to the ATPD
2317. Al systens delivered under this SONshall be identical in configuration. The unit configuration shall consist of all Governnent
approved product specifications, product draw ngs, and associated docunments. The contractor shall identify and docunent all

configuration changes between the FPU through final approved configuration of the boat.

C. 6.7 Shakedown Test (ST). As required by contract, the ST is a test of the end itemconducted by the contractor at a contractor test
site with Governnent oversight. The ST evaluates the conplete boat with all kits installed for confornance to technical requirenents
and confirms that the design is ready for production. The ST is conducted in accordance with an approved test plan. Table 1 of ATPD
2317 identifies the systemand functions that will be evaluated. The ST nay be repeated or continued to verify that corrective actions
resulting fromthe initial ST are effective.

C. 6.8 Followon Production Test (FPT). Wen required by the contract, one production unit shall undergo follow on production testing by
the contractor at the contractors test site to evaluate continued conformance to Section 3, ST requirements as referenced in Table | of
ATPD 2317. The test shall be simlar to ST but will be limted in scope. The government will select the test unit. Any deficiencies
found during or as a result of the FPT, nay result in Government stopping acceptance on subsequent boats until the contractor has
corrected the conditions causing the failures. Al corrective actions carried out as a result of the deficiencies found during or as a
result of FPT, mamy be successfully denpnstrated during a full retest to the portion of the FPT as directed by the government at no
addi tional cost to the governnent.

C.6.9 First Production Unit Inspection (FPU). The contractor shall performa final inspection of the first produced boat in
accordance with the requirenment specified in ATPD 2317. Al deficiencies detected during FPU w Il be corrected prior to acceptance by
the governnment. Al deficiencies corrected as a result of FPU wll be conpleted by the contractor at no additional cost to the
governnment. In the event of a nmjor conponent change (engine, transm ssion, or propulsion systen) an additional FPU w ||l be conducted
consi sting of inspecting and verifying the new conponent and their associated hardware.

C.6.9.1 First Production Unit Acceptance. The contractor shall submit an inspection report that provides detailed results of the FPU
in accordance with DI-NDTI-80809B, and CDRL AOOT. The contracting officer will notify the contractor of approval or disapproval of the
FPU . If FPU is disapproved and additional inspections are required, the contractor shall resubnmt an inspection report. Al costs
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related to additional FPU shall be borne by the contractor.

C.6.9.2 Manufacturing Standard. The FPU unit shall be retained by the contractor as the manufacturing standard (facility boat) and
may be shipped as part of the contract quantity at a later date. Al approved changes throughout the life of the contract will be
incorporated into this boat. At the discretion of the Governnment, a newy produced unit with the latest configuration (of incorporated
changes) may be selected to represent the manufacturing standard (FPU). The Government will verify that the | atest ECP changes are
incorporated into this unit.

C.6.10 In Process Inspections. During production of the BEB, in-process inspections shall be performed on every boat produced by the
contractor, to evaluate conformance to the Section 3 requirenents referenced in Table | of ATPD2317. These inspections may be witnessed
by government representatives. The contractor shall identify and establish in-process inspection points and inspections where the
absence of such inspections could adversely affect quality. |In addition, evaluation of process controls and workmanship will be nmade at
this time. During the inspection, the contractor shall have available for review and evaluation the followi ng records: quality manual
(or appropriate docunent), work instructions, process procedures, inspection records, and welder certifications. Al processing and

wel di ng procedures, inspection records, calibration procedures and wel der certifications shall be available for review and eval uation.
When required by the governnent, these inspections shall be made prior to the application of primer and paint. Each assenbly operation
shall have a process sheet that calls out what operation takes place at each station. A conpleted process sheet will be signed off by
the operator /assenbler prior to novenment to the next station. A routing sheet (traveler) reflecting these operations will be attached
to each hull throughout its entire build process.

C. 6.11 | nspection Equi pment. The contractor shall supply, maintain and calibrate all inspection and test equi pnent
necessary to assure the boat system and conponents conformto SONrequirenents.

C 6.12 I nspection Records. The contractor shall nmintain and neke available to the Governnment all records of exam nations
and tests performed on material used to produce each boat.

These records shall be maintained for a period of four years follow ng
conpl etion of the contract.

C.6.13 Covernnent Furnished Material. The contractor shall conduct an inspection on Governnent Furnished Material and provide for its
secure storage. Any deficiencies should be reported on the Product Quality Deficiency Report (PQDR) SF-368 (reference CDRL AOOU). A
detailed |ist of Goverment Furnished Material will be provided 10 days after award.

C.6.14 Conponent |nterchangeability. The contractor and his sub-contractors shall not make any changes to any conponent part or end
itemw thout the governments approval after acceptance of the First Production Unit Inspection (FPU ). |In order to determ ne whether
proposed changes shoul d be approved, the government reserves the right to conduct another test sinmilar to the ST at the contractors
expense.

C.6.14.1 Additional Testing. The Government reserves the right to require additional testing at contractor expense in the event any
contractor-proposed engi neering change is felt to have a potential inpact on the ability to neet the requirenments of ATPD 2317.

C.6.14.2 Control Test. Control tests may be performed at any tinme if there is reason to believe that production boats do not neet the
technical requirenments of ATPD 2317. Control tests are the responsibility of the contractor.

C. 6.15 Deficiencies. Al deficiencies detected by either the contractor or the governnent shall be presumed to be present on
all boats produced since the last acceptable test. The CGovernnent nmay stop acceptance of additional boats until satisfactory evidence
has been provided that indicates the deficiencies are not present on all boats produced since the |ast acceptable test and corrective
action has been taken to repair deficiencies and preclude recurrence. Failure to provide corrective action or request an extension
within five working days after detection of the deficiency(s) may result in the Government stopping acceptance on subsequent boats until
the conditions causing failures have been corrected and approved by the Government. Request for extensions, at a mininmum shall state
purpose of the extension and establish a conpletion date for determning the extent of the deficiency. Approval of the request will be
at the discretion of the Contracting Officer. At the Governments discretion, another boat with corrective actions inplenmented nay be
subjected to re-test to verify the corrective actions.

C 6.16 Quality Deficiency Reports (QDRs). Quality Deficiency Reports (QDRs), Standard Form 368, are generated by users to
report problems with equipment. The contractor shall investigate and provide failure analysis and corrective action to all QDRs

gener at ed agai nst product/supplies produced under this SON The contractor shall provide a report in accordance Dl -RELI-81315, and CDRL
AOOV. The contractor shall performthe investigation; identify probable cause of failure, and corrective action. The contractor shall
provi de replacenent parts for all conponents determned to be deficient in design, workmanship or product conformance. Corrective
action shall be at no additional cost to the government. Corrective action requiring configuration changes shall not be inpl enmented

wi t hout governnent approval .

C.6.16.1 The contractor shall respond to Category 1 QDRs within 48 hours. Category 1 defects are itens relating to:
Death, injury or job-related illnesses
Loss or nmjor danage to the system
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C.6.16.2 The contractor shall respond to Category 2 QDRs within 30 days using SF 368.

C.6.17 Wirranties. The contractor shall manage a warranty program and provide a warranty on the boat and its components for 12 nonths
starting on the date of customer handoff. Defects in the manufacturing and/or assenbly shall be corrected at the contractors expense for
a period of one year after custonmer handoff. [If boats are placed in storage before being put in service, the warranty period shall not
start until each such boat is withdrawn fromstorage and i ssued to a custonmer. The contractor shall provide the Government with
warranty coverage for conponents beyond one year fromthe date of customer handoff to the extent that the contractors supplier
customarily provides warranty coverage beyond 12 nonths to their conmercial custoners. The details of the warranty coverage shall be
contained in the technical manuals. The contractor shall provide a point of contact for warranty issues.

C.7 Preparation for Delivery

C. 7.1 Packaging. Each BEB shall be delivered conplete, with all conponents and Basic |Issue Items (BlIl). The mast shall be secured in
the | owered position. The cabin cover shall be off and secured within the forward cockpit. The searchlight, Bll and easily pilferable
items shall be packaged and secured for rail shipnent. Packaging requirenents shall be as specified in the contract.

C. 7.2 Packaging for Shipnent. The boat shall be prepared for shipnent by the Governnent to the fielding |ocation(s). The contractor
shal | ensure that all items of the BEB are securely stored and the BEBs ready for loading on either trucks or railcar (this will depend
on the location of the shipyard and the convenience of a railhead). The contractor shall be responsible for ensuring the BEBs are
properly | oaded onto the conveyance nethod used by the Governnent.

C. 7.3 Shipnment Condition. Each BEB shall be serviced prior to shipment as follows, unless otherw se specified in the contract. The
BEB shal | be shipped ready for storage.

C.7.3.1 Fluids, Lubricants and Fuel. The cooling, lubricating and hydraulic systens shall be filled to the manufacturers recomended
levels. The fuel systemshall be dry. Dry neans essentially no fuel, with the systempurged to the degree necessary to ship the BEB by
rail. Preservative-type oils shall be used when the boat will be subjected to long-termstorage. Preservative-type oils shall be used

only when directed by the Government. Raw water systens shall be drained down to prevent corrosion and growh of fouling.

C.7.3.2 FHEectrical System The batteries shall be disconnected and the term nals protected against shorting. Exposed connectors shall
be protected agai nst weat her damage by wrapping, plugs or caps.

C.7.3.3 Bilges. The bilges shall be clean and dry. The drain plug shall be open.

C7.4 Storage Prior to Shipnent. The contractor shall be responsible for storing the BEBs at his facility prior
to shipment by the Government. The Government will be fielding the BEBs in a unit set of 14. The contractor shall be responsible for
ensuring that the BEBs are properly stored and any special care and storage requirenments are acconplished while the BEBs are at the
contractors facility awaiting shiprment. The contractor shall be responsible for the physical security of the BEB and all equi pnent
specified in C 7.1.

C.8 Oher Requirenents

C.8.1 Kits. The contractor shall provide all provisions (electrical, nmounting |locations, etc.) on each BEB to accept the kits required
in the ATPD 2317 (NAVKIT, Radio, Heater). The contractor shall provide two of each kit for use in testing and production of the BEB,
with the exception of the SINCGARS standard equi pment. Additionally the contractor shall include in Section B the price for
installation of all kits on the BEB. For planning purposes the following information is included for pricing of the installed kits:

a. NAWKIT 5 BEBs will have this kit installed.
b. Radio Kit 5 BEBs will have this kit installed.

C. 10.4 Contractor Fielding Support

At the direction of the Contracting Officer, through issuance of a delivery order, the Contractor shall provide contractor fielding
support as described in paragraph C.4.8.5 to support fielding of the BEB. For planning purposes no nore than 2 Fieldings per year are
anticipated. The contractor shall provide up to 600 man days contractor fielding support at the price established in Section B. The
Contracting Oficer may issue an order fromthe date of contract award through the fiftieth (50) nonth of the contract by giving witten
notice to the contractor.
