CONTRACT SPECIFICATIONS FOR CLINS 1231 and 1232

TRUCK, MOBILE EQUIPMENT, SPLIT-EMPTYING VACUUM TANKER, 6x4
A Cleaning Vacuum System Tanker Truck suitable for a full spectrum of industrial wet and/or dry spilt waste materials. The carrying capacity shall be a minimum of 10 Cubic Meters (10000  Liters). 

RATINGS:


· Vehicle ratings shall be the manufacturer’s published rating.

· Component ratings shall not be raised to meet requirements.

· All individual components, including engine, transmission, driveline, axles, suspension and tires shall be rated at the minimum gross vehicle weight rating (GVW).

· Vehicle shall have a diesel engine capable of performing as specified herein on high sulfur content diesel fuel.
· Engine and engine cooling system shall be capable of operating in temperatures ranging from -23 degrees C to 52 degrees C.

BRAKES:

· Service brake system with ABS, capable of stopping the vehicle at GVW within 12.2 M from 32 kph.

· Parking brake system capable of holding the vehicle at GVW on a 20% longitudinal slope.

ELECTRICAL SYSTEM:     

· 12 or 24 volt system.

CAB:




         -    Cab shall be fully enclosed with sleeper.

· Air conditioning and heating system shall be provided. 

VACUUM LOADER & TANK BODY:  

· The waste tank system capacity shall be 10 cubic meters minimum (10000 Liters) with crush resistance to high vacuum pressures stated herein and shall be designed to insure complete materials discharge. 

· The waste tank system shall have over run protection and liquid level indicator.
· The vehicle shall have a hydraulic means of opening the doors, tilting the tank and discharging solid contents of the tank.
· The hydraulic system shall have a variable displacement pump driven by the vehicle’s engine.  
· The vehicle shall have a hydraulic tank of sufficient size to allow continuous operation at 52 degrees C without overheating the hydraulic fluid. 
· The tank shall have a primary discharge point with a metered valve showing negative and discharge pressures of the tank.
· The tank shall have a safety valve for adjusting the discharge pressure.

· The system vacuum pressure shall be rated at 500 mm Hg (20 inch Hg) minimum with filtration.
