1) The vehicle shall be capable of operation on a variety of surfaces and terrains ranging from desert environment to hard surface streets. The vehicle shall be operable on these surfaces at all vehicle loading conditions.

2) The vehicle shall be capable of operating in temperatures ranging from -23 C to +52 C.

3) Vehicle ratings shall be the manufacturer’s published rating.  Component ratings shall not be raised to meet requirements.  All individual components, including but not limited to engine, transmission, driveline, axles, suspension and tires shall, at a minimum, be rated at the Gross Vehicle Weight Rating (GVWR) specified for the vehicle.
