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SECTION C - DESCRIPTION/SPECIFICATIONS/WORK STATEMENT

STATEMENT OF WORK

C.1 GENERAL:  The Contractor, as an independent Contractor and not as an agent of the Government, shall furnish the supplies and

services for the level of effort in Section B to accomplish engineering and related technical support functions for the research and

development of advanced laser protection technologies and vision systems.  The contractor's efforts may be in support of any aspect of

TARDEC's  mission to develop laser hardened optics for Army ground combat and tactical vehicles.

"Serialization within the enterprise identifier" means each item produced is assigned a serial number that is unique among all

the tangible items produced by the enterprise and is never used again. The enterprise is responsible for ensuring unique serialization

within the enterprise identifier.

"Serialization within the part number" means each item of a particular part number is assigned a unique serial number within

that part number assignment. The enterprise is responsible for ensuring unique serialization within the part number within the

enterprise identifier.

"Unique item identification" means marking an item with machine-readable data elements to distinguish it from all other like

and unlike items.

"Unique item identifier" means a set of data marked on items that is globally unique, unambiguous, and robust enough to ensure

data information quality throughout life and to support multi-faceted business applications and users.

"Unique item identifier type" means a designator to indicate which method of uniquely identifying a part has been used. The
