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42 ADULT PASSENGER BUS, HANDICAP ACCESSIBLE
THE VEHICLE SHALL BE PROVIDED WITH ALL NEW PARTS, MANUFACTURER’S STANDARD EQUIPMENT, AND THE FOLLOWING MINIMUM EQUIPMENT AND CAPABILITIES:
1. CONFIGURATION
1.1. The vehicle shall be a 2012 model year or later with no more than 100 miles (161 km) on the odometer.
1.2. The vehicle shall be a 42 adult passenger school type bus (same side as 52 adult passengers size school type bus) with provisions for 9 wheelchairs sites and an additional minimum of 8 adult passenger seats.
1.3. The vehicle shall be wheel chair and handicap accessible, and should be equipped with a curb side wheel chair lift complying with US Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA)). 
1.3.1. The wheel chair lift shall be provided with a warning system that is activated and deactivated during loading and unloading process.

1.3.2. All 9 wheelchairs sites inside the bus shall have a 4-point securement system that anchors the wheelchairs to the vehicle in compliance with the requirements of ADA. 

2. SAFETY

2.1. The vehicle shall meet all pertinent Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards (FMVSS).
3. STANDARD EQUIPMENT
3.1. A light package shall be provided to include at least headlights, turn signals, taillights, and brake lights.
3.2. The vehicle shall be provided with windshield wiping and washing system.
3.3. The vehicle shall be provided with exterior rearview mirrors.
3.4. The vehicle shall be equipped with back-up alarm.

3.5. The vehicle shall be provided with vandal-resistant locks for all doors.  Door locks and ignition shall be identically keyed for all vehicles. At least two keys per vehicle shall be provided.
3.6. The vehicle shall be provided with front and rear anti-sail mud flaps.
3.7. Two ABC type fire extinguishers and mounting brackets shall be provided, minimum 2.5 pound or 1 kg capacity each.
3.8. The vehicle shall be provided with frame mounted two front and two rear tow hooks or eyes.

3.9. Lockable and securely mounted toolbox(es) or secured storage area(s) of sufficient capacity to store all manufacturers’ standard equipment and the equipment described below.  All locks for the toolbox(es) or storage area(s) shall be identically keyed and two keys provided.
3.9.1. At the minimum, the following tools and accessories shall be provided: 
3.9.1.1. Tire changing tools.

3.9.1.2. A lifting jack with a minimum capacity of 1/2 of Gross Vehicle Weight (GVW). 
3.9.1.3. A hose with quick-connect, fittings on both sides, long enough to inflate all tires from the vehicle’s compressed air system. 
3.9.1.4. Chuck and pressure gauge. 
3.9.1.5. Three emergency triangles.
3.9.1.6. Safety hammer(s) shall be provided.
3.10. The vehicle shall be provided with the manufacturers’ heavy-duty air conditioning and heating systems for both the driver and passengers’ areas. 
3.10.1. The air conditioning system shall be designed for operation in very hot (+120°F or +49°C) and humid environments.
3.11. Vehicle side and rear windows shall be tinted.  Tinting shall allow for no more than 31% maximum light transmittance.
3.12. Vehicle language requirements for Lebanon.
3.12.1. All instruction diagrams and warning labels shall be written in both Arabic and English, or in universal symbols, and shall be permanently affixed to the vehicle.  

3.12.2. Fuel filler cap or the area near the cap shall be labeled with the type of fuel compatible with the vehicle written in both Arabic and English, or in universal symbols. 

3.12.3. A manual(s) shall be provided with every vehicle and written in both Arabic and English.
3.12.3.1.  All manual(s) provided shall have an amendment written in both Arabic and English stating the ability of the vehicle to operate on high sulfur content diesel fuel (5,000 ppm or 0.5 %).

4. RATINGS/WEIGHTS/DIMENSIONS
4.1. The vehicle ratings shall be the manufacturer’s published ratings at the time of the offer.
4.2. The vehicle component ratings shall not exceed the manufacturer’s published ratings, and shall not be raised to meet requirements.
4.3. All individual components, including engine, transmission, driveline, axles, suspension and tires shall be rated at or above the Gross Vehicle Weight (GVW).
4.4. The vehicle shall be maximum 40 ft. long.
5. ENGINE
5.1. The vehicle shall be provided with a turbo diesel engine capable of operating on high sulfur content diesel fuel (5,000 ppm or 0.5%).
5.1.1. The vehicle is exempt from United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) emission standards and regulations due to a Department of Defense (DOD) exemption. The vehicle (including engine, emission control devices, engine management software or controls, etc) shall be configured for an export market.

5.2. The vehicle shall not be provided with emission control devices, such as but not limited to the Exhaust Gas Recirculation (EGR) valve, Diesel Particulate Filter (DPF), Diesel Oxidation Catalyst (DOC), or Selective Catalytic Reduction Catalyst (SCR).

5.2.1. If emission control devices cited in paragraph 5.2 were removed from the vehicle after the vehicle was manufactured, then supporting documentation shall be provided that describes in detail all such modifications made to the vehicle in order to meet specification paragraph.
5.2.1.1. The vehicle manufacturer shall also verify and approve all modifications and/or alterations made to the vehicle to allow it to operate on high sulfur content diesel fuel (5,000 ppm or 0.5 %).  

5.3. The maintenance and service schedules for the vehicle while operating on high sulfur content diesel fuel (5,000 ppm or 0.5 %) shall be provided and also included in the vehicle’s manual.

5.4. Engine shall be provided with the heaviest duty available cooling and air filtration system designed for very hot (+120°F or +49°C), and humid environments.

5.5. The vehicle shall be provided with fuel tank(s) with at least an 80 gallon (302 liter) capacity.
5.5.1. The fuel tank(s) shall be provided with a locking gas cap(s) and two keys, or provisions to secure the fuel access area. When provided, the keys shall be identical for all vehicles.
6. CHASSIS/DRIVELINE/AXLES/SUSPENSION
6.1. The vehicle shall be provided with a 4X2 driveline.  

6.1.1. If more than one vehicle, the driveline shall be the same for all vehicles.
6.2. The rear axle shall be provided with a lockable or limited-slip differential.
6.3. The vehicle shall be provided with the manufacturer’s heaviest-duty axles and suspension.

7. TRANSMISSION
7.1. The vehicle shall be provided with an automatic transmission with secondary transmission oil cooler.
8. STEERING
8.1. The vehicle shall be left-hand drive and provided with power steering.
9. BRAKES
9.1. The vehicle shall be provided with four separate brake systems: service, emergency, relief (i.e. engine or exhaust brake) and parking.
9.2. The service brakes shall be an air brake system with Anti-lock Braking System (ABS) and an air dryer.
10. WHEEL ASSEMBLY (TIRE AND WHEEL)

10.1. The vehicle shall be provided with tubeless, on-off road radial tires.
10.2. The vehicle shall be provided with a full size spare wheel assembly with holder.
10.2.1. The storage location of the spare wheel assembly shall not impede or interfere with the passenger loading or unloading, including through the emergency exit door.
10.2.2. Means to assist the loading or unloading of the spare tire and wheel assembly from the holder shall be provided.
10.3. All tires shall be of the same size, load rating and tread design, and all wheels shall be interchangeable, including spare wheel assembly.
11. ELECTRICAL SYSTEM
11.1. The vehicle shall be provided with a 12 volt or dual 12/24 volt electrical system.  
11.2. The vehicle shall be provided with heavy-duty alternator and heavy-duty maintenance free batteries.

11.3. A 12 volt, 20 amp circuit shall be provided in the driver area for communications equipment.
12. COLOR
12.1. The exterior color of the vehicle shall be forest green.
13. PERFORMANCE
13.1. The vehicle shall be capable of being stored, started, and operated at temperatures ranging from 0°F to 120°F (-18°C to +49°C).
13.2. The parking brake shall hold the vehicle on a 20% longitudinal slope at GVW.
13.3. The vehicle shall be capable of operating 50% of mission on paved roads and 50% on unpaved roads and trails.
13.4. At GVW, the vehicle shall be capable of:
13.4.1. Maintaining a speed of at least 55 mph (88 kph) on a level highway.
13.4.2. Maintaining a minimum speed of 30 mph (48 kph) on a 2% longitudinal slope.
13.4.3. Braking to a complete stop within 35 feet (11 m) from 20 mph (32 kph).
14. BODY 
14.1. The vehicle shall be provided with a minimum of four (two each side) emergency exit windows.
14.2. The vehicle shall be provided with a rear emergency door.
14.3. The vehicle shall be provided with a minimum of two manually operated roof hatches for ventilation, which shall have capability for emergency exits.
14.4. The vehicle shall be provided with the driver-operated swinging doors located on the passenger side, one front and one rear.
14.5. Side windows shall open to provide ventilation.
15. INTERIOR
15.1. The vehicle shall be provided with seating for the driver, nine (9) wheelchairs sites and an additional minimum of 8 adult passenger seats. 
15.2. Rubber floor cover shall be provided. 
15.3. The vehicle headroom shall be at least 74 inches.
15.4. The vehicle shall be provided with interior and stepwell lights controlled by the driver.
15.5. The vehicle shall be provided with a Public Announcement (PA) system with speakers spaced throughout the passenger area and controlled by the driver.
16. SERVICE CENTER SUPPORT- LEBANON

16.1. The contractor must maintain a source or service center support in Lebanon throughout the entire term of the contract. The source or sources of support shall be capable of providing service center support, spare and repair parts support and routine maintenance of the vehicles or end items purchased pursuant to this contract. 

16.2. Service Center Support in Lebanon for Warranty Items:
During the entire term of the contract, the contractor shall maintain an established source or sources of service center support in Lebanon to warranty items and repair support.  Warranty items and repairs will be t the contractor’s expense.

16.3. Service Center Support in Lebanon for Routine Maintenance Items:
During the entire term of the contract, the contractor shall maintain an established source or sources of service center support in Lebanon to satisfy basic upkeep of vehicles or end items purchased under the contract, spare and repair parts support, routine maintenance, and other services excluding major repair work.  All cost incurred will be the customers responsibility except for warranty items/repairs.  
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
