Drop Gates at Building 229 and 231                                    3/8/2004

1.0. GENERAL

The Contractor shall provide all labor and material to demolish, construct, and provide all services outlined in this Scope of Work. The Contractor shall submit as-built drawings after the project is completed. The Contractor shall be responsible for technical accuracy, professional quality workmanship, and current Code compliance in all disciplines of Engineering,. 
2.0. SCOPE OF WORK

2.1. NEW CONSTRUCTION

2.1.1. Construct a new concrete island in the middle of the roadway (at building 229 and 231) that is atleast 15 feet long, and 15 inches high with 6 inches above road grade. The width of the island shall be based on the column required for the Card Reader. Contractor shall submit manufacturer’s specifications required to install  the Card Reader on the island, for Government approval. The island shall be rounded at each end with a 2 feet radius.

2.1.2. Install a Barrier Gate Magnetic Model MIB-40 on the side of the Roadway at the location indicated during the walk-thru. The Barrier Gate shall have two Booms, one for each Lane of the two-way access road. The Barrier Gate shall have the capability of automatic Raise in the event of power loss, at both buildings. The length of the Boom shall not exceed 11 feet. The ‘Entry’ section of the Roadway shall be controlled by an ‘Infinity B Access Reader and Controller’, with interface for modem access of Controller. The ‘Exit’ section of the Roadway shall be controlled by an Induction Loop as specified by manufacturer. Provide 300 ea. Proximity Cards.

2.1.3.  The Barrier Gate system shall be provided with Siren operated sensor to raise the Gate for Emergency Vehicles. Provide an external Reset Button to allow Barrier Arms to return to Normal.

2.1.4. The construction of the Barrier foundation shall be as shown below in the manufacturer specification sheet including the changes noted:

2.1.5. The installation and operation of induction Loops to detect presence of Vehicle shall be as specified by the manufacturer shown below:

2.3. ELECTRICAL POWER

2.3.1. The electrical power for the Barrier Gate at building 229 shall be from electrical panel KP-1 (located in the electrical room in the Basement of building 229), and from electrical panel LP-EM (located in basement of B231) for the Barrier Gate at building 231.

2.3.2. Install a new 20 A. Breaker in each panel for the Drop Gates. The breaker shall be the same type as existing breakers in the panel.

2.3.3. The wires from the Gate to each building shall be underground in PVC conduit encased in concrete to a depth of 42 inches. Provide steel rigid conduit (elbow and adaptor fittings) where it enters the building. The conduit run inside the building shall be rigid metal and installed at right angles.

3.0. MISCELLANEOUS. 

3.1. All exposed conduits, J-Boxes, and other related support items shall be painted to match existing  finish.

3.2. All wiring shall be copper, min. 12 AWG, THHN/THWN,  min. 600 volts. All above ceiling wiring shall be in conduit and sized according to National Electrical Code. All distribution equipment/devices shall be UL listed, conform to NEC2002, and the applicable standards of IEEE, ANSI, and N.E.M.A.
3.3. The conduits may be buried to 18-24 inches underground if appropriate fittings, cables are installed as an S-loop as recommended by NEC2002.
3.4. A Dig-permit shall be obtained from Facility Engineering befor any excavation is done on the premises.

3.5. Electrical service to and in the building shall be maintained at all times for all operations. Power disruption, if required shall be scheduled at least two weeks in advance. Comply with OSHA and all Safety regulations enforced at Detroit Arsenal.

3.6. Contractor shall submit a construction schedule and be willing to perform the work after business hours (6:30PM to 5:30AM) and weekends if the work interferes or disturbs other areas. Power shutdown shall be arranged two weeks in advance and coordinated with the Office of Facility Engineering and shall be scheduled only during weekends and/or holidays.

3.7. The demolition work shall be performed in a safe manner and minimize disturbance & disruption of the on-going use of the adjacent areas. Contractor shall provide dust partition (if needed) to prevent migration of dust to the adjacent areas.

3.8. The contractor shall coordinate the work with other trades and the Contracting officer/Facility Engineering Office of TACOM.

3.9. Contractor shall comply with all building codes,  OSHA, and Safety regulations enforced at Detroit Arsenal.

3.10. Contractor shall obtain necessary certifications and permits when welding/burning is involved at the worksite.

3.11. Contractor shall provide adequate copies of MSDS documents when any hazardous material is brought to the work site for storing or incorporation in the construction process. Comply with applicable regulations regarding VOC (volatile organic compound) contents of materials used.

3.12. Contractor shall be responsible for employing EPA mandated techniques, and appropriately certified personnel when Lead and/or Asbestos is encountered during the construction phase of this project. Contact Detroit Arsenal, Environmental Office for information. 

4.0. The work shall commence within 14 days after the Notice to proceed and completed within 45 calendar days or as negotiated with the contractor officer/Facility Engineering Office.

5.0. All work shall conform to the most current NFPA Fire Codes and Detroit Arsenal standards and requirements. Coordinate all work performed in this project with Fire Alarm Protection System installed in the area. Contractor is to supply and install new Fire Extinguishers in cabinets for area involved in scope of work.
