a.  After contract award, the Government may request, and the Contractor is encouraged to submit independently, technology improvements or changes to the Improved “Pintle Motion Base Simulator (PMBS)”.     - Itemized requirements of the contract which must be changed if the submission is adopted, and the proposed revision to the contract for each such technology insertion;
