Pursuant to:  FAR 52.243-7 Notification of Changes, TECOM message dated 11 Aug 04, TECOM message dated 13 Aug 04, TECOM letter dated 23 Aug 04, TECOM message dated 14 Sep 04, TECOM message dated 17 Sep 04 and related messages & conversations, this contract is hereby modified as shown below:

1. The period of performance for the Phase-In Period is hereby revised to 30 days at no change in CLIN 1000 (FY04) amount (other than rounding to nearest whole dollar, see below);  Sections C and F are revised accordingly.

2. The period of performance for the Base Period is hereby revised to four months with CLIN 2000 (FY04) amounts revised accordingly as described below;  Sectionc C and F are revised accordingly.  
3. Paragraph H.1.1 requirements for Contract Progress Meetings are clarified.
4. As a clarification, FAR 52.245-1 (Section I) is deleted.

Contractor shall furnish all labor, materials and equipment necessary to perform Base Operations Maintenance at the Detroit Tank Arsenal, Warren, MI (TACOM WRN) and the US Army Garrison, Selfridge at Selfridge Air National Guard Base, Mt Clemens, MI, (USAGS) in accordance with the terms and conditions of this contract and with BASOPS Performance Work Statements (PWSs) 1 through 4, which are attached hereto and titled as follows:

                PWS 2 -  Facility Engineering – Warren & USAG-Selfridge

                PWS 3 -  Family Housing

The five-month base contract period shall consist of a thirty-day (one-month) phase-in period, and a four-month base performance period with provisions for  exercise of four one-year options (see FAR 52.217-9, OPTION TO EXTEND THE TERM OF THE CONTRACT) and for lesser extensions of performance for up to six (6) months (see TACOM clause 52.200-4002, SHORT OPTION PERIOD).  

C.1  PHASE-IN (CLIN 1000):  In accordance with PWS 1, Paragraph 1.31, the Contractor’s Phase-in Plan and the terms and conditions of this contract, the Contractor shall prepare to assume full responsibility for all areas of operation covered by the Base Contract Period CLINs.  Phase-in costs shall be a one-time, non-recurring cost.  The length of the Phase-In period is set forth in Section F of this document. During this period, the Contractor will be provided temporary office space on site.

C.2.2  2000 series SUBCLINs (2000AA through 2004AD) are established to apportion the total prices for their respective CLINs by location (TACOM-Warren and USAG-S) and by funding source (OMA, AFH 1910 and AFH 1920).  Using the DFAS 37-100-XX series regulation as guidance (see also PWS 1, paragraph 1.49.1.1), the Contractor shall apportion the total CLIN  prices among these SUBCLINs.

*"Materials" as used for this series of CLINs means property that may be incorporated into or attached to a piece of Government property, personal or real, or that may be consumed or expended in performing this contract.  The term "Materials" includes assemblies, components, parts, raw and processed materials and supplies that may be consumed in normal use in performing this contract.  The term "Materials" excludes all tools and property of a capital nature (e.g., equipment, machine tools, furniture, vehicles, ADPE, and accessory and auxiliary items).  

Allocation of Costs:  The following are some specifics that will aid in determining which costs are allocable to  5000 series MATERIALS CLINs and which are allocable to other CLINs:

a.  If materials are required to perform the tasks called for by a PWS by virtue of the nature of those tasks, and the contractor has not elected to procure those materials through subcontracting for the performance of related task(s)/service(s), those supplies shall be obtained through the 5000 series "Materials" CLINs.  If the contractor has elected to procure the materials through subcontracting for the performance of the related task(s)/service(s), then to the extent they are reasonably segregable, the costs attributable to the particular materials in question shall be allocated to the Materials CLINs.
