Q22
In the case that a bidder wants to submit an alternate proposal (in addition to a baseline proposal) for a system configuration that is different than what is noted in the Solicitation, how is this best accomplished?  Should the alternate proposal be shown as an addendum to the baseline or submitted separately?

Note:  The Government requested clarification of the term “alternate” used in question Q22.  We asked if the term meant an alternate proposal that does not meet our existing Purchase Description requirements or if the term meant an alternate proposal that meets our existing Purchase Description requirements using an alternate approach.  

The response to our request for clarification is as follows:

The intent is to submit a proposal that “meets and/or exceeds” current requirements using an alternate approach

Complete “Alternate Proposals” are allowed.  However, such proposals are still required to meet the minimum Purchase Description requirements and must be accompanied by complete alternate technical proposals and the appropriate cost data for the alternate approach.
