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Military Occupational Specialties (MOS)

The following MOSs supports the current LAV-AT platform and it is recommended that the
same MOSs be referenced by the contractor in the logistics documentation for the Operation and
Maintenance of the AT Upgrade. However, if by analysis, the contractor believes that the
following MOSs do not have the specific skill set to operate or maintain the AT Upgrade, then
the contractor shall identify a MOS from the Military Occupational Specialties Manual dated 16
Apr 01 that meets the specific need for Operation or maintenance of the AT upgrade.

MOS 0313 Light Armored Crewman. The LAV crewman provides driving skills for all
mission role vehicles organic to the LAR battalion and gunnery skills for the coaxial 7.62
machine gun and the 25mm chaingun on the LAV-25. LAV crewmen are proficient in mobile
screening and reconnaissance techniques in support of the MAGTF.

MOS 2147 LAV Repairer/Technician. The LAV Repairer/Technician performs automotive
duties and tasks incident to inspection, maintenance, and repair of the LAV family of vehicles to
include LAV-AT turrets. This MOS includes responsibilities from the Organizational level
maintenance to the Intermediate level maintenance shop.

MOS 0352 Anti-tank Missileman. The antitank assault guided missileman is responsible for
the tactical employment of the TOW-2 heavy antitank weapon and vehicle system. They provide
antitank fire support for the LAR battalion, Marine Division, and the MAGTF. They are located
in the platoon of the LAR Company.

MOS 2171 Electro-Ordnance Repairer/Technician. The electro-optical ordnance repairer
performs electro-optical maintenance and repair to ground ordnance laser and night vision
devices, small missiles systems, and other fire control equipment. Duties also include performing
mechanical, mechanical-optical and electrical repairs to include inspecting, troubleshooting and
adjusting fire control instruments and systems.
