The statutory and regulatory provisions for this program are under 10 U.S.C 2474 and 10 U.S. C. 4544.  The Law allows Organic Base to:
·   Enter into long-term agreements for use of government personnel and equipment
·   Accept incremental funding for partnership work
·   Tailor rates based on actual experience and recent projections
