The US Army Tank-automotive and Armaments Command has a possible requirement for the following family of commercial or Non-developmental Item (NDI) vehicles to be exported to Southwest Asia for tactical military use, in support of a potential Foreign Military Sale (FMS) Case.  The following six variants are needed:  1) Personnel Transport/Command Vehicle, 2) Personnel Transport/Tactical Vehicle, 3) Cargo/Material Transport Vehicle, 4) Ambulance, 5) Maintenance Van, and 6) Light Reconnaissance Vehicle.  Potential total quantity of vehicle fleet: 1,500 to 6,000.  Maximum commonality between each type of vehicle will be a decisive part of the award selection.  Logistic support shall include a two-year warranty, maintenance, repair and spare parts in the country of destination, and will be required for the length of the contract.
The acquisition strategy has not yet been clearly defined.  Federal Acquisition Regulation Part 12 with supplemental information will be used.  Only one award will be made for all requirements in the solicitation, possibly under a two-year, Firm Fixed Price Indefinite Delivery/Indefinite Quantity type contract. 
Funds are currently not available for this program.  Target availability of funds is FY05 and FY06.

Required Capability for Family of Light Tactical Vehicles for Export to Southwest Asia

1. Overall Requirements

General requirements that pertain to entire fleet of vehicles:

· All Terrain, off-road capability (Mandatory: austere road conditions, dry riverbeds, deserts, high mountains)

· Capable of operation in extreme heat and cold (Mandatory: climatic temperature range in Afghanistan is +50 degrees Celsius to -50 degrees Celsius)

· Heavy-duty heating/air conditioning

· Diesel engine (Mandatory, only fuel available), aspirated engine desirable

· 24V-plug (Mandatory: communications equipment)

· Heavy duty suspension

· 4 Wheel Drive with differential locks, gear reduction desirable

· Manual Gear shift, manual window lift, flat window panes

· Drive train, engine, chassis common to all variants

· Ground Clearance 30 cm,

· All Terrain Tires

· Trailer towing package

· Range >500km on roads, >300km in off-road terrain

· High reliability

· Robust simple design, easily maintainable

· Diagnostic capability with prognostication preferred

· Weapons brackets for personal weapons

· Mounting for fuel “Jerry Can” (Five Gallon Can)

· Color:  desert tan

2. Variant Special Requirements

a. Personnel Transport/Command Vehicle

· Mounting and 24V electrical connection for communications equipment (two radios; radios are not required)

· Transport of 4 to 6 fully equipped and armed soldiers (including driver)

b. Personnel Transport/Tactical Vehicle

· Storage for 2 oxygen tanks (not included with vehicle) in the patient care compartment

· Enough space in patient compartment area for standard ambulance medical equipment set (medical equipment not included with vehicle)

· Heavy duty battery

· Mounting and 24V electrical connection for communications equipment (one radio, radio is not included)
