The contractor enpl oyees acconpanying the force are not authorized to wear nilitary uniform except for specific itenms required for
safety and security. The Conbatant Commander, subordinate Joint Force Commander (JFC), or Arny Force (ARFOR) Conmander mmy require that
contractor enployees be issued and be prepared to wear Organizational Cothing and I|ndividual Equiprment (OCIE), to include Chemcal,

Bi ol ogi cal , and Radi ol ogi cal El enent (CBRE) and Hi gh-Yield Expl osi ve defensive equi pnent, necessary to ensure contractor personnel
safety and security. The contractor enployees shall sign for all issued OClE to acknow edge recei pt and acceptance of responsibility for
the proper maintenance and accountability of the OCIE. The contractor enployees shall return all issued OCIE to the Governnent at the
pl ace of issue unless directed otherwise by the Contracting Oficer. The Contracting Officer will require the contractor to reinburse
the Governnent for OCIE | ost, stolen, or damaged due to contractor negligence or m sconduct.

(1) Verbal Exanples include telling sexual jokes; using sexually explicit profanity, threats, sexually oriented cadences, or sexual
comments; whistling in a sexually suggestive manner; and describing certain attributes of ones physical appearance in a sexual manner.

Because
nost Conputer System Anal ysts and Conputer Programmers who are conpensated at a rate
not | ess than $27.63 (or on a salary or fee basis at a rate not |ess than $455 per
week) an hour would likely qualify as exenpt conputer professionals, (29 C F.R 541.
400) wage rates may not be listed on this wage determination for all occupations
within those job famlies. |In addition, because this wage determ nati on may not

list a wage rate for sonme or all occupations within those job famlies if the survey
data indicates that the prevailing wage rate for the occupati on equals or exceeds
$27. 63 per hour conformances nay be necessary for certain nonexenpt enployees. For
exanple, if an individual enployee is nonexenpt but neverthel ess perforns duties
within the scope of one of the Conputer Systens Anal yst or Conputer Programmer
occupations for which this wage determi nation does not specify an SCA wage rate,
then the wage rate for that enployee nust be confornmed in accordance with the
conformance procedures described in the conformance note included on this wage

Addi tionally, because job titles vary wi dely and change quickly in the conputer
industry, job titles are not determ native of the application of the conputer
prof essi onal exenption. Therefore, the exenption applies only to conputer enployees
who satisfy the conpensation requirenents and whose prinary duty consists of:

(1) The application of systems anal ysis techniques and procedures, including
consulting with users, to deternmine hardware, software or system functional
speci ficati ons;

(2) The design, devel opnent, docunentation, analysis, creation, testing or
nodi fication of conputer systens or prograns, including prototypes, based on and
related to user or system design specifications;
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(3) The design, docunentation, testing, creation or nodification of conputer
prograns related to machi ne operating systens; or

(4) A conbination of the aforenentioned duties, the performance of which
requires the sanme level of skills. (29 C. F.R 541.400).

2) AR TRAFFI C CONTROLLERS AND WEATHER OBSERVERS - N GHT PAY & SUNDAY PAY: [|f you
work at night as part of a regular tour of duty, you will earn a night differential
and receive an additional 10% of basic pay for any hours worked between 6pm and 6am
If you are a full-tinme enployed (40 hours a week) and Sunday is part of your

regul arly schedul ed wor kweek, you are paid at your rate of basic pay plus a Sunday
prem um of 25% of your basic rate for each hour of Sunday work which is not overtine
(i.e. occasional work on Sunday outside the normal tour of duty is considered
overtime work).

HAZARDOUS PAY DI FFERENTI AL: An 8 percent differential is applicable to enpl oyees
enployed in a position that represents a high degree of hazard when working with or
in close proximty to ordinance, explosives, and incendiary materials. This
includes work such as screening, blending, dying, mxing, and pressing of sensitive
ordance, explosives, and pyrotechnic conpositions such as | ead azide, black powder
and phot of | ash powder. All dry-house activities involving propellants or explosives.

Demlitarization, nodification, renovation, denplition, and nmai ntenance operations
on sensitive ordnance, explosives and incendiary materials. Al operations
involving regrading and cleaning of artillery ranges.

A 4 percent differential is applicable to enployees enployed in a position that
represents a | ow degree of hazard when working with, or in close proximty to
ordance, (or enpl oyees possibly adjacent to) explosives and incendiary materials

whi ch involves potential injury such as |laceration of hands, face, or arns of the
enpl oyee engaged in the operation, irritation of the skin, mnor burns and the
like; mnimal damage to inmediate or adjacent work area or equi prent being used.

Al'l operations involving, unloading, storage, and hauling of ordance, explosive, and
incendiary ordnance material other than small arms ammunition. These differentials
are only applicable to work that has been specifically designated by the agency for
ordance, explosives, and incendiary material differential pay.

** UN FORM ALLOWANCE **

If enployees are required to wear uniforns in the performance of this contract
(either by the ternms of the Government contract, by the enployer, by the state or
local law, etc.), the cost of furnishing such unifornms and maintaining (by
laundering or dry cleaning) such uniforms is an expense that may not be borne by an
enpl oyee where such cost reduces the hourly rate bel ow that required by the wage
determ nation. The Departnent of Labor will accept paynent in accordance with the
foll owi ng standards as conpli ance:

The contractor or subcontractor is required to furnish all enployees with an
adequat e nunber of uniforms w thout cost or to rei nburse enployees for the actual
cost of the uniforms. |In addition, where uniformcleaning and mai ntenance is nmade
the responsibility of the enployee, all contractors and subcontractors subject to
this wage determi nation shall (in the absence of a bona fide collective bargaining
agreenent providing for a different anpunt, or the furnishing of contrary
affirmative proof as to the actual cost), reinburse all enployees for such cleaning
and mai ntenance at a rate of $3.35 per week (or $.67 cents per day). However, in
those instances where the uniforns furnished are made of "wash and wear"

materials, may be routinely washed and dried with other personal garnents, and do
not require any special treatment such as dry cleaning, daily washing, or commercial
laundering in order to neet the cleanliness or appearance standards set by the terns
of the Governnment contract, by the contractor, by law, or by the nature of the work,
there is no requirenment that enpl oyees be reinbursed for uniform mai ntenance costs.

REQUEST FOR AUTHORI ZATI ON OF ADDI TI ONAL CLASSI FI CATI ON AND WAGE RATE {Standard Form
1444 (SF 1444)}

Conf or mance Process:

The contracting officer shall require that any class of service enployee which is
not listed herein and which is to be enployed under the contract (i.e., the work to
be performed is not performed by any classification listed in the wage

determ nation), be classified by the contractor so as to provide a reasonable
relationship (i.e., appropriate level of skill conparison) between such unlisted
classifications and the classifications listed in the wage determ nation. Such
confornmed cl asses of enpl oyees shall be paid the nonetary wages and furnished the
fringe benefits as are determ ned. Such conforning process shall be initiated by
the contractor prior to the performance of contract work by such unlisted class(es)
of enployees. The conforned classification, wage rate, and/or fringe benefits shall
be retroactive to the commencenent date of the contract. {See Section 4.6 (C)(vi)}
When nul tiple wage determnations are included in a contract, a separate SF 1444
shoul d be prepared for each wage determ nation to which a class(es) is to be
conf or ned.

The process for preparing a conformance request is as follows:

1) When preparing the bid, the contractor identifies the need for a conforned
occupation(s) and conputes a proposed rate(s).

2) After contract award, the contractor prepares a witten report listing in order
proposed classification title(s), a Federal grade equival ency (FGE) for each
proposed classification(s), job description(s), and rationale for proposed wage
rate(s), including information regarding the agreenment or di sagreenent of the

aut hori zed representative of the enployees involved, or where there is no authorized
representative, the enployees thenselves. This report should be submtted to the
contracting officer no later than 30 days after such unlisted class(es) of enployees
perfornms any contract work.

3) The contracting officer reviews the proposed action and pronptly submits a report
of the action, together with the agency's recomendati ons and pertinent

information including the position of the contractor and the enpl oyees, to the Wage
and Hour Division, Enploynent Standards Administration, U S. Departnent of Labor,
for review (See section 4.6(b)(2) of Regulations 29 CFR Part 4).

4) Wthin 30 days of receipt, the Wage and Hour Division approves, nodifies, or
di sapproves the action via transmttal to the agency contracting officer, or
notifies the contracting officer that additional time will be required to process
the request.

5) The contracting officer transmts the Wage and Hour decision to the contractor.
6) The contractor informs the affected enpl oyees.
Information required by the Regul ati ons nust be submitted on SF 1444 or bond paper.

When preparing a conformance request, the "Service Contract Act Directory of
Cccupations” (the Directory) should be used to conpare job definitions to insure
that duties requested are not performed by a classification already listed in the
wage determ nation. Renenber, it is not the job title, but the required tasks that
determ ne whether a class is included in an established wage determ nation.

Conf ormances may not be used to artificially split, conbine, or subdivide
classifications listed in the wage determ nation.
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
