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SECTION C - DESCRIPTION/SPECIFICATIONS/WORK STATEMENT

C-1  GENERAL SCOPE OF WORK     _____________________

C-1.1 This statement of work (SOW) defines the effort required for production of the Maneuverable Canopy (MC-6) Personnel Parachute

System.

C-1.2 Contractor shall manufacture, test, and inspect the items in accordance with the MC-6 Technical Data Package (TDP), associated

drawings, patterns, specifications, and standards.

C-1.3 Some of the drawings contain Specifically Negotiated Data Rights. Therefore, an approval of a Non-Disclosure Agreement (NDA),

located in Section J, Attachment 0005, is REQUIRED before the TDP for this solicitation can be viewed. Please refer to clause 52.227-

7001 in Section L for further instruction.

C-1.4 The Department of Defense (DoD) ASSIST/ON LINE database located at www.dsp.dla.mil shall be used to determine the revision levels

of the military specifications/standards used in the solicitation. The revision level used shall be determined by the date of the

revision level at the time of issuance of the Contract.

C-2   BACKGROUND      __________

The MC-6 personnel parachute systems are used by airborne and special operations forces for insertion into their areas of operation.

The parachute provides for a slower, controlled descending parachute to reduce landing injuries and increase combat effectiveness.

The MC-6 personnel parachute system is a maneuverable main parachute canopy that interfaces with a harness and reserve.  The components

of the MC-6 are described as follows:

Main Parachute.  The MC-6 static line deployed maneuverable main parachute serves as the functional component used to safely deliver the

paratrooper to the ground during combat and training airborne operations.  It consists of a deployment bag, static line, canopy with

suspension lines, and risers for connection of the canopy to the troop harness.

Reserve Parachute.  The T-11R parachute is intended for emergency use during airborne operations in the event of a main parachute

malfunction.  It contains a pilot chute, spring, canopy with suspension lines, risers, snap hooks for connection to the troop harness,

and an activation handle.

Troop Harness.  The harness interfaces between the parachutist, the main and reserve parachute canopies, and the jumper's equipment.

The harness is worn by the parachutist, and interfaces with the main, reserve, and all current weapons and equipment containers.

To facilitate the material certification compliance review, a 6 inch narrow fabric sample and a 6x6 inch broad fabric sample shall be

sent in with each certification in addition to additional material requested for laboratory testing. Hardware samples are not required

with certificates unless specifically requested. The samples must be taken from the corresponding lot of goods represented on the

certification, and the sampling must be overseen by DCMA. These samples will be retained on file or destructively tested; therefore, the

samples will not be returned to the manufacturer.

Problems identified with the certifications or samples will be handled on a case by case basis. Depending on the severity of the

problem, a larger textile sample or hardware sample may be required.

It is expected that these certifications will have gone through and passed normal internal quality inspection and acceptance criteria.

As such, this effort will not serve as an approval process, and should not hold up production. Material lots for certificates under

review may be used before the evaluation is complete. Monthly reviews will be provided to the contractor within 90 days of receipt.
