I. Demil| and Trade Security Controls (TSCs) Summary:

A. This procurenent action has a dem| and/or TSC consideration requirenment. The dem | and trade security control provisions in this
solicitation inplement the policy and requirenents of the Arms Export Control Act, 22 United States Code (U.S.C ), Section 2778, the
International Traffic in Arns Regul ations (I TAR) at 22 Code of Federal Regul ations (CFR), Parts 120-130, the Export Adm nistration
Regul ations (EAR), at 15 CFR 730-774 and the Export Administration Act. Regulatory requirenents and gui dance are contained in Federal
Acqui sition Regulation (FAR) 45.6, Reporting, Redistribution, and Disposal of Contractor Inventory and Defense Federal Acquisition
Regul ati on Suppl enent (DFARS) 245.604, Restrictions on Purchase or Retention of Contractor Inventory.

B. Denmi|l and TSC policy is pronul gated via Departnment of Defense (DoD) regulations and in the establishment of contract requirenents.
Accordingly, the Governnments right to require denilitarization under this clause is a contractual right, subject to the authority and
di scretion of the Procuring Contracting Officer (PCO. Therefore the PCO nay or may not forward Contractor denmilitarization waiver
request to the DoD Demilitarization Program Manager for review and approval, even when there is certifiable Contractors conpliance with
all existing TSC regul ations.

Bidders/offerors proposed prices under this solicitation and any resulting contract shoul d
include any and all cost(s) to conply with this clause and the Governnents deni| and TSC requirenents.

F. In general, the deni| requirenents nust be net upon conpletion of the contract. For indefinite delivery contracts as defined by FAR
16.501-2, dem | requirements nmust be net upon the expiration of the potential contractual performance period as described in section A
of the contract and/or in section B (the schedule) of the contract; or upon contract termnation if the contract is termnated earlier.
Contractor(s) awarded a contract with dem | requirements shall be responsible for maintaining an inventory system capabl e of recording,
saf eguarding and tracking all material, work in process, conponents associated or related to the performance of the contract for the
purpose (not intended to be exclusive) of enabling the Contractor to fulfill its dem | obligations under this clause. The Contractor
will provide a copy of demil|l certificates to the PCOw thin 30 days for inclusion in the contract file.

G Paragraph VIII. c. of this clause applies to the dem | of excess U S. Governnent furnished equi pment (GFE)/technical data provided
to a Contractor in support of this contract; see excess GFE definition Il. b. below If the Contractor is not using GFE in performance
of this contract, disregard this paragraph.

H. The Contractor agrees that dem | perforned under this contract will be conducted in accordance with this clause or DoDM 4160. 28- M

I'l. Definitions:

A. Contract excess property is property of the type covered by this contract for which the contractor does not claimpaynment or has
been deni ed paynment and all GFE not returned to the Government upon conpletion of the contract. This includes, but is not limted to,
rejects and overruns. Contract excess property (whether title to the property is in the Government or not) includes conpleted or
partially conpleted parts, conponents, subassenblies, assenblies, end itens, special tools and test equiprent, and all associ ated
technical manuals, technical data, packaging and |abeling. Contract excess property shall be controlled and final disposition deterni ned
by assigned denmi| code unless waived by the DoD Demi| PM

B. Excess GFE is equipnent/technical data provided by the U S. Governnent to the Contractor that the Contractor no |onger needs to
satisfy the contracts requirenents, which the Governnent does not want returned during or at the conpletion of the contract.

C. Demlitarization is the act of destroying the mlitary offensive and defensive characteristics inherent in certain types of
equi prent and naterial to the degree necessary to preclude its restoration to a usable condition.\~The termincludes nutilation, dunping
at sea, cutting, crushing, shredding, nelting, burning or alteration designed to prevent the further use of this equiprment and naterial
for its originally intended mlitary purpose.

D. Scrap is material that has no value except for its basic naterial content.

E. Muinitions list item(MI) is any itemcontained in the U. S. Minitions List, 22 CFR 120-130.

F. Commerce control list item (CCLI) is a nulti-use (mlitary, commercial and other strategic use) itemunder the jurisdiction of the
Bureau of Export Administration, U S. Department of Conmerce, through the Export Admi nistration Regul ations, 15 CFR 730-774. The types
of items on the CCL nay be commodities (i. e., equiprment, materials, electronics), software, or a particular technol ogy.

G Trade security control (TSC) is control procedures designed to preclude the sale or shipnent of Munitions List or Commerce Control
List items to any entity whose interests are ininmcal to those of the United States. These controls are also applicable to such other

sel ected entities as may be designated by the Deputy Under Secretary of Defense (Trade Security Policy).

H. Commercial type property is material, equipnment, software, or technology not generally considered to be unique and peculiar to DoD
and possessing commercial marketability.
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I. Significant military equipnent (SME) is nmaterial for which special export controls are warranted because of their capacity for
substantial mlitary utility or capability. Itens designated as SME require worldwi de demi| as prescribed in DoDM 4160.28-M V1, V3 and
V3, Demi | WManual .

J. Amunition, explosives, and dangerous articles (AEDA) is any substance that by its conposition and chenmical characteristics, alone
or when conbined with another substance, is or beconmes an explosive or propellant or is hazardous or dangerous to personnel, aninal or
plant-life, structures, equipnment or the environment as a result of blast, fire, fragment, radiological or toxic effects. AEDA is not a
criterion for dem|. AEDA itens not on the Minitions List would be coded A or Q

111, Applicability:

This solicitation/contract is for the production of MlIs or CCLIs and contract excess may require denmi|l and TSCs. This clause is
applicable to prime and Subcontractors.

witing by the PCO Both shall actually witness the dem|; and both shall sign and date the DA Form 7579 avail abl e at
http://ww. apd.arnmy. ml/.

VI. Demil|l Wiivers:

A. The Contractor may request a denmil waiver for contractual requirenents. However, any waiver nust be predicated upon disposition of
material in a manner that is consistent with the guidelines and intent of applicable dem| and TSC |l aws and regulations. Al requests
for dem | waivers nust be submitted in witing through the PCO and the Arnys Denmil PMto the DoD Denmi| PM Wiiver request nust be
approved prior to Contractor disposition of any contract excess property and prior to the release of final WAW subnittal for paynent.
Al'l waiver requests nust specify the itenms, quantity, proposed disposition of the material, and any additional terms. If witten
approval of the request for a demi| waiver is not granted within 45 days of submission, the dem | request shall be deenmed di sapproved.
The Contractor is not entitled to dem| waiver. Contact the PCO for additional specific guidance.

B. When a demi| waiver is approved, all packaging and Governnent property containing non-renovabl e markings shall have these narkings
permanently obliterated before any non-demilitarized disposition.

VI1. Disputes - any disputes concerning this clause shall be addressed in accordance with the Disputes clause in this
solicitation/contract.

B. The Contractors denilitarization requirenent:

1. The Contractors denmilitarization requirenment is based on the denmilitarization code (A, B, C D, E, F, G Por Q assigned to
the property and its corresponding definition.

2. Match the demlitarization code with its definition. Denilitarize excess property in accordance with the denilitarization code
definition.
Note: If an NSN has NOT been assigned to the property in question, the demlitarization code for the property is not in this database.
Contact the PCO for the demlitarization requirements for property if the demlitarization code could not be identified in this
dat abase.

4. Contractors and other persons nust obtain the pernission of the PCO prior to any subsequent disposition or sale. Any
subsequent disposition or sale will be acconplished in accordance with DoDM 4160.28-M V1, V2 and V3, Denmi| Manual.

Option 3:
The Contractor returns excess GFE to the Governnment's control for disposal and the Governnent ensures adequate disposal occurs
per DoDM 4160. 28-M V1, V2 and V3, Dem| Manual.
