1.  Reference C.1.2, which states in part "The Light Cargo (M1101)and the Heavy Cargo (M1102) Trailers have identical configurations with the exception of the data plates.".  There are apparent differences in the TDP's for the two trailers.  Will you please verify the referenced statement and stipulate which of the two TDP's is the correct one to use in case of conflicts?

Response:  The government has reviewed the M1101 and M1102 TDPs.  Both are correct to use.  We have not found any differences other than those addressed below.  


On M1102 cargo trailer, TDP 12450003:



(1) Disregard drawing 12447101, bracket front bumper.  This is a HMMWV part for M998.



(2) Include (use) all Taillight drawings below from the M1101, TDP 12450002 on the M1102 cargo trailer:

Offerors are reminded to refer to the LTT Images file for ECPs.  For example, reference Shipping Data Plates and Identification Data Plates:  The M1102 (TDP 12450003) should use 12449617 for the shipping plate and 12449611 for the identification plate.  The M1101 (TDP 12450002) should use 12449617 for the shipping plate and 12449615 for the identification plate.  


All other differences between the two TDPS, 12450003 and 1245002, are Soft Top and Bows (ST&Bs)parts. These parts apply to both trailers, however, they are provided for reference only. Offerors are reminded not to include ST&Bs kits/parts in their cost proposals.  The following parts are ST&Bs parts (DO NOT INCLUDE IN BID):

It may be instructive to note that with the exception of the Shipping Data Plate and the Identification Data Plate, the M1101 cargo trailer and the M1102 cargo trailer are exactly the same:  They are the same size and shape (same dimensions); same vehicle curb weight (empty weight of trailer); same look; same cargo box; same frame, same axle and suspension; same wheels, tires & run flat; same lights system; same brake system; same tongue & draw bar; same brake actuator; and they have the same fasteners.  It should also be instructive to note that with the exception of some frame differences because a cargo box is not included and there is a need to mount lights differently, the following items are the same on both cargo trailers and the Chassis Trailer:   same axle and suspension; same wheels, tires & run flat; same lights system; same brake system; same tongue & draw bar; same brake actuator; and they have the same fasteners.


If a contractor is aware of any other difference(s) within the TDPs, please provide the specific reference(s) to the government for review.

4.  I have a question on P/N 13230E6577 that is part of the TQG Integration Kits. What is the material thickness of the angle? Drawing does not show material thickness.

  ANSWER:   The material thickness of the angle is .250. 
5.  Does the axle part number 12449604 have a military spec number and what is the weight rating?
ANSWER:  No, the axle is not governed by Mil Spec.  It is governed by detailed drawings, 12449604 and 12449380.  Reference weight of axle see 12449380, note 7. Total Weight of axle shall not exceed 300 lbs. Reference weight rating see 12449380, note 16. Axle shall be suitable for off road use at 4200 lbs GVW.
