VAN, 8 PASSENGER

THE VEHICLE SHALL BE PROVIDED WITH ALL NEW PARTS, THE MANUFACTURER’S STANDARD EQUIPMENT AND THE FOLLOWING MINIMUM EQUIPMENT AND OPTIONS:

1. CONFIGURATION:
1.1. The vehicle shall be a 4x2 standard or extended-length passenger van. 
1.2. The vehicle shall be capable of transporting the driver and 7 passengers, as well as cargo and equipment.
1.3. The vehicle shall be a 2013 model year or later with no more than 100 miles (161 km) on the odometer.
1.4. Any vehicle offered shall have a dealership presence in Barbados capable of performing warranty and maintenance work.
	
2. EQUIPMENT:
2.1. The vehicle shall be provided with all of the manufacturer’s standard equipment.
2.2. The vehicle shall be provided with tire changing tools and lifting jack. 
2.3. An ABC type fire extinguisher, minimum 2.5 pound (1 kg) capacity, with mounting bracket shall be provided.
2.4. The vehicle shall be provided with a basic safety pack including at least a first aid kit, three triangles, and tow rope.
2.5. The vehicle shall be provided with a portable 12 volt air compressor kit including a pump, hose, and fittings.
2.6. The vehicle shall be provided with storage for the basic safety pack and 12 volt air compressor kit.
2.7. Language requirements:
2.7.1. All control panels, instruction diagrams and warning labels shall be written in English or in universal symbols, and shall be permanently affixed to the vehicle.
2.7.2. Fuel filler cap or area near the cap shall be labeled, with the type of fuel compatible with the vehicle, written in English or in universal symbols. 
2.7.3. Vehicle manual(s) shall be provided, written in English. 
	
3. RATINGS:	
3.1. Vehicle ratings shall be the manufacturer’s published ratings at the time of the offer.
3.2. All individual components, including engine, transmission, driveline, axles, suspension and tires shall be rated at or above the Gross Vehicle Weight (GVW).

4. ENGINE:	
4.1. The vehicle shall be provided with a gasoline engine capable of performing on unleaded gasoline available in Barbados.

5. CHASSIS/DRIVELINE:
5.1. A 4x2 driveline shall be provided.

6. TRANSMISSION:
6.1. The vehicle shall be provided with an automatic transmission.

7. STEERING:
7.1. The vehicle shall be right-hand drive and provided with power steering.

8. TIRES:
8.1. The vehicle shall be provided with tubeless, radial tires with all season tread.
8.2. A spare tire shall be provided.

9. ELECTRICAL SYSTEM:
9.1. The vehicle shall be provided with a 12 volt electrical system for vehicle operation.
9.2. A 12 volt 20 amp circuit shall be provided in the cab for communications equipment. 

10. COLOR: 
10.1. The exterior color of the vehicle shall be white. 

11. BODY/INTERIOR:
11.1. Seating in front shall be provided for the driver and one passenger.  
11.2. Seatbelts shall be provided for all occupants.  
11.3. The vehicle shall have two doors on the driver side, two doors on the passenger side, and a rear door or hatch.
11.4. The vehicle interior shall be gray, including the cloth seats.
11.5. The vehicle shall be provided with tinted windows.
11.6. The vehicle shall be provided with a roof luggage rack.
11.7. An air conditioning system shall be provided, capable of cooling the interior of the vehicle in a tropical environment.
11.8. The undercarriage and body of the vehicle shall be provided with corrosion protection.

12. RADIO FREQUENCY IDENTIFICATION (RFID) TAGS 
12.1. Each vehicle or item and associated lot of spares shall be tagged with a removable active RFID data rich tracking tag, specifically designated as either:
12.1.1.  Identec I-Q310 DRT 
12.1.2.  Savi ST-654-031
12.1.3.  Evigia EV3-DRT
12.2. The active RFID tag shall have at least 128 Kbytes of memory.
12.3. The active RFID tag shall be compliant with ISO 18000/7 standards.
12.4. The tag shall be located on the exterior front of the vehicle and for the spares the tag shall be located on the pallet or container.  
12.5. The tag shall be securely affixed to the vehicle or item and associated lot of spares with two or more plastic cable ties. 
12.6. The tag data and electronic data field format shall be in accordance with specifications established by Joint Total Asset Visibility (JTAV) version 2.0, section 3.4.1 “Commodity Item Database Format”  with the following clarifications:
12.6.1. The “document field” titled “DOCUMENT” shall be the document number (e.g.    “milstrip”) as specified by the Government procuring agency. 
12.6.2.  The “MISC1” field shall be the item serial number, if available. 
12.6.3.  The “MISC2” field shall be used for user comments (e.g. contract number).
