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TOYOTA LAND CRUISER PICKUP TRUCK
THE TRUCK SHALL BE PROVIDED WITH ALL NEW PARTS, THE MANUFACTURER’S STANDARD EQUIPMENT, AND THE FOLLOWING MINIMUM EQUIPMENT AND CAPABILITIES:

1. CONFIGURATION
1.1. The vehicle shall be a Toyota Land Cruiser HZJ79 4x4 pickup truck.
1.2. The vehicle shall be a 2012 model year or later.

2. SAFETY
2.1. The vehicle shall meet Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards (FMVSS) or Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC) standards or vehicle safety standards set forth by Economic Commission for Europe (ECE), European Economic Community (EEC), Australian Design Rules (ADR), or the Japanese Industrial Standards (JIS).

3. STANDARD EQUIPMENT
3.1. The vehicle shall be provided with a light package including at least headlights, fog lights, turn signals, taillights, interior dome light, backup lights, and brake lights.

3.2. The vehicle shall be provided with a windshield wiping and washing system.

3.3. The vehicle shall be provided with exterior rearview mirrors.

3.4. Door locks and ignition shall be identically keyed for all vehicles.  A minimum of two keys shall be provided with every vehicle.

3.5. The vehicle shall be provided with a storage area with tire changing tools and lifting jack. 

3.6. An ABC type fire extinguisher, minimum 2.2 pound (1.0 kg) capacity, with mounting bracket shall be provided.

3.7. The vehicle shall be provided with a basic safety pack to include at least a first aid kit, three triangles, and tow rope.

3.8. The vehicle shall be provided with a portable 12 volt air compressor kit to include pump, hose, and fittings.

3.9. The vehicle shall be provided with storage to secure the basic safety pack and portable 12 volt air compressor kit.

3.10. Front and rear tow hooks shall be provided for vehicle recovery.

3.11. Front and rear anti-sail mud flaps shall be provided.

3.12. Vehicle shall be provided with a rear mounted pintle.

3.12.1. Pintle shall be compatible with trailer drawbar eye dimensions of 2.0 to 3.0 inches (50.8 to 76.2 mm) loop I.D. and 1.25 to 1.62 inches (31.8 to 41.1 mm) loop cross-section diameter.  

3.13. The vehicle shall have heavy duty side bars/side steps.

3.14. Heavy duty skid plate(s) covering the engine at a minimum shall be provided.

3.15. The vehicle shall be provided with a brush guard or bull bar.

3.16. The vehicle shall be provided with either two 23.8 gallon (90 liter) fuel tanks or one 39.6 gallon (150 liter) fuel tank.

3.17. Front mounted heavy duty 9000 lb (4082 kg) first line pull electric winch for self recovery shall be provided.

3.17.1. A roller fairlead and a minimum of 90 feet (27.4 m) of wire rope with a safety factor of 50% above maximum line pull capacity shall be provided with the winch.

3.17.2. Remote control shall be provided.

3.18. Vehicle language requirements: 

3.18.1. All instructions, diagrams, and warning labels shall be in both French and English, or in universal symbols, and shall be permanently affixed to the vehicle.  

3.18.2. Fuel filler cap or area near the cap shall be labeled with the type of fuel compatible with the vehicle in both French and English or in universal symbols. 

3.18.3. A manual(s) shall be provided with every vehicle and written in French and English.

3.18.3.1. All manual(s) provided shall have an amendment stating the ability to operate on high sulfur content diesel fuel (5,000 ppm or ½ %).

4. RATINGS
4.1. Vehicle ratings shall be the manufacturer’s published ratings at the time of the offer.

4.2. Component ratings shall not exceed the manufacturer’s published ratings, and shall not be raised to meet requirements.

4.3. All individual components, including engine, transmission, driveline, frame, brakes, axles, suspension and tires shall be rated at or above the Gross Vehicle Weight (GVW).
5. WEIGHTS AND DIMENSIONS
5.1. Vehicle wheelbase shall be at least 120 inches (3050 mm).

6. ENGINE
6.1. The vehicle shall have a 4.2 liter 6 cylinder diesel engine.

6.2. An air cleaner snorkel system shall be provided for deep-water fording.

6.3. The engine shall be capable of performing as specified herein on high sulfur content diesel fuel (5,000 ppm or ½ %).

6.4. Maintenance and service schedules for the vehicle while operating on high sulfur content diesel fuel (5,000 ppm or ½ %) shall be provided and also included in the operator’s manual.

6.5. Engine shall be provided with the heaviest duty available cooling and air filtration system designed for very hot (+130°F or +54°C), dusty environments.

7. CHASSIS/DRIVELINE/AxLEs/SUSPENSION
7.1. The driveline shall be the same for all vehicles.

7.2. The heaviest-duty available springs, shocks, and axles shall be provided, and the suspension shall be designed for off-road performance and unimproved roads.
7.3. The rear differential shall be limited slip or lockable, and shall be the same for all vehicles.

8. TRANSMISSION
8.1. The vehicle shall be provided with a manual transmission.
8.2. A driver-selectable transfer case shall be provided.

9. Steering
9.1. The vehicle shall be left-hand drive.
9.2. The vehicle shall be provided with power steering.

10. BRAKES
10.1. The vehicle shall be provided with a service brake system with a parking brake.

11. WHEEL ASSEMBLY (TIRE AND WHEEL)
11.1. The vehicle shall be provided with Yokohama 7.50R16 08YS402 (Y402B), Michelin XS 7.50R16 or equivalent sand tires.

11.2. The vehicle shall be provided with a full-size spare wheel assembly with holder.  The location of the spare wheel assembly shall not interfere with normal vehicle operation. 

11.3. All tires shall be of the same size, load rating and tread design, and all wheel assemblies shall be interchangeable, including the spare wheel assembly.

12. ELECTRICAL SYSTEM
12.1. A 12 volt electrical system shall be provided.
12.2. The vehicle shall be provided with the largest available OEM alternator.
12.3. The vehicle shall be provided with two minimum 70 amp hour heavy-duty maintenance free batteries.
12.4. A battery isolator shall be provided.
12.5. A switch on the dash shall be provided to alternate between batteries.
12.6.   A 12 volt, 20 amp circuit shall be provided in the vehicle for communications equipment. 

12.7. The vehicle shall be provided with an SAE J560 7 pin, 12-volt electrical hook-up for trailers.

12.8. The vehicle shall be provided with an electric trailer brake controller.

13. COLOR
13.1. The exterior color of the vehicle shall be tan.
14. Performance
14.1. The vehicle shall be capable of being stored, started, and operated in temperatures ranging from +10° to +130°F (-12° to +54°C).

14.2. The vehicle shall be capable of operating 25% of mission on paved roads, 25% on unpaved roads and 50% off road.

14.3. The vehicle shall be capable at GVW of:

14.3.1. Maintaining a minimum speed of 65 mph (105 kph) on a level highway.

14.3.2. Braking to a complete stop within 35 feet (10.67 m) from 20 mph (32 kph).

14.4. The parking brake shall hold the vehicle at GVW on a 20% longitudinal slope.

14.5. The vehicle shall be capable of water fording to a minimum of 36 inches (914 mm).

14.6. The vehicle shall be able to operate on a 20% lateral (side) slope at GVW.

14.7. The vehicle shall be capable of ascending and descending a 40% longitudinal slope. 
15. Cab
15.1. The cab shall be provided with two doors and shall accommodate a driver and two passengers.

15.2. The cab shall be provided with seatbelts for all cab occupants.

15.3. The cab shall be equipped with the manufacturer’s heaviest duty air conditioning and heating and defrosting systems. The air conditioning shall be capable of cooling the interior of the vehicle in a very hot (+130 °F or +54°C), dusty environment.
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
