Questions and Answers for the Urban Operation Platoon Set W56HZV-13-R-0060

Q1: 3.16.15.1 Concerning the cable cover, in the text it says there is one though in the tables (includes attachment 3) it shows quantity two. Qty per set to be bid is 1?
A1: Table 4, item 3.16.15.1 in the DFP has been adjusted to reflect a quantity of 1 via Amendment 0001.
 
 Q2: 3.16.15 The FSC for the leather cable cover is listed as FSC 84 and the leather gloves FSC is listed as 34.  Should the gloves be changed to 84? Also, we are of the understanding that both items are to be Berry, right? 

A2: 3.16.15 The FSC for the gloves has been changed to 84 via Amendment 0001. Berry Amendment applies to FSC code 51 & 52. Reference DFARS PGI 225.7002-1(b)

Q3: 3.16.16.3 The FSC for the welding apron is FSC 42 Should it be 83 or 84? 
 
A3:  3.16.16.3 The FSC for the welding apron has been changed to 84 via Amendment 0001.
Q4: On page 78 of the solicitation, para L3.1.2 SubFactor 2, Tool Layout.  It states that the offeror will submit an actual diagram or visual representation documenting the tool chest layout with marking, and organizing lines to meet the configuration listed in paragraph 3.15.5 and Table 4 of the DFP. Are we correct in assuming that in order to complete this requirement we must have the materials and all tool chests on hand in order to provide this information to you? 
A4:  Per para L3.1.2 SubFactor 2, the documentation must show how the offeror meets the layout/organizing requirement.   Acceptable types of documentation include line drawings, 3D renderings, pictures (of the actual set), etc.  An actual set isn't due until the PVT after contract award.
Q5: Regarding items 3.16.8, 3.16.14, and 3.16.14.1 to our knowledge, none of these items meet Berry requirements.  All of these items are brand name only.  Please advise.
A5:  The Government has an approved Domestic Non-Availability Determination (DNAD) exempts the reciprocating saw (6.16.14) from Berry Amendment compliance.  The approved Contingency Justification exempts the rotary hammer (3.16.8) and the carbide grit reciprocating saw blade (3.16.14.1) from the Berry Amendment compliance.
Q6: For Item 3.16.7.2, the subcomponent list shows 4 calibration gas bottles, 600-1079-000 RAE two -Gas Calibration Mix 34L aluminum cylinder (50% LEL CH4 18% O2 balance N2) CGA600, 600-0002-000 RAE Isobutylene 100 ppm (balance air) 34L steel cylinder CGA-600, 600-0058-100 RAE Ammonia 50 ppm (balance nitrogen) 34L C-10, 600-0055-100 Nitrogen Dioxide 5PPM (balance Air) 34L, C-10. The list also shows 2 types of regulators, 002-3051-000 RAE Demand Flow Regulator CGA600 QTY 1 and 008-3052-000 RAE Demand Flow Regulator C10 QTY 3. 
In reviewing the regulators required for the calibration bottles and the QTY of regulators requested there seems to be a quantity imbalance. We would suggest 2 of each type of regulator. The manufacturer suggests part number RDC21560U-B-2220-0-269B-2G2C where the 2G2C represents the regulator type and quantity. This is the same for 3.16.7.3 and 3.16.7.4.
A6: The DFP is being adjusted via Amendment 0001 as follows:
For items 3.16.7.2, 3.16.7.3 and 3.16.7.4
P/N 002-3051-000 will increase from a quantity of 1 to a quantity of 2.
P/N 008-3052-000 will decrease from a quantity of 3 to a quantity of 2.
Q7: Regarding item 3.16.16.1, HELMET WELDING AUTO DARKENING. We have not been able to source this item due to it being a Brand Name Only item that is supposed to be manufactured by MQT Industrial, part number MW71004. This company, MQT Industrial, doesn’t seem to exist. We have sourced a helmet that meets all the requirements (manufacturer and part number) but it is not this Brand Name, which obviously poses a contractual issue. Any guidance would be greatly appreciated.
[bookmark: _GoBack]A7: MQT Industrial closed and the helmet is no longer applicable.  Auto Darkening helmet has been changed to Brand Name or Equal to Jackson Safety 9-12 shade via Amendment 0001. This helmet is used in multiple other SKOT programs which helps maintain consistency.  
Q8) We have just received a quotation on the Gas Detection kits, however, there seem to be some part number discrepancies versus what is listed in the DFP, which in term affect quantity availability.  We checked with the actual manufacturer REA Systems, and they confirmed the PNs listed in the DFP are no longer valid.   Federal Resources states that the Government is aware of the following p/n issues, however, these have not been addressed/updated by Amendment.
