1.0 Scope

2.0 Managenent and Admi nistration

Active Wbs may
be canceled at any time by the PCO, and the contractor will be notified in witing of the reason(s) therefore. If additions, deletions
or revisions to a WD are necessary, or when authorized hours and material dollars remain at the conpletion of a WD, then the contractor
shal | prepare a Supplenental WD to reflect the addition, deletion or revision or reduce the authorized hours and material dollars by the
residual ampbunts as required. A supplenent which revises the scope or increases hours or material shall also be conpleted. The

Suppl enental WD denoting the addition, deletion or revision shall be assigned the original WD nunber with a suffix to denote the
revision.

4.6 Environnental, Safety, & Occupational Health (ES&OH)

The Contractor
shal | maintain and update throughout the life of the contract and posted on the Governnment specified data repository. The Contractor
shal | provide engineering service support CONUS and OCONUS to install or update warnings |abels and caution notes in previous or newy
delivered technical manuals or publications or vehicles, individual parts, conponents, sub assenblies or assenblies and could be sourced
with the placenment of the |abels.

g. The Contractor shall ensure that safety is considered in the design for both operational and mai ntenance phases of the use of the
system or vehicle.

h. The Contractor shall ensure the Vehicle and the vehicle safety systens neet the Federal Mdtor Vehicle Safety Standards (FMWSS) and
Federal Modtor Carrier Safety Regulations (FMCSR) in their design solutions or design change sol utions.

i. Hazardous materials will be disposed of utilizing Contractor procedures | AWapplicable local regulations with related costs to be
charged to the contract.

4.6.2 SAR Ceneration Engineering Support Services
4.6.2.1 The Contractor shall performand docunent a system safety assessment to identify all safety features of the hardware and

sof tware design. The assessnent shall also identify hardware, software and procedural related hazards that nay be present in the
system sub-system part conponent or equipnent. This assessnment shall be a conprehensive evaluation of the risk of a mi shap occurring

prior to testing or operation of the system The Contractor shall identify Health Hazards associated with the system and incorporate
theminto the SAR A health hazard is defined as an existing or likely condition, inherent to the operation, maintenance, transport,
storage or use of material and equiprment, which can cause death, injury, acute or chronic illness, disability or damage to the
environnent. In preparing the health hazard portion of the SAR the Contractor shall provide as a mninum Noise (steady state and

I npul se), Toxic Gases, Chem cal Hazards, lonizing or non-lonizing radiation, Heat and Col d, Shock and Vibration to crew nenbers,
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El ectromagneti c Radi ation, generation of hazardous waste and Biol ogi cal Hazards. As a result of any safety anal yses, hazard eval uati ons,
Government or independent Contractor testing, the Contractor shall prepare a SARin Contractor format. This requirenment applies to the
prototype and production |evel hardware, as well as subsequent bl ock upgrades and safety ECPs. The SAR shall be submitted | AW DI - SAFT-
80102B and CDRL A014.

The SAR shall:
a. Briefly describe the part, subsystem conponent or systemand its conmponents including software.

b. Provide general physical characteristics of the systemand conponents and describe how the software works in the system (use photos,
di agranms, sketches or drawi ngs).

c. Ildentify all safety features of the hardware, software, system design and inherent hazards.

d. Establish special procedures and precautions to be observed by Governnment test agencies and system operators and maintainers to
ensure the safety of personnel and property.

e. Summarize the safety criteria and nmethods used to classify and rank hazards.

f. Summarize results of tests and anal yses used to identify hazards. Include results of tests conducted to validate safety criteria or
requirements.

g. ldentify hazards that still pose a risk to users, and actions that have been taken to reduce this risk.
h. Categorize hazards as to whether they may be expected to occur under normal or abnornmal use.
i. Annotate any hazardous material generated or used in the system

j. Provide the appropriate procedures and precautions for packaging, handling, storage, use, transportation and di sposal of the
hazardous material identified in (i).

k. I'nclude explosive hazard classifications for the hazardous naterial identified in (i).
I. I'nclude applicable Material Safety Data Sheets for all chenicals used.
m ldentify all reference or source docunents used to prepare the report.

n. Include a signed statenent fromthe Contractor indicating that identified hazards have been controlled or elimnated and the system
is ready for operation and test.

4.6.2.2 SAR Updat es

In the event the software, part, conponent, subsystemor systemis nodified or procedural changes are nade, the Contractor shall update
the SAR to reflect those nodifications or changes. The Contractor shall subnit an updated SAR | AW DI - SAFT-80102B and CDRL A014. After
this second SAR delivery, the Contractor shall provide updated SAR change page notices within 30 days after any new nodification or
change is inplemented. |In addition, the Contractor shall immediately notify the Governnment (wi thin 24 hours) via phone or fax if new
hazards or increased risk and hazard probability levels are identified while Government testing of the part, conponent, subsystem or
systemis ongoi ng.

4.6.3 Hazard Tracking

The Contractor shall develop a nmethod or procedure to docunent and track all hazards, to include those identified through testing and

ot her analyses, fromidentification until the hazard is elimnated or the associated risk is reduced to a | evel acceptable to the
Government | AW CDRL A018. A central file or docunent called a "Hazard Log" shall be maintained. The Hazard Log shall contain: A
description of each hazard, to include cause, possible effect and hazard category; Status of each hazard; Traceability of the mtigation
nmeasures on each hazard fromthe time the hazard was identified to the tine the risk associated with the hazard was reduced to a |evel
acceptable to the Governnent.

4.6.3.1 Hazard Log

The definitions of Severity Categories and Probability Levels identified below shall apply when determ ning whether a hazard nust be
identified on the Hazard Log.

Hazard Severity Category:
a. Catastrophic I: Death, systemloss or severe environnental damage.
b. Critical Il: Severe injury, severe occupational illness or major systemor environmental damage.
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c. Marginal Ill: Mnor injury, minor occupational illness or minor systemor environnmental damage.
d. Negligible IV: Less than mnor injury, less than mnor occupational illness or |less than mnor systemor environnmental damage.

Hazard Probability Levels:

a. Frequent A Hazard is likely to occur. Hazard will be experienced frequently.

b. Probable B: Hazard will occur several tinmes in the life of the itemor conponent.

c. COccasional C Hazard likely to occur sonetinme in the life of times the item or conponent.

d. Renote D: Hazard unlikely, but could possibly occur in the life of the item

e. Inprobable E: Hazard is so unlikely, it can be assumed not to possibly occur. CDRL A0O14 (Hazard Log)
4.6.4 Disposition and C oseout

Al'l hazards nust receive final disposition by the Governnent. The Government and the Contractor shall nutually agree as to whether a
hazard requires a redesign; however, any redesign required due to a hazard shall be performed at no cost to the Government, and the
adequacy of the design change shall renain the responsibility of the Contractor. Al hazards closed out in the log shall be supported by
formal risk acceptance decisions by Governnent Ri sk Acceptance Authorities, as prescribed in DoD Instruction 5000. 2.

4.6.5 Safety Review Support

The Contractor shall provide support, when determ ned necessary by the Government for analysis activities of Cass A and C ass B mishap
investigations and formal safety reviews in support of the programi.e., Wapons Systens Explosives Safety Review Board (WSESRB), Laser
Safety Review Board (LSRB), and Lithium Battery Revi ew process.

The quick fixes shall provide interim
solutions to field problems on an expedited basis. The resulting docunentation and data shall be the mininumrequired to inplenment the
fix. The Contractor shall then develop the data further through testing, cost effectiveness studies, and design reviews that shall
result in a change to the docunentation in the system TDP.

4.7.3 Support Services: The Contractor shall provide support relating to the contract itenms and data at Governnent specified |ocations.
Such services consist of training; coordination, attendance at program technical and |ogistics nmeetings; support of Governnment test;
and field review of deficient or defective items. The Contractor shall devel op special interimor work around procedures and techni ques
using test sets to solve MRAP field problens as appropriate.

b. The Contractor shall recomend when a software update should be perforned based on the magnitude and significance of the software
corrections and nodifications.

4.10 CGovernnment Furni shed Equi prent (GFE) Repair: The Governnment will provide for the nmintenance of all GFE TMDE provided for the

4.11 Configuration Managenent (CM/ Configuration Change Review The Contractor shall review all ECPs and RFD/ RFW on TMDE har dware and
software, which are furnished by the Government or TMDE Contractors. The review shall assess the conpatibility of the proposed changes
with the MRAP FOV Configurations, potential inpact to MRAP |ogistic support element (i.e. LM, TMs, Training), and the quality aspects
of change.

4.12 Devel opnent of Inprovenments to Contract Vehicle Systens

The Contractor shall
devel op conpl ete NET packages and shall provide submi ssions to the NET Manager, MRAP AMS Logistics, per a schedul e nutually agreed upon
at the Start of Work (SON neeting. There shall be two (2) delta training courses the New Equi pnent Training (OPNET) and the Field
Level Mai ntenance New Equi pnent Training (FLMNET) Course. The Contractor shall deliver all docunents and training materials in an
editabl e commercial electronic format: Mcrosoft Wrd for docunents and M crosoft PowerPoint for slide show presentations. Training
materials shall not conflict with the content of the technical manuals. Training materials shall be devel oped at the ninth grade
readi ng and conprehension level. Format and content will be per TRADOC Regul ati on 350-70 and the systens approach to training (SAT).
Trai ning devel opers and QA inspectors not famliar with SAT shall attend the U. S. Arnys Systens Approach to Training Basic Course
(SATBC) or an equival ent course prior to developing and reviewi ng the training packages. The training courses shall consist of

cl assroom di scussi ons, denonstrations, practical application, and evaluation. Attaining the |learning objectives takes priority over
attaining a predetermined quantity of training hours. Attaining the |earning objectives takes priority over attaining a predeterm ned
rati o of hours between classroom di scussi on and practical application.

13.0 CFSRs Support and Services CDRL A056.

13.1 The contractor shall establish a CFSR Program The Contractor shall provide all administrative support and site supervision for the
MRAP CFSR Program The Contractor shall provide all the necessary personnel, equipnent, tools, naterials, supervision and other itens
and services necessary to naintain and support all MWV Type Il and RG 31 Legacy FoV operations. The Contractor shall provide Field
Servi ce Representatives (FSR) to provide technical repair and assistance as required and shall advise, nmake recommendations, to orient
and instruct key Government personnel with respect to operations, maintenance, repair and parts supply for the vehicles furnished under
this contract, CONUS and OCONUS. The FSRs shall be located at field sites as authorized to neet the requirenents of the contract in a
manner that is both economnmical and beneficial to the Government. The FSRs will be thoroughly experienced and qualified to advise and
instruct Governnment personnel in the operation, maintenance, repair and parts supply of the equi pnent furnished under this contract. The
Contractor will make available any and all information necessary to obtain a security clearance to the degree required by the
installation or area in which services are to be performed. Governnent approval shall be limted to granting or denying security

cl earance for the person(s) naned.

a. The Contractor shall provide FSRs as a |iaison between Contractor/subcontractor, APO MRAP AMS Qperations, other Mlitary Service
organi zations, U S. Mrine Corps, and FMS Custoners.

13.1.2 Fielding Reports (CDRL Al21)
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13.1.2.1 The Contractor shall report problems, in witing; attendant to its responsibilities to the PM MRAP AMS Team Site Supervisor, as
necessary. The Contractor shall provide specific reports, as required, to include Field Problem Reports (FPRs) and Fire/lnjury/Accident
Reports to document MWV Type Il and RG 31 Legacy FoV system probl ens.

13.1.3 The Contractor shall subnmit a bi-weekly (twice a nonth) report on all CFS status in Governnent Defined Format, Frequency and
Fidelity.

13.2 Additional Contract Field Services

a. The Contractor shall provide CFSRs to |l ocations outside and within the Continental U S. (OCONUS and CONUS) to support the fielding
and sustainment of the MWV Type Il and RG 31 Legacy FoV systens to Army, Reserve Conponents, U S. Marine Corp and FMS Custoners.

b. The CFSR work schedul e shall coincide with that of associated Governnent fielding personnel.

c. The Contractor shall provide liaison |ogistic assistance for the MWV Type Il and RG 31 Legacy FoV systems and its derivatives to
OCONUS and CONUS using unit personnel.

14. 0 Depl oynent

14.1 Contractor personnel may be required to deploy in OCONUS areas of operation for fielding, exercises, MAD applications, etc. The
Contractor acknow edges that such operations are inherently dangerous and accepts the risks associated with contract performance in this
environnent.

The
Government representati ve who has cogni zance for these Contractor personnel in theater will assist in the coordination of the issuance
of these identification cards.

14.3 Contractor Support During Contingency Operations/Contractors Acconpanying the Force

14.3.1 The Contractor shall provide all the necessary personnel, equipnment, tools, materials, supervision, and other itens and services
necessary to maintain and support U S. Arny contingency operations. Each mlitary operation will evolve differently depending upon

m ssion and the conbatant commanders gui dance. The Contractor is obligated to request any specific infornmation needed at the tine of
depl oyment fromthe Governnent.
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14. 4 Contractor Support during Contingency Operations Pre-Depl oynment

14. 4.1 The Contractor shall enter before deploynment, or if already in the designated operational area, enter upon becom ng an enpl oyee
under the contract, and maintain current data (including departure data) for all Contractor personnel that are authorized to acconpany
U. S. Arned Forces deployed outside the United States as specified in paragraph (b)(1) of dass Deviation SPOT tracker, DAR 2007-00004.
The aut omat ed web-based systemto use for this effort is the Synchroni zed Pre-Depl oynment and Operational Tracker (SPOT). For
information on how to register and use SPOT, go to https://spot.altess.arny.ml. The CGovernnent will provide POCs and training for
personnel required to enter data into SPOT. The Contractor shall ensure that all enployees in the database (SPOT) have a current DD Form
93, Record of Energency Data Card, on file with their enployer. In addition, individuals deploying to OEF will also require an

Af ghani stan validation Meno to authorize entry into CEF.

14.5 Preparation for Overseas Mvenent

14.5.1 As part of the Preparation for Overseas Mvenent (POV) processing for Contractor enployees, the Governments POM activities at
the home station or the CRC will screen Contractor personnel records, conduct theater specific briefing and training, issue theater
specific clothing and individual equipnent, verify that medical requirenments (such as i munizations, DNA screening, H'V testing and
dental exam nations) for deploynment have been nmet, and arrange for transportation to the theater of operation. While POM processing at
the CRC/IDS; the Government will furnish lodging at the CRC billeting area. Contractor personnel attending the CRC, with orders and
their Common Access Card (CAC), will be provided neals at the nmess hall free of charge. Wien Contractor personnel are training or
processing and they mss the nmess hall neal, they will be issued a Meal Ready to Eat (MRE) free of charge.

14.6 Overseas Contractor Requirenents

14.6.1 Contractor personnel shall be available and prepared to support worldw de depl oynment | AW supported units depl oyment and readi ness
St andard Operating Procedure (SOP), and | AWDA Panphl et 715-16, Contractor Deploynment Guide in Theater of Operations.

Contractor personnel shall be ready to deploy within 72 hours of notification by the PCOto the contractor, using mlitary or civilian
transportation by land, sea, or air, after CONUS Repl acenent Center (CRC). This includes conpleting and nmintaining current the
following forms and actions as a guide | AW Depl oynent Cui de:

14.7 Contractor Augnentation/Backfill

14.7.1 Contractor personnel shall agree to abide by the rules of engagenment, policies, and procedures as established by the supported
unit Commander during either conbat or training deploynments. Wien tasked, the Contractor shall augment any deploynment with additional
personnel and provide back fill personnel to non-deployed units as necessary.

14.8 Contractor Support to Depl oyed Personnel

14.8.1 The Contractor shall provide sufficient resources to support their deployed personnel in the performance of their duties. This
may include logistics fromthe Contractors CONUS | ocation for obtaining parts for repair for the forward depl oyed FSRs along with
providing technical assistance in determ ning the causes of failure and renedies of failures. The Contractor shall also provide

assi stance and technical support in determning and resolving issues or conditions related to or affecting safety. In addition,
operations support personnel shall coordinate all international shipping as required, to support the return and receipt of new and
repaired items. The Contractor shall also provide periodic detailed programstatus and information to the Governnment program office.
This data shall be provided on the governnent specified database repository to a fidelity, format and delivery frequency agreed by the
contractor and the Governnent.

14.9 Governnent Assistance to Depl oyed Personnel

14.9.1 The Government will provide assistance to ensure the Contractor can neet deploynment requirenments. Specifically, but not limted
to: visa, nedical support, applicable accessories for each person deployed, housing and shelter, transportation at the depl oynent

I ocation, and power generating equipment will be provided as Governnent Furnished Equi pment (GFE). Contractors are not authorized to
rent, lease or procure vehicles for utilization at any of the MRAP AMS depl oynent | ocations.
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14.10 Assignnment of Personnel Depl oyed

14.10.1 Contractor personnel will be adm nistratively assigned to the Logistics Support Elenent (LSE) for accountability, adm nistrative
support and life support.

14. 11 Conpliance of Depl oyed Personnel

14.11.1 The Contractor shall ensure that all Contractor enployees including its sub-Contractors conply with all guidance, instructions
and general orders applicable to U S. Armed Forces and DoD civilians and i ssued by the Theater Commander or his/her representative.
This includes any and all guidance and instructions issued based upon the need to ensure nission acconplishnment, force protection,
safety, and unit cohesion.

14. 12 Depl oyed Personnel Resolution of D sputes

14.12.1 The Contractor shall pronptly resolve, to the satisfaction of the PCO all Contractor enployee perfornmance and conduct problens
identified by the cognizant PCO or his/her designated representative. The PCO may direct the Contractor to renove or replace any
Contractor enployee failing to adhere to instructions and General Orders issued by the Theater Conmander or his/her designated
representative.

14. 13 Depl oyed Return Processing Procedures

14.13.1 Upon conpl etion of the deploynent or other authorized rel ease, the Government will authorize Contractor enployee transportation
fromthe area of operations to the designated CRC/IDS site. At the return processing center the Contractor shall ensure that all

Gover nnent -i ssued cl othing and equi pment provided to the Contractor or the Contractors enployees are returned to Government control upon
conpl etion of the deploynment. The Contractor shall provide the PCO with docunmentation, annotated by the receiving Governnent official,

of all clothing and equi pment returns. The Contractor is responsible for transportation of all clothing and equi pment returns.

14. 14 Contractor Risk Assessments and Mtigation of Deployed Personnel

14.14.1 The Contractor shall Brief its enployees regarding the potential danger, stress, physical hardships, and field living
conditions. The Contractor shall require all its enployees to acknowl edge in witing that they understand the danger, stress, physical
hardships, and field living conditions that are possible if the enpl oyee deploys in support of a contingency depl oyment involving
mlitary operations. If an enployee needs to be replaced for any reason (sickness, disciplinary, energency |leave, etc.) the Governnent
requires that that enployee shall be replaced as soon as possible. Designate one representative fromits conpany teamas its Contractor
teamlead. The teamlead shall be the Governnents point of contact for operational and personnel matters during depl oynent.

Prepare plans for support of military operations in-country as required, or as directed by the PCO

14. 15 Depl oyed personnel Pay, Tour of Duty/Hours of Work

14.15.1 The Governnent is not a party to the enpl oyee-enployer relationship. Any questions, which Contractor enpl oyees have regarding
pay, should be discussed with the Contractor.

14.15.2 Tour of Duty/Hours of Work. Tour of Duty is defined as the Iength of deployment. The tour of duty is 12 nonths. Hours of Work is
defined as the hours worked during a 7 day workweek. For OCONUS personnel a workweek is defined as 12 hours per day, 7 days per week.
The Contractor shall conply with all duty hours and tours of duty identified by the PCO

14. 16 Depl oyed personnel On-Call Duty
14.16.1 The Contractor shall be available to work (i.e. on-call) during other than regular hours to perform m ssion essential tasks.
14. 17 Depl oyed Personnel Devel opnent Pl an

14.17.1 The Contractor shall devel op and maintain a Depl oyment Plan for personnel subject to deploy in support of contingency
operations. The Deploynment Plan will follow guidelines set forth in AMC-P 715-16 for the itens provided by the Contractor. The
Contractor shall certify that deploying Contractor personnel have conpleted all adm nistrative requirenments set forth in Tables B-1 and
B-2 of DA PAM 715-16 and furnish a copy of the certified checklist to the MRAP AVS Product Managenent O fice.

14. 18 Depl oyed Personnel Contingency Plan

14.18.1 The Contractor shall provide a Contingency Plan, which may be included as part of the overall Deploynment Plan, describing how
the Contractor will ensure the continuation of such services during crisis situations, to include performance under hostile conditions
This data shall be provided on the government specified database repository to a fidelity, format and delivery frequency agreed by the
contractor and the Governnent. The plan should identify which positions are perform ng m ssion essential support. The plan should al so
identify which Contractor personnel have a nmilitary nobilization recall conmtnment and provide for adequate replacenent of those
Contractor personnel in the event of nobilization. (The Contractor should use a reference DoD Instruction 3020.37, Continuation of
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Essential DoD Contractor Services During Crisis) at ://wwwdtic.ml/whs/directives/.
14. 19 Depl oyed Personnel Contact |nformation

14.19.1 The Contractor shall provide the MRAP AMS Product Managenent Ofice the contact information for its primary and backup Points of
Contact who are famliar with the firns plans and operations relating to Contingency Operations. This data shall be provided on the
governnent specified database repository to a fidelity, format and delivery frequency agreed by the contractor and the Governnent.

14.19. 2 The Depl oynment and Contingency Plans will be provided to the MRAP AMS Product Managenent O fice 15 days after award of the
contract. This data shall be provided on the governnment specified database repository to a fidelity, fornat and delivery frequency
agreed by the contractor and the governnent.

14.20 Contractor Depl oynment

14.20.1 The Contractor shall have the capability to staff and support any unit OCONUS with either a FRA capability and/or additional FRA
personnel as needed in the event of a deploynent, whether contingency or for training.

14.21 Contractor Personnel Managenent

14.21.1 As used herein, the phrase Contractor personnel includes both prime and subcontractor personnel and the Contractor shall ensure
that these requirements herein are included in all subcontracts. Each military operation shall evolve differently dependi ng upon mi ssion
and the conbatant commanders gui dance.

14.21.2 Treaties and International Agreements (e.g. Status of Forces Agreenents, Host Nation Support Agreenents, and Defense Techni cal
Agreenents), applicable to Contractors supporting the U.S. Armed Forces under the facts and circunstances in the Area of Operations.
The Contractor shall be thoroughly familiar with Arny Regul ation (AR) 715-9, Contractors Acconpanying the Force, DA PAM 715-16, and
Field Manual (FM 3-100.21. In addition, the Contractor is obligated to request any specific information not provided in this |anguage,
but needed at the tine of deploynent for the PCO or the designated Contracting Officers Representative (COR).

14.21.3 The Contractor shall conply with U S. Arny and DoD regul ations, directives, guidance, instructions, policies, procedures, and
general orders applicable to U S. Armed Forces and DoD civilians supporting the U.S. Arnmed Forces in the Area of Operation (AO as
i ssued by the Conbatant Commander and hi s/ her representative to ensure m ssion acconplishnment, force protection, and safety.

14.21.4 Accounting for Personnel (Systems, External and Theater Support). As directed by the PCO or his/her representative, and based on
instruction of the theater commander, the Contractor shall report its enployees, including third country nationals, entering and/or
| eaving the area of operations by name, citizenship, |location, Social Security Nunmber (SSN) or other official ldentity document numnber.

14. 22 Contractor Personnel Risk Assessnments and Mtigation

14.22.1 Contractor Contact Information: The Contractor will provide the Government information for its primary and backup Points of
Contact who are famliar with the firms plans and operations relating to contingency operations. This data shall be provided on the
gover nment specified database repository to a fidelity, format and delivery frequency agreed by the contractor and the Governnent.

14. 23 Contractor Evacuation

14.23.1 As required by the operational situation, the Government may, at its discretion, relocate designated Contractor personnel (who
are United States citizens, aliens in resident of the United States or third country nationals (not resident in the host nation)) to a
safe area or evacuate themfromthe area of operations. The U.S. State Departnment has responsibility for evacuation of non-essential
per sonnel .

14.24 Contractor Notification

14.24.1 The PCO may direct evacuation of Contractor enpl oyees deployed in support of contingency operations upon a determnation that
there is an inmmnent increased threat to the safety, health, or welfare of the Contractor enployees and an evacuation is necessary to
secure their health, safety, and/or welfare. The PCOs evacuation direction will be in witing or will be pronptly confirmed in witing.

14. 25 Contractor Requests

14.25.1 |If the Contractor reasonably believes there to be an inmmnent increased threat to the safety, health, and/or welfare of the
Contractor enployees, the Contractor nay request the PCO to direct the evacuation of those personnel. The Contractor may al so request
evacuation of Contractor enployees in the event of nedical enmergency or death. These requests shall be in witing or shall pronptly be
confirmed in witing and shall detail the circunmstances constituting an inmnent increased threat the safety, health, and/or welfare of
the contract enployees. The Contracting Offices, after discussions with the Theater Conmand of host nation and other Governnent

O ficial(s) to the extent the PCO considers them advisable, will direct evacuation of Contractor enployees or will deny the request.
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14.26 Training of Government Personnel

14.26.1 When directed, for those Contractor personnel providing services deemed essential during a crisis, the Contractor shall ensure
that all appropriate training required to ensure a continuation of essential services during a crisis is provided to Governnent
personnel. The rights and renedi es of the Government under this clause are in addition to any other rights and renedi es provided by | aw
or under this contract.

14.26.2 The PCOw Il informthe Contractor of all Nuclear, Biological, and Chem cal (NBC) equi pnment and Chemni cal Defensive Equi pnent
(CDE) training requirements and standards. The U S. Governnment will provide the Contractor enployees with CDE famliarization training
comrensurate with the training provided to DoD civilian enpl oyees.

14.26.3 The CRC/IDS will provide mssion training designed to provide deploying individuals with a basic know edge of what they can
expect once they deploy into the theater of operations. Training will cover areas such as the Geneva Convention, Code of Conduct,
Health and Sanitation, Legal Assistance, Custons and Courtesies for the area of deploynent, applicable Status of Forces Agreenent,
Security, Weapons Familiarization and any additional training dictated by the special circunstances of the deploynment and approved by
the Theater Commander

14.27 Technical Data R ghts

14.27.1 When directed, for those Contractor provided services deened essential during a crisis the Contractor shall ensure all

appl i cabl e technical data that is required to ensure the continuation of essential services during the crisis are provided to the
Governnment. These rights and renedi es of the Government are in addition to any other rights and renedi es provided by |aw or under this
contract.

14. 28 Security and Background Checks
14.28.1 Prior to acconpanying the force, the Contractor shall ensure that all Contractor security and background checks are perforned.
14.29 Central Processing and Departure Point

14.29.1 The U.S. Government (USG is responsible for providing infornmation on all requirements necessary for deploynent. The U S. Arny
has created several sites within the Continental United States (CONUS) for expeditiously preparing individuals for deploynment to a
conbatant area or theater of operation. These sites are known as CONUS Repl acenent Centers (CRC) or Individual Deploynent sites (IDS).
The Contractor shall ensure that all Contractor personnel report to the designated depl oynent-processing site where the Contractor
personnel wll receive appropriate training and itenms (e.g. specialized clothing and equi pment, identification cards and tags). For any
Contractor personnel determined by the Governnent to be not qualified to acconpany the force, the Contractor shall pronptly renmedy the
problem The Contractor shall ensure that all Contractor personnel re-deploy and out-process through the designated depl oynent
processing site. Upon redepl oyment, the Contractor shall ensure that all issued controlled itenms are returned to the Governnent.

(Medi cal screening requirenents may be found in FM 3-100.21, Appendix D.)

14.29.2 General. The Governnment is responsible for providing information and assistance in neeting the requirenments necessary for
depl oyment. Depl oynent processing will include, as a minimum all Governnent required procedures such as nedical exam nations, and
imuni zations. |If central processing is required, the Contractor enployees will be issued Letters of Authorization for processing

through a specific CONUS Repl acenent Center/Individual Deploynment Site (CRC/IDS) and for the duration of the tour of duty. The
Contractor is responsible for travel to the CRC/IDS or other CONUS departure point. |f a CRC/IDS CONUS departure point is not used, the
Contractor will receive an equitable adjustnent for all reasonable travel costs incurred in deploynent of Contractor enployees.

14.29.3 Contractor personnel, who have an established habitual relationship with a deploying mlitary unit, may be required to prepare
for deploynent with the unit. For any Contractor personnel determined by the Government at the depl oynment/processing site to be non-
depl oyabl e, the Contractor shall pronptly remedy the problem For all other Contractor personnel who do not have an established habitual
relationship with a deploying mlitary unit, the PCOw Il provide information regarding the appropriate depl oynent procedures and
preparation site.

14.29.4 The PCO wi || provide Contractor their AO Governnent point of contact, AMC LSE, or other designated |iaison, prior to their
deployment with the unit to the AO The Contractor shall be responsible for notifying the applicable Government contact of their

imm nent deploynment. Information to be provided to the Governnment contact shall include their novenent dates and |ocations with the unit
within the AO, and their departure date fromthe AO and out-process through the original deploynent processing Center.

14.29.5 For any Contractor enployee determined by the Governnment at the depl oynment-processing site to be non-depl oyable for debilitating
health problens or failure to have a security clearance or travel documents when required, the Contractor shall pronptly renedy the
problem If the problem cannot be remedied in time for deploynent, a replacenment having equival ent qualifications and skills shall be
provided within a mutual |y agreeable time period.

14.29.6 The PCOw || provide the Contractor all mission training requirements and the Contractor shall ensure that all deploying
enpl oyees receive, and successfully conplete, all required mssion training.
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14.29.7 The Contractor shall not deploy its own enpl oyees unless authorized by the PCO |f authorization to deploy its own enpl oyees is
provi ded, the Contractor is responsible to ensure all deploynment requirements are net. The Contractor shall ensure all depl oynment
requirenents are coordinated with the PCO the appropriate Arny Material Command (AMC), Logistics Support Elenent (LSE) or other
designated |iaison prior to deploynent.

14. 30 I ndividual Readiness File

14.30.1 It is the Contractors responsibility to maintain the Individual Readiness File (IRF) records needed for identification and
processing. Contractor personnel are responsible for having their | RF conplete and with them when they arrive at their depl oynment
processing center. In the absence of a detailed list elsewhere in the contract, see the tables in the latest revision of AR 715-9 and
the Admi nistrative Section on the CONUS Repl acenent Center website at ://ww. benning.arny.ml/crc/ for details on what should be
included. Note that some requirenents will vary depending on the area to which Contractor personnel wll be deployed.

14. 31 Contractor Medical

14.31.1 It is the responsibility of the Contractor to provide qualified, capable personnel who neet the physical standards and nedi cal
requirenents to performthe contracted duties in designated theater of operations. The Government may provide sonme or all of the
requi red depl oyment screening.

14.31. 2 Individual readiness files nust address the follow ng areas:
Medi cal / Dental Contractor personnel shall bring two copies of their |atest conplete physical exans (nust be less than 12 nonths ol d) and
dental records (with panarex). DNA sanple will be collected and stored at the depl oynment-processing center.

The Arnmy Dental Care System (ADCS) will ensure dental health depl oyment standards by accepting only a DoD Form 2813, Active Duty/Reserve
Forces Dental Examination, conpleted by the Contractors civilian dentist, as proof of dental deploynent status.

14. 32 Medi cal Screening

14.32.1 Depl oyi ng Contractor personnel shall carry with thema mninumof a 90-day supply of any nedication they require. Mlitary
facilities will not be able to replace nmany nedications required for routine treatnent of chronic nedical conditions such as high bl ood
pressure, heart conditions, asthma and arthritis. Contractor enployees will review both the ambunt of the medication and its suitability
in the foreign area with their personal physician and make any necessary adjustnents prior to deploynment. Upon arrival in the area of
operations, the Logistical Assistance Ofice (LAO or COTRwi Il coordinate with the supporting medical unit to ensure the future
availability of prescription nmedications and to obtain such nedications.

14.32.2 If glasses are required, contractor enployees shall deploy with two pairs of glasses and a current prescription. Copies of the
prescription shall be provided by the enpl oyee at the CRC so that eyeglass inserts for use in conpatible chem cal protective mask can be
prepared. \Wearing contact lenses in a field environnment is not reconmended.

14.32.3 Contractor enpl oyees shall deploy with spare hearing aid batteries, sunglasses, insect repellent (containing DEET), sunscreen
and any other supplies related to their individual physical requirenents (e.g. aspirin, Tylenol, or ibuprofen, anti-diarrhea, cough
syrup, eye drops, band-aids, and antibiotics).

14.32.4 The Governnment at its discretion may provide to Contractor enpl oyees deployed in the theater of operations, on a cost
rei nbursabl e basis, enmergency nedical and dental care commensurate with the care provided to DoD civilians deployed in the theater of
operations. This is subject to the availability of such nedical and dental care.

14.32.5 The exam ni ng physician or physician assistant (PA) has full authority in determ ning Contractor personnel fitness. In naking
this determ nation he/she should consider: the specified standards of the Contractor personnel position (described on SF 78, Certificate
of Medical Examination), the physical and nedical condition of the Contractor personnel, the potential environnent to which the
Contractor personnel may deploy (for Energency Essential Personnel, assume conbat zone in the third world; for all others, consider the
environment to which the Contractor is deploying). The physician/PA should be conservative in determning Contractor personnel fitness
and render his/her witten reconmendation of SF 78.

14.32.6 |f bio-defense vaccines are required, such as anthrax and smallpox for the Area of Operations being depl oyed, the vaccine wll
be provided to the Contractor personnel by the Government on a reinbursable basis. Generally, the vaccines will be provided at the CRC
or at the nearest Medical Treatnment Facility (MIF).

14.33 Standard Identification Cards

14.33.1 The Contractor shall ensure that all deploying individuals have the required identification tags and cards prior to deploynent.
In addition to the DD Form 489 (Geneva Convention Card), issued at the point of deployment, all Contractor enployees will be issued
personal identification tags and common access cards (CAC), if available before deploynent. The CAC docunents Contractor enpl oyee
entitlements for access to installation as well as medical and PX privileges in accordance the applicable Letter of
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Aut hori zati on(described el sewhere in this contract). Personal identification tags will include the follow ng information: full nane,
social security nunber, blood type and religious preference. Contractor Enployees will maintain all issued cards tags on their person at
all times while OCONUS. Upon redepl oynent, the Contractor shall ensure that all issued controlled identification cards and tags are

pronptly returned to the Governnent.

14.33.2 Upon arrival in theater, Contractor personnel may be required to obtain locally required identification cards. The Governnent
Representative who has cogni zance for these Contractor personnel in theater will assist in the coordination of the issuance of these
identification cards.

14. 34 Letter of Authorization

14.34.1 Unl ess prohibited by international agreement, the PCOwi |l issue a Letter of Authorization (LOA) for Contractor personnel

depl oyment and redepl oyment to and fromthe Area of Qperation. This is the docunent Contractor personnel nust carry with them as
authorization for use of Governnment transportation, nmedical facilities, billeting, and other entitlenments. Invitational travel orders
shal |l not be issued in lieu of this Letter of Authorization. These Letters of Authorization will state the intended |ength of assignment
in the area of operation and shall identify planned use of Government facilities and privileges in the theater of operations, as
authorized by the contract. C. 14.35 Cothing and Equi prent |ssue

14.35.1 Contractor personnel acconpanying the force are not authorized to wear military uniforms items, except for specific itens
required for safety and security. Exceptions require a Department of the Arnmy waiver. An individuals status as Contractor personnel

shal | be conspicuously displayed on their clothing unless prohibited for operational reasons. Contractor personnel should wear clothing
appropriate for the work being perforned. Items of personal clothing and personal care, to include both casual attire and work
clothing required by the particular assignment, are the responsibility of the individual Contractor enployee and will not be issued at
the depl oynent center. Cothing should be distinctive and unique and not inply that the Contractor is a mlitary nmenber, while at the
sanme time not adversely effecting the Governnents tactical position in the field. Cuidelines are wthin Panphl et AMC-P715 and DA PAM 715-
16. It is up to the Contractor to insure that duty unifornms do not present a problemfor the field commander or to be so simlar to the
Arnmed Services uniformto create confusion.

14.35. 2 The Conbatant Conmmander, subordinate Joint Force Conmander (JFC), or Arny Force (ARFOR) Commander may require that Contractor
enpl oyees be issued and be prepared to wear Organi zational C othing and |ndividual Equiprent (OClE), to include Chenical, Biological,
Radi ol ogi cal , Nuclear Elerment and Hi gh-Yield Expl osive (CBRNE) defensive equi pment, necessary to ensure Contractor personnel security
and safety. The Contractor or Contractor personnel shall sign for all issued OCIE to acknow edge recei pt and acceptance of

responsi bility for the proper maintenance and accountability of the OCIE.

14.35.3 When OCI E and/ or Chem cal, Biological, Radiological, Nuclear, and H gh-Yield Explosive (CBRNE) equipnent is issued to the
Contractor personnel, equipnent famliarization training shall be provided to the Contractor personnel, comensurate with the training
provided to DoD civilian enpl oyees, usually at the depl oyment processing center.

14.35.4 The Contractor shall ensure that all issued OCIE is returned to the Government at the place of issue unless the PCO or his
representative direct otherw se.

14.36 Contractor Vehicle and Equi prent Operation

14.36.1 The Contractor shall ensure that Contractor personnel possess the required |licenses to operate all vehicles or equipnent
necessary to performthe contract in the Area of Operations.

14.36.2 Contractor-owned or |eased notor vehicles or equipnment shall neet all requirenments established by the conbatant comrand and
shal |l be nmintained in a safe operating condition.

14.36. 3 Before operating any mlitary owned or |eased equi pment, the Contractor enployee shall provide proof of license (issued by an
appropriate Governnmental authority) to the unit or agency issuing the equiprment. The Governnent, at its discretion, nmay train and
license Contractor enployees to operate mlitary owned or |eased equiprment. The CGovernnment, at its discretion, may train and provide an
Incidental Driver Pernmit to Contractor enployees who operate nilitary owned or |eased equi pnent (Ref. AR 600-55).

14.37 Contractor Tour of Duty

14.37.1 The Contractor may rotate Contractor enployees into and out of the theater provided there is no degradation in mission results.
For enpl oyees who have depl oyed | ess than six nonths, the Contractor may rotate personnel. The costs for rotating enpl oyees who have
depl oyed for longer than six nonths will be an allowabl e cost under the contract. The Contractor shall coordinate personnel changes with
the PCO and the AMC, LSE or other designated |iaison responsible for accounting for Contractor personnel in their Area of Operation.

14.37.2 The Contractor shall conply with all duty hours and tours of duty identified in this contract. These could change, however, to
ensure the Governments ability to continue to execute its mssion. The duty hours and tours of duty may be the same as military
personnel and operation needs as directed by the Conbatant Commander.
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14.37.3 The Contractor shall be available to work extended hours to performm ssion essential tasks as required by the operational
situation by the Conbatant Commrander or his/her authorized designee, when required, to ensure the Governnments ability to continue to
execute its mssion.

14. 38 Contractor Reception, Staging, Onward Myvenent and |ntegration

14.38.1 Arrival in Area of Operation Logistics Support Element. Contractor enployees shall report to the AMC LSE (or other designated
I'iaison) and provide necessary information to the AMC LSE on the Contractors deployment and activities in the Area of Operation to
facilitate the AMC LSE logistics integration function. Initial contact and coordination with the AMC LSE shall be conducted prior to
depl oynment into the theater. Sinmilar coordination and reporting to the AMC LSE shall occur prior to exiting the area of operation. Any
addi tional coordination requirements with the AMC LSE shall be as defined by the PCO or COR

14.38.2 Upon arrival in the Area of Operation, Contractor personnel shall receive reception, staging, onward novement and integration
(RSO ), as directed by the AMC-LSE (or other designated liaison). Contractor personnel may be required to obtain additional |ocally
required identification cards.

14.38.3 Use of Commercial Transportation into the Area of Operation. Unless directed by the PCOin conjunction with guidance fromthe
conbat ant commander, Contractor personnel shall not obtain conmercial transportation into an Area of Operation. The Governnent shall
provide transportation into and out of the Area of Cperation for Contractor personnel fromthe depl oyment-processing center.

14.39 Contractor Accountability/Visibility & Logistics Support El enment

14.39.1 The Contractor shall ensure that all Contractor personnel contact the AMC-LSE (or other designated |iaison). Contractor
personnel will be responsible for providing all required theater specific accountability/visibility information to the Area of
Operations AMC-LSE to facilitate the logistics integration function. The specific information required to assist in accounting for these
personnel when they are deployed will be identified by the Government prior to the Contractor personnel reporting to the depl oynment
processing center. The Contractor shall ensure that all requested data is provided to the Arny for inclusion in the U S Arnys

appl i cabl e personnel accountability database system

14.39.2 The Contractor shall coordinate with the AMC LSE or other PCOs designated representative for |ogistics support, as follows: (i)
upon initial entry into the Area of Operation; (ii) upon initiation of contract performance; (iii) upon relocation of contract
operations within the Area of Operations; and (iv) upon exiting the Area of Operation. Any additional coordination requirements with the
AMC- LSE shal|l be as directed by the PCO or COTR

14.39.3 As required by the operational situation, the Government may at its discretion relocate Contractor personnel to a safe area or
evacuate themfromthe Area of Operation. The U.S. State Departnent has responsibility for evacuation of personnel as described in 22
U.S.C. 4802(b).

14.39.4 If Contractor personnel depart an Area of Operations wi thout perm ssion, the Contractor shall ensure continued performance | AW
the terms and conditions of the contract. When the Contractor replaces personnel who depart the Area of Operation w thout perm ssion,
the repl acement expense shall be borne by the Contractor and the enpl oyee nust be replaced within a nmutually agreeable time period.
Contractor personnel who depart the Area of Operation without permssion relinquish force protection.

14. 40 Contractor Technical Support

14.40.1 Al'l technical support processes and procedures (such as parts requisitioning and distribution, retrograde of material, surging
technicians forward, etc.) will be integrated into the logistics plans and policies established by PM MRAP. Contractor shall ensure
coordination with the Brigade of transit and status reporting for all non-standard parts.

14.40.2 The Contractor should be prepared to nove material and equi pnment using U S. CGovernnent transportation and conply with applicable
transportation regul ati ons, such as MLSTAW for safety, packaging and tie-downs as required by the operational situation.

14. 41 Contractor Force Protection

14.41.1 While performing duties |AWthe terns and conditions of the contract, the Conbatant Commander shall provide force protection to
Contractor personnel commensurate with that given to Service/ Agency (e.g. Arny, Navy, Air Force, Marine Corps, and Defense Logistics
Agency (DLA) civilians in the Area of Operations.

14. 42 Contractor Weapons

14.42.1 The Governnment will provide force protection for Contractor personnel. The Government may issue side arms to Contractor

enpl oyees for their personal self-defense. The issuance of such weapons nust be authorized by the Theater Commander and nust conply with
mlitary regulations regarding firearns training and safe handling. However, Contractor enployees shall not possess personally owned
firearms in the area of operations. The acceptance of self-defense weapons by a Contractor is voluntary and should be | AWthe enpl oyers
conpany policy regarding possession and use of weapons. Wen accepted, the Contractor enployee is responsible for using the weapon | AW
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the applicable rules governing the use of force (Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation (DFARS) 252.225-7995) . Also, when accepted,
only mlitary issued ammunition may be used in the weapon. The Contractor enployee is legally liable for any use that is not |AWthe
rul es of engagenent (DFARS 252.225-7995) . The Contractor enployee nust be aware that they may incur civil and crinmnal liability, both
under Host Nation Law or U S. Crimnal and Gvil Law, for inmproper or illegal use of weapons.

14. 43 Contractor Weapons Training

14.43.1 Prior to issuing any weapons to Contractor enployees, the Government will provide the Contractor enployees w th weapons

fam liarization training conmensurate to training provided to DoD civilian enployees. The Theater Commander is responsible to ensure
that armed Contractors receive training in the rules of engagenent, the rule governing the use of force, and the |aw of war. The
Contractor shall ensure that its enployees adhere to all guidance and orders issued by the Theater Conmmander or his/her representative
regardi ng possession, use, safety and accountability of weapons and anmunition.

14. 44 Contractor Legal Assistance

14.44.1 Contractor enpl oyees supporting a contingency deploynment and are acconpanying the Arned Forces of the U S. outside the US.,
will receive certain legal assistance fromArny |awers as part of their deploynent support. |If legal assistance is provided while
Contractor enployees are deployed in the theater of operations, it nust be | AWapplicable international or host nation agreements. The
legal assistance is limted and nministerial in nature (for exanple, witnessing signatures on docunents and providing notary services),

| egal counseling (to include review and di scussion of |egal correspondence and docunents), and |egal docunment preparation (limted to
sinmple wills, powers of attorney, and advanced nedical directives), and help retaining non-DoD civilian attorneys.

14. 45 Contractor Living under Field Conditions

14.45.1 Depending on the contingency, and other factors, it may be necessary for the Governnent to provide deployed Contractor personnel
the equival ent living conditions, subsistence, energency nedical and dental care, sanitary facilities, mail delivery, laundry service,
and ot her avail able support afforded to Government enployees and military personnel in the Areas of QOperations unless prohibited by
field conditions. Types of logistical support provided to Contractor personnel are outlined in the Letter of Authorization (LOA).

14.45.2 The Contractor is advised of the potential danger, stress, physical hardships and field living conditions associated with the
depl oyment. The Contractor shall be responsible for sharing this information with it enpl oyees.

14.45.3 The Contractor shall ensure that Contractor personnel acknow edge, in witing, that they understand the danger, stress, physical
hardships, and field living conditions that are possible in support of mlitary operations. The acknow edgement wi |l include the inpact
that any austere conditions may have on any Contractor personnel chronic nmedical preconditions.

14.45.4 1f subsistence and protection requirenments change during the deploynment (e.g. if the Conmbatant Commander or subordinate
commander changes the authorizations), the PCOw Il nodify the contract, and any equitable adjustments shall be negotiated under the
changes cl ause.

14.45.5 Morale, Wlfare, Recreation. Wen approved by the installation or conbatant commander, the Government will provide depl oyed
Contractor personnel with norale, welfare, and recreation services commensurate with that provided to DoD civilians and mlitary
personnel in the Area of Operations.

14.45.6 Morale, Welfare, Recreation (MAR) and Support Services. Contractor enployees working within the theater of operations will, to
t he maxi mum extent possible, be eligible to use MAR facilities, activities, and services subject to the installation or Theater
Commanders discretion and the terms of the contract. Contractor enployees will be eligible for use of Arnmy and Air Force Exchange
Service (AAFES) facilities for health and confort items. Use of these facilities will be based on installation and Theater Commanders
di scretion, the terns of the contract with the Government, and the terms of the applicable Status of Forces Agreenment (SCFA).

14. 46 Status of Forces Agreenents (SOFA)

14.46.1 SOFA is an international agreenment between two or nore Governnments that provide for various privileges, immunities and
responsibilities, as well as the rights and responsibilities of individual nenmbers of the sending states force. The Contractor shall
adhere to all relevant provisions of applicable SOFA and other simlar related agreenents.

14. 47 Uniform Code of Mlitary Justice

14.47.1 CGvilian and Contractor enployees are subject to mlitary |aw when serving with or acconpanying an arnmed force only in tinme of
war. The U.S. Supreme Court has ruled in time of war to mean a congressionally declared war.

14. 48 Public Law 106-523 Mlitary Extraterritorial Jurisdiction Act of 2000. Anmended Title 18, U S. Code, establishes Federal
Jurisdiction over certain crimnal offenses conmtted outside the United States by persons enployed by or acconpanying the Arned Forces,
or by menbers of the Armed Forces who are released or separated fromactive duty prior to being identified and prosecuted for the

conmi ssion of such offenses, and for other purposes. The Act applies to anyone who engages in conduct outside the U S that would
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constitute an of fense punishable by inprisonnent for nore than one year, the sane as the offense had been committed within the
jurisdiction of the U S. The person nust be enployed by or acconpanying the Arned Forces outside the U 'S. The term enpl oyed by the Arned
Forces outside the U S. neans enployed as a civilian enployee of DoD, as a DoD Contractor or an enployee of a DoD Contractor, who is
present or residing outside the U S. in connection with such enploynent, and is not a national of or ordinarily resident in the host
nation. The term acconpanying the Armed Forces outside the U.S. neans a famly nmenber of a menber of the Armed Forces, a civilian

enpl oyee of the DoD, a DoD Contractor or an enployee of a DoD Contractor, not a national of or ordinary resident in the host nation.

14.49 Contractor Health and Life |nsurance

14.49.1 The Governnment has no statutory obligation to provide a Contractor enployee with any health insurance. The Covernnent nay
reimburse sonme life insurance costs as a result of overseas depl oynment.

14.50 Contract Next of Kin Notification

14.50.1 Before deploynent, the Contractor shall ensure that each Contractor enployee conpletes at |east three (3) DD Fornms 93, Record of
Emergency Data Card. One conpleted formis for the CONUS Repl acenent Center (CRC), one copy for the Arnys Casualty & Menorial Affairs
Operations Center (CMAOC), and one copy for the AMC (LSE Contractor Coordination Cell (CCC) or other designated |iaison. Contractor
personnel are responsible for providing the CRCwith tw copies and delivering one copy to the AMC LSE or other designated |iaison upon
arrival in theater. The Contractor personnels office should also maintain this information.

14.50.2 As Executive Agent for Mrtuary Affairs, the Arny will facilitate the notification of the Next of Kin (NOK) in the event that a
U.S. citizen Contractor enployee acconpanying the force OCONUS dies, requires evacuation due to injury, or is reported missing or
captured. Notification support by the Arny is dependent upon each Contractor enployee conpleting, and updating as necessary, the DD Form
93 (Record of Energency Card).

14.50. 3 The Departnment of Arnmy will not directly nmake contact with the NOK since the relationship is between the Governnment and enpl oyer
and not directly with the enployee. In some cases, an Arny Notification Oficer nmay acconpany the enployers representative to facilitate
the notification process, if requested by the enployer. In this case, the Arny Notification Oficer nmay work with the Contractor
Representative in assisting the NOK with applying for and obtaining the appropriate benefits and entitlenents.

14.50.4 It is inportant to note that it is not within the Government's purview to notify the NOK or famly directly. The Arny does not
have any other responsibility other than delivering the remains to the |ocation specified by the NOK as reported by the enpl oyer.

14.50.5 NOK Reports. The Contract shall subnmit in Governnent Defined Format, Frequency and Fidelity a bi-weekly (tw ce per nonth) status
report on all deploynment activities This data shall be provided on the government specified database repository to a fidelity, format
and delivery frequency agreed by the contractor and the Governnent.

14.51 Personnel Recovery (PR) Training

14.51.1 Personnel Recovery is the sumof diplomatic, civil, and mlitary efforts to report, locate, support, recover, return and
repatriate U S. mlitary, DoD civilians, DoD Contractors, and others as directed by the Secretary of Defense who are captured, detained,
evading, isolated or mssing, while participating in a U S. activity or m ssion.

14.51.2 Preserving the lives of US Mlitary, DoD Civilians and DoD Contractors placed in danger of isolation, detention or capture,
while in a US sponsored mission, is one of the highest priorities of the US Governnment. Personnel Recovery is the critical elenent for
AMC to fulfill its nmoral obligation to protect its personnel, prevent exploitation and to reduce the potential for the capture of

Per sonnel .

14.51. 3 Personnel Recovery enconpasses prevention training, conducting mlitary search and rescue, conbat search and rescue, recovery of
i sol ated personnel, and repatriation of hostages, detainees, prisoners of war or persons missing or killed in action.

14.51.4 Al Contractor Personnel conducting OCONUS nissions are required to have Personnel Recovery Training | AWDoDl 3020.41. The
Contracting Oficers Designated Representative will make arrangenents for the Contractor personnel to fulfill the PR requirenents.

14.51.5 Contractor personnel acconpanying the forces in ACRw Il receive their PR Training at CRC. However, the Synchroni zed Personnel
Operational Tracker and Cvilian Personnel Verification Data Card should be conpleted at home station and provide to the PM MRAP to hol d
as backup for the theater. CRC will also require the Contractor personnel to conplete this data.

14.51.6 Contractor personnel conducting OCONUS mi ssions (other than AOR) will also require PR Training. The Contractor will be informed
of the requirenents for each mission. The Contractor personnel wll conplete the follow ng pre-deployment home station training through
the U S. Arny Aviation & Mssile Comrand, Personnel Recovery Program website ://redstoneappsrvl.resdstone.arny. m |/ prp/prp_hone:
