TOYOTA LAND CRUISER SPORT UTILITY VEHICLE (SUV)
THE SUV SHALL BE PROVIDED WITH ALL NEW PARTS, THE MANUFACTURER’S STANDARD EQUIPMENT, AND THE FOLLOWING MINIMUM EQUIPMENT AND CAPABILITIES:
NOTE: SEE SOLICITATION FOR ITEMS BELOW THAT ARE IN BOLD AND UNDERLINED
1. CONFIGURATION
1.1. The vehicle shall be a 4x4 Toyota Land Cruiser HZJ76 SUV.
1.2. The vehicle shall be built to Tropical (General) specifications.
1.3. The vehicle shall be a 2014 model year or later.
2. EQUIPMENT
2.1. The vehicle shall be a Toyota Land Cruiser HZJ76 with all standard equipment and the options specified herein.
2.2. Air conditioning shall be provided.

2.3. AM/FM radio shall be provided.

2.4. Fog lights shall be provided.

2.5. An ABC type fire extinguisher, minimum 2.2 pound (1.0 kg) capacity, with mounting bracket shall be provided.

2.6. The vehicle shall be provided with a first aid kit, three triangles, and tow rope.

2.7. The vehicle shall be provided with a portable 12 volt air compressor kit with pump, hose, and fittings.

2.8. The vehicle shall be provided with storage for the first aid kit, three triangles, tow rope, and 12 volt air compressor kit.

2.9. Front and rear anti-sail mud flaps shall be provided.

2.10. Vehicle shall be provided with a rear mounted pintle.

2.10.1. Pintle shall be compatible with trailer drawbar eye dimensions of 2.0 to 3.0 inches (50.8 to 76.2 mm) loop I.D. and 1.25 to 1.62 inches (31.8 to 41.1 mm) loop cross-section diameter.  

2.11. The vehicle shall have heavy duty side bars/side steps.

2.12. Heavy duty skid plate(s) covering the engine at a minimum shall be provided.

2.13. The vehicle shall be provided with a brush guard or bull bar.
2.14. Front and rear tow hooks shall be provided for vehicle recovery.

2.15. The vehicle shall be provided with two minimum 90 liter (23.8 gallon) fuel tanks capacity.
2.16. Front mounted, heavy duty, 9,000 lb (4,082 kg) first line pull electric winch for self recovery shall be provided.

2.16.1. A roller fairlead and a minimum of 90 feet (27.4 m) of wire rope with a safety factor of 50% above maximum line pull capacity shall be provided with the winch.

2.16.2. Remote control shall be provided.

2.17. Vehicle language requirements: 

2.17.1. All instructions, diagrams, and warning labels shall be in both English and the language specified in the contract (French or Arabic), or in universal symbols, and shall be permanently affixed to the vehicle.  

2.17.2. Fuel filler cap or area near the cap shall be labeled with the type of fuel compatible with the vehicle in both English and the language specified in the contract (French or Arabic) or in universal symbols. 

2.17.3. A manual(s) shall be provided with every vehicle and written in English and the language specified in the contract (French or Arabic).

2.17.3.1. All manual(s) provided shall have an amendment stating the ability to operate on high sulfur content diesel fuel (5,000 ppm or 1/2%).

3. RATINGS
3.1. Vehicle ratings shall be the manufacturer’s published ratings at the time of the offer.

3.2. All individual components, including engine, transmission, driveline, frame, brakes, axles, suspension and tires shall be rated at or above the Gross Vehicle Weight (GVW).
4. ENGINE
4.1. The engine shall be capable of performing as specified herein on high sulfur content diesel fuel (5,000 ppm or 1/2%).
4.2. An air cleaner snorkel system shall be provided for deep-water fording.

4.3. Engine shall be provided with the heaviest duty available cooling and air filtration system designed for very hot (+130°F or +54°C), dusty environments.

5. Steering
5.1. The vehicle shall be either left-hand drive (LHD) or right-hand drive (RHD) as specified in the solicitation.

6. WHEEL ASSEMBLY (TIRE AND WHEEL)
6.1. The vehicle shall be provided with Yokohama 7.50R16 08YS402 (Y402B), Michelin XS 7.50R16 or equivalent sand tires.

6.2. The vehicle shall be provided with a full-size spare wheel assembly with holder.   

6.3. All tires shall be of the same size, load rating and tread design, and all wheel assemblies shall be interchangeable, including the spare wheel assembly.

7. ELECTRICAL SYSTEM
7.1. The vehicle shall be provided with a minimum 120 amp alternator.

7.2. The vehicle shall be provided with two heavy duty minimum 70 amp hour maintenance free batteries, split charge diode battery isolator, and a switch on the dash to alternate between both batteries.
8. COLOR
8.1. The exterior color of the vehicle shall be OEM white, OEM black, aftermarket flat tan or aftermarket flat green and this will be specified in the solicitation.  If aftermarket flat tan or flat green is specified: all mirror housings, door handles, wiper arms (not blades), body/glass moldings, snorkels, emblem/nameplates, gas caps, grilles, bumpers, bull bars, running boards, wheel rims, wheel wells, mud flaps, skid plates and total underbody shall be painted the same as the body color.
9. RADIO FREQUENCY IDENTIFICATION (RFID) TAGS

9.1. Each vehicle or item and associated lot of spares shall be tagged with a removable active RFID data rich tracking tag, specifically designated as either:

9.1.1. Savi ST-654-031

9.1.2. Savi ST-654-040

9.1.3. Identec I-Q310 DRT 

9.1.4. Evigia EV3-DRT

9.2. The active RFID tag shall have at least 128 Kbytes of memory.

9.3. The active RFID tag shall be compliant with ISO 18000/7.

9.4. The tag shall be located on the exterior of the vehicle or item in a noticeable and easily observable spot. The tag for the spares shall be located in a noticeable and easily observable spot on the exterior of the pallet or container. 
9.5. The tag shall be securely affixed to the vehicle or item in such a way that it cannot fall off. Securing the RFID tag with two or more plastic cable ties is the preferred method. 

9.6. The tag data and electronic data field format shall be in accordance with specifications established by Joint Total Asset Visibility (JTAV) version 2.0, section 3.4.1 “Commodity Item Database Format”  with the following clarifications:

9.6.1. The “document field” titled “DOCUMENT” shall be the document number (e.g. “milstrip”) as specified by the Government procuring agency. 

9.6.2. The “MISC1” field shall be the item serial number, if available. 

9.6.3. The “MISC2” field shall be used for user comments (e.g. contract number).
