C.1  Scope  The contractor shall test and repair to serviceable condition as defined below two Eye-safe Laser Range Finders (ELRFs) that

belong to FMS customer.

The Egypt Co Production Management Office will supply two ELRFs S/Ns 2445-UEX & 3164-UEX to the contractor.

C.2 Initial Inspection.

C.2.1   Initial Inspection.

C.2.1.2 The contractor shall evaluate and test each ELRF against performance specification 12972530, in order to ascertain the nature

and extent of the failures and an estimated repair cost for each unit.

C.2.1.2.1 If the estimated repair cost exceeds $30,000, then the ELRF shall be considered Beyond Economical Repair and the contractor

shall request disposition of the ELRF from the contract specialist.

C.3.2 Repair.

C.3.2.1 New or repaired parts shall meet the performance specification 12972530 and interface control drawing 12975313

C.3.2.2 A standard repair is defined as the process by which a Government owned ELRF is returned to a serviceable condition In

Accordance With (IAW) Army approved acceptance criteria requirements, as specified in C.2.1.1 of this Statement of Work.

C.3.2.3 Non-functional changes and/or parts replacement shall not be made for the purpose of standardization of components, tolerances,

process techniques, etc., unless such standardization is directed by a contract modification.

C.3.2.4 Each repair shall be based on operating characteristics of performance specification 12972530 and is not intended to be returned

to a cosmetically like-new condition.

C.3.2.5 Only qualified parts and materials shall be used in the repair process.  If testing and engineering analysis determine that an

item has no evidence of failure but the item needs to be cleaned, updated, and painted, the contractor shall perform the appropriate

maintenance IAW performance specification 12972530.

C.4. Shipment of Repaired Assets.

C.4.1 The contractor shall return all assets IAW Shipping directions in Section B.

C.4.2  Components of the ELRFs which are not authorized for repair shall be returned IAW Section B.  Un-repairable, unusable parts, and

components will be returned to the Government of Egypt unless otherwise directed by Co-production Management Office.

C.5  Configuration Management.

C.5.1  In those cases where specifications permit and it is economically feasible to do so, removed parts which are normally classified

consumable may be repaired instead of replaced, provided repair costs do not exceed the cost of new parts.  Repaired parts shall meet

the performance specification for the item and may be subject to verification by the Defense Contract Management Agency.

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     (a)  The preservation, packing, and marking requirements for this contract/order shall be accomplished in accordance with the

performance requirements defined herein.  The following Packaging requirements shall apply:

          LEVEL OF PRESERVATION:  Commercial

          LEVEL OF PACKING:  Commercial

          QUANTITY PER UNIT PACKAGE:  1

          (1)  Packaging:  Preservation, packaging, packing, unitization and marking furnished by the supplier shall provide protection

for a minimum of one year and meet or exceed the following requirements. It also provides for multiple handling, redistribution and

shipment by any mode.

          (2)  Cleanliness:  Items shall be free of dirt and other contaminants which would contribute to the deterioration of the item

or which would require cleaning by the customer prior to use. Coatings and preservatives applied to the item for protection are not

considered contaminants.

          (3)  Preservation:  Items susceptible to corrosion or deterioration shall be provided protection by means of preservative

coatings, volatile corrosion inhibitors, desiccants, waterproof and/or watervaporproof barriers.

          (4)  Cushioning:  Items requiring protection from physical and mechanical damage (e.g. fragile, sensitive, material critical)

or which could cause physical damage to other items, shall be protected by wrapping, cushioning, pack compartmentalization, or other

means to mitigate shock and vibration to prevent damage during handing and shipment.

     (b)  Unit Package:  A unit package shall be so designed and constructed that it will contain the contents with no damage to the

item(s), and with minimal damage to the unit pack during shipment and storage in the shipping container, and will allow subsequent

handling. The outermost component of a unit package shall be a container such as a sealed bag, carton or box. Unit packs shall be

designed to conserve weight and cube while retaining the protection required and enhancing standardization.

     (c)  Unit Package Quantity:  Unless otherwise specified, the unit package quantity shall be one each part, set, assembly, kit, etc.

     (d)  Intermediate Package:  Intermediate packaging is required whenever one or more of the following conditions exists:

          (1)  The quantity is over one (1) gross of the same national stock number,

          (2)  Use enhances handling and inventorying,

          (3)  The exterior surfaces of the unit pack is a bag of any type, regardless of size,

          (4)  The unit pack is less than 64 cubic inches,

          (5)  The weight of the unit pack is under five (5) pounds and no dimension is over twelve (12) inches.

Intermediate containers shall be limited to a maximum of 100 unit packs, a net load of 40 pounds, or a maximum volume of 1.5 cubic feet,

whichever occurs first.

     (e)  Packing:

          (1)  Unit packages and intermediate packages not meeting the requirements for a shipping container shall be packed in shipping

containers.  All shipping containers shall be the most cost effective and shall be of minimum cube to contain and protect the items.

          (2)  Shipping Containers:  The shipping container (including any necessary blocking, bracing, cushioning, or waterproofing)

shall comply with the regulations of the carrier used and shall provide safe delivery to the destination at the lowest tariff cost.  The

shipping container shall be capable of multiple handling, stacking at least ten feet high, and storage under favorable conditions (such

as enclosed facilities) for a minimum of one year.

     (f)  Unitization:  Shipments of identical items going to the same destination shall be palletized if they have a total cubic

displacement of 50 cubic feet or more unless skids or other forklift handling features are included on the containers. Pallet loads must

be stable, and to the greatest extent possible, provide a level top for ease of stacking.  A palletized load shall be of a size to allow

for placement of two loads high and wide in a conveyance.  The weight capacity of the pallet must be adequate for the load.  The

preferred pallet is a 40 x 48 inch, 4-way entry pallet although variations may be permitted as dictated by the characteristics of the

items being unitized.  The load shall be contained in a manner that will permit safe handling during shipment and storage.

     (g)  Marking:

          (1)  All unit packages, intermediate packs, exterior shipping containers, and, as applicable, unitized loads shall be marked

in accordance with MIL-STD-129, Revision P, Change Notice 4, dated 19 Sep 2007, including bar coding and Military Shipment Label (MSL).
