Questions and Answers for the Urban Operation Squad Set W56HZV-13-R-0061 for Amendment 0003 

Q11) While reviewing the following individual items which are specified as “Brand Name and/or Brand Name or Equal” in the Description for Purchase (DFP), Bluewater Ropes and Petzl have just informed us that the COTS items listed below by part number are not Berry Compliant because they consist of woven materials which do not meet the Berry requirement.

 These two Petzl items are considered “or Equal” items and we have been unable to identify any suitable “or Equal” replacements to these Petzl products, we are requesting additional time to allow Petzl to source the correct materials.  We are also requesting that TACOM accept their new Berry compliant part numbers (once they are created) as approved “or Equal” items.  Please note: the Ascender, Foot P/N B02BLA & B02BRA are unique designs utilizing mechanical attachments that are exclusive to Petzl used in conjunction with woven strap material to secure it to the users foot.  http://www.petzl.com/us/pro/rope-clamps-progression-0/pantin

A11) All of the above part numbers have been changed via Amendment 0003.


Q12)   3.16.25  Cutting Edge Tactical is called out as “brand name only” for the breaching tool set. However, the part numbers listed are Ruhl Tech Engineering’s part numbers; Ruhl Tech Engineering is the OEM of the tools, components, and the end item. Why is the requirement for “brand name only” to Cutting Edge Tactical when the set and/or components can be purchased directly from any of Ruhl Tech Engineering’s distributors? 

Furthermore, the backpack nor the small Pelican parts box is called out 3.16.25 or any of the sub-lines of the specs for the breaching tool set. We understand for certain that under the previous contract that the Ruhl Tech Engineering’s items were put into the set (end item) that the government desires. Please advise as to the necessity of the “brand name only” to Cutting Edge Tactical, and what of the components that are not listed in 3.16.25 or its sub-lines of the DFP.

A12) The part number for the overall breaching set (CETMBK002) as well as the following components within the breaching set (3.16.25.1: CETMBKMC; 3.16.25.7: CETRKT; 3.16.25.8: CETMKDVD) are all cutting edge tactical part numbers.  All components required for the breaching set are listed in DFP ECB 047 under item 3.16.25.  The technical description and components listed in 3.16.25 reflect the requirement set forth by the combat developer.  The brand-name-only breaching set and components are essential to this effort to ensure continued standardization of equipment in the field.  Procuring the brand name breaching set listed will avoid additional costs and time delays associated with modifying the Technical Manual and Supply Catalog for the urban operations squad set. 

 Q13)   In speaking with Stevali, there is a question as the quantity, size, and type of the requested heat sensing labels. While you specify how many sections to place them on, you do not specify how many to place there, i.e. one on the inside bottom and one on the inside top, or one on the very top, outside of the most bottom and most top sections (just examples for discussion here). Furthermore, it’s not specified as to the size and color of the heat sensing labels as there are different sizes, shapes, and colors. Is it up to the contractor’s discretion to choose?

A13) Section 3 of DFP ECB 047 has been updated Via Amendment 0003 to reflect more details of quantity, type, location and specification of labels needed.  


Q14) Regarding: 3.16.28 Breaching Saw Kit

Please reconfirm the quantities of each item that makes up the Breaching Saw kit.  

It is our understanding (with confirmation from Broco) that their Breaching Saw kit requires: 2 each 36V Li-Ion batteries, 2 each 4.5" diamond blade and 2 each 7" diamond blade, all other items in this kit should be quantity 1 each and confirmed by the picture shown in the DFP.  But the description below and the Table 3 Component list only shows 1 each for the 4.5" and 7" diamond blades.

3.16.28 Breaching Saw Kit. The breaching saw kit shall include a 36V cut-off tool, 1 hour charger, two 36V Li-Ion batteries, 4.5" and 7" diamond blades, 4.5" and 7" blade guard, side handle, handle yoke, wrench and custom storage box. The cut-off tool shall be commercial grade, compact, lightweight and operated utilizing a 36V Li-Ion rechargeable battery. It shall not weigh more than 8 lbs and have a no load speed of 6,500 rpm. The battery shall be rechargeable from a 120 VAC supply to a full operational charge in no more than one hour. The diamond blades shall consist of a double layer diamond brazed cutting edge. Brand Name or Equal to: Broco Inc., P/N BRO-36V-KIT. Quantity: 2 kits.

A14) Table 3 of the DFP, Purchase Descriptions and the Tool Load Attachment have been changed to 2 each 4.5” blade and 7” blade/kit for a total of 4 blades for 4.5” and 7” Via Amendment 0003. 

[bookmark: OLE_LINK3][bookmark: OLE_LINK4]Q15) Would it be possible to receive the Technical Manuals (TM) for both Squad W56HZV13R0061 and Platoon W56HZV13R0060?

A15)  The Technical Manuals are protected with Distribution Statement C- Distribution authorized to U.S. Government agencies and their Contractors; therefore, we are unable to release the Technical Manuals to the public.

Q16) Regarding Items 3.16.15, 3.16.16, and 3.16.17.  The DFP calls for CYALUME part numbers 9-74780, 9-17100, and 9-76300 which provide a box quantity of 100 light sticks, each. Currently the DFP states that 800 light sticks are required per set.  Can the Government please verify this is the quantity they require per set, and if they only require a quantity 8 each per kit rather than 800 would the Government Issue that clarification?

A16) Cyalume PN comes in a quantity of 100 per pack, the purchase description calls out 8 sticks out of that 100.  The purchase description has been reworded to clarify that specification Via Amendment 0003.
