Scope of Work

“USAG-M Shoreline Security Camera Installation”

Revision 1

1.0 Contractor shall provide all necessary plant, labor, materials, and equipment to accomplish the project to install shoreline security cameras.  The Contractor shall install the security cameras in strict accordance with all applicable local and national communication and electrical codes including EIA/TIA and NEMA.  

· Install 3x4” conduits from Bldg 300 to Shoreline via direct trench method.

· Install 3x4” conduits from Shoreline hand hole north to front gate, installing hand holes as required.

· Install 3x4” conduits from Shoreline hand hole south to last camera location.

· Install 2” conduit from closest hand hole to existing camera pole locations.

· Install 24-strand single mode fiber from Bldg 300 to Shoreline hand hole.

· Install 24-strand single mode fiber from Shoreline hand hole to 2nd camera location. 

· Install 12-strand single mode fiber from 2nd camera location to north most camera location.

· Install 6-strand single mode fiber from Shoreline hand hole to south most camera location.

· Terminate, and test installed fiber. 

· Install a total of 5 fusion splices-

· 1 splice will be installed at each of the 4 camera locations.

· Mount outdoor splice enclosures and fiber termination hardware at each camera location, and riser guard protection.

· Mount 4 cameras replacing existing camera locations.

· BBNS will assume all responsibility concerning permitting and as-builts.

2.0 Fiber Cable Specifications:  Contractor shall provide a fiber cable submittal to the c.o.r. for approval
3.0    Conduit Installation

3.1 Trenching.  

3.1.1 Contractor shall not trench through existing paved areas without approval from the C.O.R.

3.1.2  Trench Excavation:  All federal state and local regulations shall be followed including those pertaining to: rights of way; permits; combined trenches; excavation of open trenches; shoring; minimum cover over ducts; and safety.

3.1.2.1  Contractor shall coordinate the routing of the conduit with all utility companies, the U.S. Army Garrison and the 127th Wing, ANG who may have underground lines in the area of the proposed trenching layout.

3.1.2.2  Trench Dimensions.  The trench shall be a minimum of 44 inches deep.   The width of the trench shall equal the width of the duct bank to be installed plus a minimum of 3” space on each side.

3.1.2.3  Trench Wall.  Unstable soil conditions in the trench wall shall be stabilized before laying the duct.  Shore trench walls as required.

3.1.2.4  Trench Bottom.  The trench bottom shall be smooth and free of any debris that may be detrimental to conduit or impeded the positioning of spacers.  The contractor shall install a four inch layer of compactable bedding material when trench bottom is rocky.   Bedding must be uniformly graded to provide continuous support.  Contractor shall stabilize unstable trench bottoms before laying conduit.

3.2  Joining.

3.2.1 Conduit joint surfaces shall be clean and free from dirt, foreign materials and moisture.

3.2.2  Contractor shall follow conduit manufacturer’s recommendation for the PVC used when selecting joining cement.

3.3 Backfill.  Embedment Zone:  Contractor shall ensure that the backfill is compactable and stable and that the backfill in the embedment zone is not highly organic or a highly plastic clay.

3.4 Compaction.  Contractor shall ensure that the embedment zone and final backfill is properly compacted in order to limit the deflection of the conduit.  The compacted soil shall completely encase each conduit and be free of voids.     

4.0 Installation of Fiber Optic Cable

At no time shall more than 400 pounds of tension be placed on any fiber cable while it is being pulled through tray or conduit. It is preferred that all fiber cable be pulled with hand power only. If power winches or mechanical advantage devices are used to pull cable, a tensionometer must be used to insure that maximum tension is not exceeded. Alternatively, a "mechanical fuse" rated at 350 pounds may be included in the linkage. Torsion shall be avoided by the use of a swivel at the cable end. While under tension, a minimum bend radius of 20 times the outside cable diameter will be maintained through the use of pulleys and sheaves where required.  After pulling, no bend may have a radius, at rest, of less than 10 times the outside cable diameter.

4.1    Labeling
Each cable is to be permanently labeled at each end with a unique cable number.  In addition, labels shall be affixed to the cable at every transition of a vault, hand hole, riser closet, or major pull box.  


4.2 Connectors and Splices

Contract shall fusion splice as needed to connect to existing Security Camera Project
 
5.0 Testing


5.2 After Installation and termination

5.2.1. All fiber strands shall be tested end-to-end for bi-directional attenuation, 1310 nm/1550 nm for singlemode fibers. Tests should be conducted in compliance with EIA/TIA-526-14, according to the manufacturer’s instructions for the test set being utilized.

5.2.2. Tests must ensure that the measured link loss for each strand does not exceed the “worst case” allowable loss defined as the sum of the connector loss and the optical loss (based on the performance standard above, 2.1.1 and 2.2.1).

5.2.3. After the cable is in place it shall be tested in the following manner: 

a. After termination, each fiber shall be tested with an ODTR for length, transmission anomalies, and end-to-end attenuation. Results are to be recorded and supplied to the C.O.R. in the form of hard-copy printouts or photographs of screen traces. 

b. After termination and bulkhead mounting, each terminated fiber is to be tested for end-to-end loss with a power meter/light source. As above, results are to be recorded and supplied to the C.O.R. 

c. The maximum allowable attenuation for any splice or termination is 0.2 dB. 

5.2.4. The contractor shall review all end faces of field terminated connectors with a fiber inspection scope following the final polish. Connector end faces with hackles, scratches, cracks chips and or surface pitting shall be rejected and repolished or replaced if repolishing will not remove the end face surface defects. The recommended minimum viewing magnifications for connector ends are 100X for multimode fiber and 200X for singlemode fiber.

GENERAL NOTES:

1. The contractor shall visit the site and become fully informed of the job and the conditions under which the work shall be performed.

2. All construction procedures and material shall be in accordance with the current standards and specifications of the U.S. Army and Macomb County which are incorporated as part of these plans.

3. Working hours on the installation are Monday through Friday 7:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.  Contractor will not be allowed to work on Holidays.

Contractor/Contractor superintendent shall be available by phone to the C.O.R. at all times when work is being performed.  Contractor/Contractor superintendent shall be able to respond within 30 minutes to issues requiring immediate attention as determined by the C.O.R. or representative from the USAG-M DPW.

"Quality Control Daily Report" shall be submitted electronically or in person to the COR each day.  This submittal shall be turned in by 0800 hours for the work to be performed that day.  Failure to submit this form as required shall be justification for the approving authorities to disapprove the contact's work for that day.

7. Flame permits are required for all welding, cutting and soldering.  A fire extinguisher must be present at all operations requiring flame permits.  Flammables must be stored in proper cabinets.

8. Contractor shall be responsible for obtaining dig permit.

9.  The Contractor shall keep the work area clean and free of debris on a daily basis, as directed by the C.O.R.

10. Protect plant life, lawns, and other features remaining as a portion of final landscaping.

11. Protect existing structures, fences, sidewalks, paving, and curbs from construction equipment and vehicular traffic.

12. Any difference between the actual conditions and that relaxed on the construction plans shall be brought to the attention of the Contracting Officer’s Representative.  The Contractor will be responsible for any damage to existing above ground or below ground facilities that result from their construction operations.

13. Place topsoil, seed, and mulch between all areas disturbed during construction.

Demolition Notes

1. Conform to applicable codes for demolition of structures, safety of adjacent structures, dust control, disposal, safety, and construction.

2. Notify affected utility companies/owners before starting work and comply with their requirements.

3. Do not close or obstruct roadways, sidewalks, or hydrants without written permission from the COR.

4. Provide, erect and maintain temporary barriers and security devices as required for public and workmen safety.

5. Protect existing landscaping materials, appurtenances, structures, and equipment which are not to be demolished.

6. Conduct demolition to minimized interference with adjacent structures and occupancies.

7. Cease operation immediately if adjacent structures appear to be in danger.  Notify Contracting Officer’s Representative.  Do not resume operations until directed.
