SCOPE OF WORK:

The Cable support contractor shall provide overall installation and maintenance support on cable infrastructure to include cabling, jacks, phone room/wiring closet work, and provide for connectivity to other infrastructure hardware such as telecom and data switches. 

All cabling installations/changes, including installation of new cable, de-installation of older/existing cable, re-routing of cable, re-configuration of cable distribution system, etc; shall be coordinated in advance with designated government points of contact.
