Statement of Work

C.1  The objective of this contract is to develop, enhance and maintain National Automotive Center (NAC) expertise in ground vehicle intelligence applications and their supporting systems and equipment.   The Contractor shall provide the level of expertise, as required in Section B, to accomplish specialized engineering and technical services.  This support encompasses diagnostics and prognostics (C.3.1), micro electro-mechanical systems (MEMS) (C.3.2), advanced power management systems (C.3.3), embedded controls (C.3.4), and integrated data environment (C.3.5). In addition to the discrete tasks accomplished within these technical areas, the contractor shall also provide and perform associated program management (C.3.6) and training (C.3.7) in conjunction with the discrete tasks performed under paragraphs C.3.1 through C.3.5 herein.  

C.1.1  The Contractor shall perform all work under this contract in accordance with discrete work directives issued by the Contracting Officer.  All work directives will be issued by formal contract modification and signed by the Contracting Officer.  The support provided by the Contractor shall augment existing resources with experience and capability, which is not normally available or is beyond in-house capabilities.  All work is in assistance to the National Automotive Center and is advisory only.  Any products delivered and services performed must be reviewed and approved by the Government before release.  

C.1.2  The Contractor shall not act or represent itself as an agent of the Government nor shall it have authority to make decisions or bind the Government to any agreements or commitments through performance of any work under this contract.

C.1.3  Work performed under this contract shall be funded utilizing research and development funds only.

C.2 Work Directives  

C.2.1
All work under this contract shall be performed in accordance with the work directives issued by the Contracting Officer.  No work shall begin until the Contractor has received a fully executed work directive.  Work shall be performed in sequential order as long as completion dates are adhered to.

C.2.6 The Government has the unilateral right to increase or decrease the work to be performed under this contract by the issuance of work directives signed by the Contracting Officer.  It is understood and agreed that such adjustments shall be made within the general scope of work and the level of effort of the contract and without equitable adjustment.   The COR has the right to prioritize work being performed under the contract.  

C.2.7 The Contractor shall not exceed costs authorized by the Work Directive.  If the Contractor believes the costs incurred during the performance of the work directive exceed the amounts contained in the work directive, the contractor shall provide written notification to the COR for appropriate action along with a revised cost estimate to complete the work. 

C.3.  General Task Requirements

The Contractor shall continue support for emerging technology requirements associated with the US Army National Automotive Center (NAC) in the technology areas noted below; to include engineering analysis, technical evaluation and integration of new technologies and architectures in support of U.S. Army ground vehicle platforms and supporting systems as specified under each work directive:

· Diagnostics/ Prognostics

· Micro Electro-Mechanical Systems (MEMS)

· Advanced Power Management

· Embedded Controls

· Integrated Data Environment (IDE)

C.3.1  Diagnostics and Prognostics.  

The contractor shall support US Army ground vehicle advancement efforts in the areas of diagnostic monitoring and prognostic maintenance applications built into vehicle systems.  These systems can perform routine “health” monitoring, troubleshooting functions, preventive maintenance, and generate in-vehicle information for the driver and passengers.  These services will reduce component failure, help manage vehicle repair schedules, and aid in the integration of digital networking to include email, web, cellular and satellite navigation.

C.3.1.1 The contractor shall conduct research and evaluation of existing and emerging diagnostics and prognostics technology solutions and devices for potential integration in US Army ground vehicle platforms, including “health” monitoring, preventive maintenance devices and in-vehicle communication and information technologies.  The contractor shall analyze these potential systems for their ability to integrate in US Army ground vehicle legacy systems, and emerging and future ground vehicle platform programs.

C.3.1.2  The contractor shall develop equipment technologies, and integrated solutions to support field maintenance and depot activities and commands.  The contractor shall conduct research and analysis to integrate preventive maintenance scheduling and analysis tools for readiness estimations and projections, and optimization of logistical related functions. The contractor shall develop equipment technologies to demonstrate diagnostics and prognostic functions on US Army ground vehicle platforms.

C.3.1.3  The contractor shall provide evaluation and analysis for the adaptation, customization and development of systems and software architectures for diagnostics and prognostics technologies and components.  The contractor shall develop architectures for component and system technologies for integration into selected US Army ground vehicle legacy platforms, and potential integration into future and emerging US Army wheeled vehicle systems

C.3.2  Micro Electro-Mechanical Systems (MEMS)

The contractor shall support US Army programs in the areas of MEMS research, development and integration.  The contractor shall research and evaluate component systems and technologies applicable for integration as a MEMS system or component on US Army ground vehicle platforms and support systems, and make recommendations for development, customization and implementation of potential MEMS components and systems into US Army ground vehicle platforms and supporting systems.

C.3.2.1  The contractor shall identify promising MEMS technologies, sensors and devices that have dual-use applications for US Army ground vehicles and vehicle support systems, and recommend packaging and integration adaptations for the identified devices. The contractor shall analyze and evaluate selected MEMS technologies and their performance capabilities on ground vehicle legacy and emerging systems.  

C.3.2.2  The contractor shall support integration efforts on selected MEMS devices and sensors including installation activities on ground vehicle demonstrator platforms.  The contractor shall evaluate and test against any performance claims or estimates, and characterize any performance problems or weaknesses in the device capabilities or properties.

C.3.2.3  The contractor shall provide evaluation and analysis for the adaptation, customization and development of MEMS system architectures.  The contractor shall develop architectures for MEMS component and system technologies for integration into selected US Army ground vehicle legacy platforms, and potential integration into future and emerging US Army wheeled vehicle systems.

C.3.3  Advanced Power Management Systems

The contractor shall support US Army programs associated with increasing vehicle battery life through advanced power management technologies on standard 14V and 28V Army vehicle architectures; as well as multi-voltage high-power systems.

C.3.3.1  The contractor shall evaluate the feasibility of integrating new power management technologies to aid in battery life and vehicle stand time.  Some of these new technologies include fuel cells, integrated starter-alternator (ISA,) liquid-cooled alternators, smart batteries, and ultra-capacitors.

C.3.3.2  The contractor shall conduct research and development to further analyze emerging power management technologies and their feasibility for integration, cost and packaging. Further evaluation and recommendation will be made as to their applicability on US Army tactical ground vehicle platforms and supporting equipment systems.  The contractor shall also consider implementing MEMS technologies into the architecture of these new vehicle power management solutions.

C.3.3.3  The contractor shall consider simplicity, efficiency, affordability, safety, and convenience when implementing new power management strategies onto Army vehicle architectures.  The latest technologies will be evaluated and recommended in order to offer state-of-the-art power management systems options without impairing vehicle performance.  Planning for system growth with minimal rework as new vehicle sub-systems are introduced is also crucial to developing a robust solution.
C.3.4  Embedded Controls
The contractor shall support US Army ground vehicles platforms and intelligent support systems and equipment that are reliant upon “embedded control” systems to control their operation.  The contractor shall research and analyze current embedded legacy technologies and systems (to include sensor technologies) for potential enhancements and improvements, and analyze and identify emerging technology solutions for potential integration on Army ground vehicle platforms and support systems. 

C.3.4.1 The contractor shall identify and analyze embedded devices to apply or enhance control systems, which improve performance and/or add new capabilities to selected US Army ground vehicles and support equipment.  The contractor shall research available new embedded devices, sensors and technologies for leveraging opportunities, and conduct assessments of emerging embedded technologies for potential inclusion on US Army ground vehicle platforms.

C.3.4.2  The contractor shall analyze and evaluate existing and emerging embedded control system architectures for US Army ground vehicle systems and conduct research to identify commercial automotive emergent technology systems for potential implementation on Army ground vehicle systems and support equipment. The contractor shall design and implement embedded control system architectures for selected NAC ground vehicle platform and support system programs.

C.3.4.3  The contractor shall provide evaluation and recommendations for the integration of selected embedded system devices, sensors and architectures for use on Army ground vehicle systems and support equipment.  The contractor shall design and develop embedded system architectures for integration on the US Army legacy tactical wheeled vehicle fleet and emerging and developing ground vehicle systems and platforms.

C.3.5  Integrated Data Environment

The contractor shall support US Army ground vehicle acquisition and product life cycle efforts that are supported by storage, retrieval and sharing of electronic data for the US Army National Automotive Center.  This includes information and data flow processes relating to engineering, research, development, manufacturing and business acquisition activities.  The IDE ensures a unified collection of data and documents that can be stored, retrieved, and shared according to roles, responsibilities, and need-to-know requirements.  

C.3.5.1  The contractor shall provide technical support for IDE related processes for current and planned engineering efforts within the NAC and other organizations with which it interfaces.  Analyze IDE support options and estimate the costs and benefits associated with adopting the options.  Consider existing tools such as Windchill engineering product data management and collaboration software, and any other IDE-supporting systems available at TARDEC.

C.3.5.2 The contractor shall identify business acquisition workflows in the NAC and its related organizations that can be streamlined or made more consistent through the application of IDE-related systems and propose workflow automation and tracking solutions as part of a larger IDE system.

C.3.6  Program Management  

The contractor shall provide program management support for efforts associated with paragraphs C.3.1 through C.3.5.  This may include development of studies, and related presentation material for use in briefing government agencies, industry and academia.

C.3.7  Training

The contractor shall conduct specialized training and coaching as specified within each work directive in support of efforts associated with sections C.3.1 through C.3.5.  This training may include one-on-one coaching, small interactive working groups or formalized classroom training.  Training may involve the transfer of findings and/or methodologies developed under individuals tasks relating to sections C.3.1 through C.3.5.  The contractor shall develop necessary training material, handouts, or other reference material to support such training efforts.  The contractor may be required to provide a laboratory and/or a research environment sufficient to conduct training in. 

C.4 Meetings

C.4.1 Start-of-Work Meetings.  The Contractor shall convene a post-award Start-of-Work meeting within thirty days after award of this basic contract or any work directives issued to establish working relationships and responsibilities, and to review the work directives.  The Contractor shall ensure that any major subcontractors attend this meeting. 

C.4.2 The Contractor shall conduct Management Review Meetings as agreed to with the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR).  The purpose of these meetings will be to review cumulative performance of the tasks defined by the SOW.  The MR meetings shall be held at a location specified by the Government.  Attendance will be limited to key Contractor and Government personnel.

C.4.3 The Contractor shall provide administrative support for meetings and Government-scheduled reviews. The Contractor shall provide administrative support to the COR for selected Government briefings and presentations.  Administrative support may include the preparation of briefing charts and materials and attendance at Government conferences and meetings.  The Contractor shall conduct reviews at the location specified by the COR.  Tele/video conferencing support may be required to support meetings.  Conference support may include facility, office equipment, and clerical personnel.  The Contractor shall attend, take part in, and prepare minutes if requested by the Government work directive.  An agenda shall be coordinated between Government and Contractor personnel prior to Contractor-hosted meetings.

C. 5  Reporting

The Contractor shall manage and control the resources necessary to ensure timely achievement of all the requirements of this Contract in the most economical manner to the extent required by this SOW, and any supplemental agreements.   The contractor shall submit bi-monthly cost and status reports in accordance with CDRL A001. {Bi-Monthly Contract Progress Status and Management Report, IAW DI-MGMT-80227- see Exhibit A}.

STATUS OF FUNDS ON COST REIMBURSEMENT CONTRACTS/CLINS                         (JUNE 1989)

f. The Contractor shall review the funding as it relates to work performed on the cost-reimbursement Contract Line Item Numbers (CLINs) under this contract and shall provide to the Procuring Contracting Officer (PCO) a written determination of what, if any, funds are excess to requirements (leaving a reasonable amount for final overhead rate negotiations and other reasonably predicted requirements) and are available for deobligation. This review shall be coordinated with the Administrative Contracting Officer (ACO), and the written determination shall be accomplished within 120 days of completion of performance under the CLIN.  The report shall be prepared in terms of dollars available per Purchase Request Order Number (PRON), unless requested otherwise by the PCO.

g. This report may be requested in writing by the PCO on additional occasions during the course of performance of work on cost-reimbursable CLINs contained in this contract. On such occasions, the written report shall be provided to the PCO within 14 days of Contractor receipt of the written request.
