C.1  INTRODUCTION
C.1.1  Background and Objective.  The Department of Defense (DoD), in accordance with legislation passed into law by Congress, is conducting a Base Realignment and Closure (BRAC) round for 2005.  BRAC is the process DoD uses to reorganize its base structure to:  (1) more efficiently and effectively support our forces, (2) increase operational readiness and (3) facilitate new ways of doing business.  The BRAC process eliminates or reduces unnecessary infrastructure to optimize military readiness and capability.  All military installations, within the continental United States and its territories (under the control of the federal government) will be examined as part of this process.  The Tank-automotive and Armaments Command (TACOM) is responsible for the oversight and management of eight geographic sites in the BRAC 05 process:  U. S. Army Garrison-Michigan, Detroit Arsenal; U. S. Army Garrison-Michigan, Selfridge; Anniston Army Depot; Red River Army Depot; Sierra Army Depot; Watervliet Arsenal; Rock Island Arsenal and Lima Army Tank Plant.  The TACOM Commander must personally certify all data provided by all TACOM sites in the BRAC 2005 process.  This effort is facilitated by a small team located at TACOM HQ in Warren, MI.  Each site has a designated BRAC Trusted Agent to administer BRAC 2005 actions.  Joint capabilities and partnering agreements have been articulated.
C.1.2  The objective of this Statement of Work (SOW) requires, as a minimum, to have a broad based industry partner/advisor provide cross-level analysis covering all TACOM sites, to the in-house TACOM BRAC team and TACOM Command Group.
C.2.0  REQUIREMENTS
C.2.1  Task Descriptions.
C.2.1.1  The Contractor shall prepare, update, and review draft and final BRAC program documentation to ensure inquiries from the Department of Defense, Department of Army (DA), and the Army Material Command (AMC) are properly and accurately addressed in a timely manner.  Documentation to be prepared, updated, and reviewed shall include data call questions and comments related to the 2005 BRAC activities.  
C.2.2  The contractor shall research, analyze and evaluate BRAC program documentation and shall prepare recommendations related to the BRAC 2005 program directive.  The contractor shall provide advice and strategic recommendations based on knowledge and information disseminated at the DoD level that may impact TACOM organizations.  The effort relates to the U.S. Army Garrison-Michigan, Detroit Arsenal and Selfridge and all other TACOM sites.
C.2.3  The Contractor shall have experience in the preparation of program documentation relating to the DoD BRAC program in the areas of:
C.2.3.1  Interfacing with DA, AMC, and DoD joint cross service interrelationships to formulate, analyze, and evaluate multiple scenarios related to BRAC 2005 in order to prepare TACOM responses to program requirements.
C.2.3.2  DoD depot and industrial operations.
C.2.3.3  DoD research and development operations.
C.2.3.4  Working with web-based database systems.
C.3.0  Deliverables/Tasks.  
    The Contractor shall:
C.3.1  Attend kick-off meeting at TACOM-Warren within seven (7) days after contract award.
C.3.2  Provide written weekly activity reports on project tasks.  Format of reports shall be Word, Excel, or PowerPoint documents.
C.3.3  Prepare and provide written analysis of findings relating to BRAC data inquiries.
C.3.4  Develop and provide recommended responses to BRAC data inquiries.
C.3.4.1  TACOM approval/disapproval of a deliverable and any comments will be provided to the contractor within five (5) working days of receipt of the deliverable.  The analytical review and subsequent recommendations on BRAC questions leads to the final certification of the data call questions for all sites by the Senior Mission Commander.
C.4.   GOVERNMENT FURNISHED RESOURCES
C.4.1   General.  The Government will provide the following resources:
C.4.1.1  The Contractor will not be provided government furnished property.  The Contractor will be provided on-site workspace at TACOM-Warren, to include computer, telephone, printing and copying capability.
C.4.1.2.  Publications.  The government will provide the contractor with copies of directives, instructions, SOPs required to accomplish tasking provided in this agreement.  Where copies of said documents cannot be provided, the contractor will be given access to these documents. 
C.5  ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS
C.5.1    User Project Manger/COR is Ms. Donna Westby.  
C.5.2  Place of Performance.  The work shall be performed at the TACOM-Warren, MI Government facilities as needed and available.  Office space will be made available, when possible, to the contractor while at government facilities.  
C.5.3  Start of Work Meeting.  The contractor and the government will have a kick-off meeting seven (7) days after award of the contract at TACOM-Warren, MI.
C.5.4  Hours of Work.  Contractor will coordinate with the Project Manager/COR for availability of Government personnel and facilities.
C.5.5  Duration of Task.  The period of performance shall be approximately six (6) months from contract award date.  
C.5.6  Travel.
  Travel may be required to, but not limited to, other TACOM locations or the Washington, D.C. area.  When possible, other means such as telephone, correspondence or video teleconferencing should be used.  The Contracting Office Representative (COR) will ensure the reasonableness of the travel requirement based on the stated purpose.  The contractor shall estimate two trips to Rock Island (GSIE) and two trips to Washington D.C. (AMC Alexandria, VA), for evaluation purposes.
C.5.7  Security.  The contractor shall treat all information obtained and generated as a result of this action as “FOUO”, (For Official Use Only).  
(1) FOR OFFICIAL USE ONLY (FOUO):  Applies only to unclassified information, records, and other material which have been determined to require protection from disclosure to the general public, and which for a significant reason should not be given general circulation.
C.5.7.1  Duties include work assignments and responsibilities which will acquire knowledge of, or access to, sensitive information concerning the potential closure or realignment of military installations in the BRAC 2005 process.  The assignments are not classified.  The contractor will be required to sign a Nondisclosure Agreement and will be bound by information contained therein.  Any form of communication, developed as part of the BRAC 2005 process, is the official property and record of the Department of Defense and shall be retained, disseminate, released, and destroyed in accordance with requirements of law and applicable DoD or military department directives, regulations, instructions, policies and guidance.
C.6  OTHER.
C.6.1  The Contractor shall adjust to accelerated or surge requirements within the contracted level of effort and during the period of performance.
