SCOPE OF WORK
 The Engineering Business Group of the Tank Automotive Research, Development and Engineering Center (TARDEC) is evaluating technology to automatically convert 2 dimensional (2D) Computer Aided Design (CAD) drawings, for tactical, combat and support vehicles, to fully parametric 3 dimensional (3D) solid models output in a Pro/ENGINEER format. In the past, TARDEC has acquired licenses for an automated 2D to 3D conversion software called FlexiDesign from Imagecom, Inc. Upgrades of the FlexiDesign software are required to meet additional Army requirements. A list of the modification tasks is listed below. In addition, training and software support are required. 
   Tasks:
3.1 The contractor shall provide the following upgrades to the FlexiDesign iPlus software. 
3.1.1. Task 1: User Defined Datum Plane
Functionality shall be implemented to propagate the 2D (AutoCAD) datum planes through the Universal Feature Object (UFO) output file to the 3D, Pro/E model. This task shall involve the design and implementation of a user interaction capability to allow the user to specify the location of datum planes in the original 2D drawing.  The datum planes shall then be propagated through the software conversion process and output to the 3D model.  Modifications are required to the CAD (Pro/E) application software to read from the UFO and create the defined datum planes within the CAD (Pro/E) system.
3.1.2. Task 2:  Support for Sweep Features
This task shall consist of the identification of planar non-spline sweep features in the input CAD (AutoCAD) file which then will be reviewed and selected by the user via the interactive mode of FlexiDesign iPlus. Once identified the features will translate through the UFO to the output 3D, Pro/E model. 
3.1.3. Task 3:  Building Models with a Dimensioning Scheme Consistent with the 2D Drawing
The software shall be upgraded to convey the dimensioning scheme consistent with the 2D (AutoCAD) drawings to the parametric 3D, Pro/E model. Parametric models shall be constrained with feature position dimensions as shown in the 2D drawings.  This functionality may involve some user interaction to pick or associate the necessary dimensions in the 2D drawing before they are carried over to the parametric 3D model.  If interaction is required, it shall be done in the AutoCAD input file before conversion.
3.1.4. Task 4: Feature Array Detection Software Upgrade
This task shall consist of upgrade to the ability of the software to identify either a circular or rectangular pattern in the input drawing file and translate the pattern as a 3D array feature through the UFO to the output file.
3.1.5. Task 5:  Inclusion of Detailed Views
This task shall utilize the interactive capabilities of FlexiDesign iPlus to utilize detailed views in the input CAD (AutoCAD) drawing to define the final 3D part configuration.  These detailed views need not be the same scaling as the original view.  
3.1.6. Task 6: Upgrade for UFO to Pro/E to Include Complex Holes and Fillets
First, the current version of FlexiDesign maps complex holes to a series of simple holes, revolves and/or chamfers, while some of the hole parameters are ignored..  This task shall map the UFO ‘hole’ definition to a ‘standard’ hole as defined in the output 3D Pro/E model.   Second, this task shall implement the mapping of fillets to a user-defined feature (UDF) in the output 3D Pro/E model. 
3.1.7. Task 7: Upgrade ProE to UFO to Include All Part Features
Currently, the Pro/E to UFO conversion does not translate all features currently supported in the UFO.  This task shall include all available Pro/E features in the UFO. 
3.1.8. Task 8:  Conversion of 3D Pro/E Assemblies to and from UFO Format
This task shall implement functionality to convert assemblies in Pro/E to the UFO format and from the UFO format to Pro/E.  This shall include support for geometry as well as metadata.
3.1.9 Task 9: Upgrades to Software
The contractor shall provide upgrades to the software for new releases of Pro/E.
3.2. Task 10:  On-Site Training
The contractor shall provide onsite training on the customized software. This shall be held at TACOM, Warren for a maximum of ten people per session on an as needed basis.
3.3. Task 11: Pilot Test Conversions
The contractor shall provide 2D to 3D conversion support services for the in-house conversion of drawings using FlexiDesign.
   Deliverables:
.  Task deliverable(s) shall include one copy of the upgraded software and a RDECOM-TARDEC unrestricted site license. 
   Control Procedures:
A Start of Work meeting will be held at the start of the contract and implementation of each task to inform the contractor of reporting and monitoring requirements. A Process Review (IPR) will be held monthly by telephone to discuss the status of funded tasks. The Government will use a test plan at the completion and delivery of each funded task to evaluate compliance of the completed software upgrades.
Government Furnished Support:
Government will provide the contractor with representative 2D drawings needed to design and test the new functionality.

Tasks 2.2 and 2.3 completions will be decided based on mutual convenience.

 

IMAGECOM PROPOSAL
The current version of FlexiDesign iPlus for ProEngineer consists of software to 1.) Convert 2D machine piece part drawings in DXF format into 3D feature based model, represented in a patent pending format called a Universal Feature Object (UFO), 2.) Create 3D feature based model in ProEngineer using API’s, 3.) Back-project the 3D model to a 2D detailed drawing transferring the original DXF file information for notes, title block, etc. to the detail drawing and 4.) Compare the back-projected 3D model with the original 2D DXF file and create a visualization method for model verification/validation.  FlexiDesign iPlus is an interactive version of FlexiDesign G1 which allows the modeler to make corrections during the 2D to 3D conversion process.  FlexiDesign currently supports a number of feature types including blind extrusion cuts and joins, simple and complex holes, revolve cuts and joins, and fillet and chamfer features for both straight and circular edges.  ProEngineer supported features include blind extrusion cuts and joins, simple holes, revolve cuts and joins, and edge chamfer features as extrusion cuts.  

The additional enhancements proposed will increase the percentage of 2D drawings successfully converted to 3D models, as well as the percentage of features per model.

The summary of tasks listed is divided into 2D-to-3D (FlexiDesign) tasks and CAD interface (UFO to ProEngineer) tasks.  



2. Tasks

2.1. FlexiDesign iPlus Improvements

All the tasks listed represent improvement to FlexiDesign iPlus conversion software for 2D to 3D conversions. 

2.1.1. Datum Plane Specification


Current FlexiDesign algorithms automatically select the world origin point for a 3D model often resulting in the ‘root’ feature being created on an offset work plane.  In modeling practices, the reference planes drawn on the 2D drawing indicate the true world origin.  This task will investigate methods of incorporating this datum plane specification into FlexiDesign.  Analysis will determine the best method of selection – either automated or semi-automated – and develop the software accordingly.  

Estimated Cost:  $20,000 

Feature array detection software  upgrade


Although software has been available in previous versions of FlexiDesign to create arrays for holes, this software was limited to patterns of detected 3D holes only.  This proposed task will consists of two pattern recognition algorithms.  The first subtask will look for patterns of holes/cuts in which some of the circles/loops contain matching reconstruction loops and some do not.  For the CAD modeler, a determination of a potential array is immediate.  These subtasks will perform intelligent analysis of the unmatched features to determine if it is part of an array and if so, create the matching reconstruction loop.  The second aspect of these subtasks will upgrade the previous software algorithms to create the 3D array feature in the UFO.

Estimated Cost: $16,000 

ProEngineer Complex Holes Upgrade and array feature upgrade


This task will upgrade ProEngineer Wildfire UFO to Pro software to include software for creating, where possible, the actual hole feature as defined by Pro/Engineer table driven methodology.  This task will involve mapping the complex hole as defined in a feature-based method, such as that found in the UFO, to specific hole/size criteria as mandated by Pro/Engineer.  This task will additionally include the upgrade in the UFO to Pro software to include software for building hole arrays from 2.1.2 above.  

Estimated Cost: $20,000

Inclusion of detailed views.


This task will utilize the interactive capabilities of FlexiDesign iPlus to bring in detailed view.  These detailed views need not be the same scaling as the original view.  Some analysis may be necessary to determine best interactive method for modeler to correlate various detailed views to the orthographic views.  Detailed views will need to be orthographic view details only.  

Estimated Cost:  $8,000

Training Support


Imagecom will supply three training sessions of two days each to a maximum of 10 people per sessions.  Some of the training will be geared toward expanding the current level of experience and knowledge of the attendees. 

Estimated Cost: $ 30,000

Pilot Test Conversion Support


Imagecom will supply a maximum of 120 hours of pilot test conversion support to Tacom.

As a general rule, purchases made by the Government itself are exempt from state and local sales and use tax.  For example, the “Michigan Statutes annotated-----1978 Revision of vol 6, paragraph 6, General Article 7.525” specifically exempts from taxation the united states and its instrumentalities.
