1.  Provide six/8 week educational group facilitation for the "Life Motivational Awareness Program". 48 Weeks

2. Classes are 1.5 hours per week

e. Works with the Family Advocacy Program and Employee Assistance Center managers to identify and target additional client behaviors that are in need of changing. Offers suggestions for program improvement or modification.

Minimum Qualifications/ Experience


The facilitator should have a Master of Social Work Degree (MSW) Preference for additional credential as Certified Addictions Counselor Level II or commensurate work experience with Substance Abuse populations. Facilitator should be current in licensure. Domestic and Workplace Violence: the Duluth model of Domestic Violence education and prevention is taught and utilized. This topic follows the Alternative to Domestic Aggression format (ADA.)
