 Since that time many revisions have been made to 
the HDT ATPD as a result of above interactions 

 Because some input regarding the requirements 
may have appeared unclear and/or deemed 
unattainable without excess costs we want to 
understand some of the concerns 

 PdM HTV continues to review the requirements 
through TARDEC, Sandia National Laboratory, 
and National Automotive Test Center 
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 The Government does reserve the right to request of the awardee 
of the HDT contract, level III TDP when and if determined 
necessary. 

 Specific to the form, fit, and function of the HDT, unlimited data 
rights may be required by the Government from the offerors for 
purposes of logistics and maintenance. 

 The Government plans to execute full and open competition for 
two Fixed Price contract awards at 5-7 years each.  The contracts 
shall require a quantity of 8 vehicles (per contractor) for 
Production Prove-out Tests (PPT).  Upon completion of the PPT, 
the two contractors will be given an opportunity to update their 
technical proposal and price with downward price adjustment.  A 
Best Value evaluation will be conducted for production with the 
intent to down select to one of the two contractors.  Production 
testing will be comprised of 10 HDT systems prior to a  Full Rate 
Production decision.  
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 The HDT questionnaire related to the below topics was 
posted to PROCNET in Dec 2014 with contractor 
submission by 21 Jan 2015 which will be the focus of 
today’s One-on-One discussion: 
 
• Forward speed 

• Payload 

• Bridge weight

• 10 month delivery of prototype after award

• Cost delta of commercial dump truck versus military version
