1.  Will the Government be involved in inspection of vehicles?


The Government will conduct an initial inspection on all candidate vehicles.  Only vehicles determined to be repairable within the scope of the contract will be provided as part of this contract.  There may be a few instances where the inducted vehicle will be determined to be unsuitable after disassembly reveals extensive wear/corrosion.  In these cases, final determination will be made by the Contracting Officer Technical Representative (COTR).  

2.  When washouts are discovered, what will be the proper steps to process them?  


Since the Government will be inspecting vehicles prior to inducting them into the program, washouts should be the exception, not the rule.  All washouts must be reported to and approved by the COTR.

3. Will the contract be open for bid to the public and private businesses?



Revised answer: The solicitation is open to public to private competition pursuant to 10 U.S.C. 2208(j).


4.  Are the storage, shipping and receiving costs funded separately?


The storage of the seed vehicles, the inducted vehicles, and the vehicles ready to ship will be included in the vehicle unit price.  Shipping will be handled by Government Bills of Lading.  The receiving costs will be attributed to Supply Depot Operations and while they will be separately priced in the proposal, the $25K threshold per vehicle still applies. 

5.  Once units have been completed, how will handoff be funded?


Handoff of the re-capped HMMWVs will be the Government's responsibility.

6.  On the induction of large quantities of vehicles is the contractor responsible for storing units?


Yes, the contractor is responsible for providing storage space to accommodate up to 200 vehicles awaiting induction.  We do not anticipate lengthy storage of completed assets.

7.  How do we determine MEL (Maximum Expenditure Limits) vs. Fixed Price?


There will be no MEL established for the HMMWV re-cap program.  The contract will be awarded on a firm-fixed price basis.  The standard, for inducting vehicles, will be "as is complete"--the vehicle does not have to be operational, but all parts and components must be with the vehicle.  If the induction vehicles are not determined to be "as is complete", the COTR will refuse to induct them into the HMMWV re-cap program.

8.  What are the exact models of HMMWVs to be in the Re-cap program and by chance would you guys know the percentage of each model to be involved?


The vast majority of vehicles will be M998 Cargo Carriers with some M1025 Armament Carriers inducted as well.  

9.  For the conversion of bias tires to radial tires will TACOM supply tires and rims or do we need to price ourselves?


The Government will not supply the tires.  The cost for the tire conversion including rims and run flat inserts should be included in the contractor's unit price.

10.  Is the updated SOW a totally new SOW or just a continuation?


The new SOW is a revision to the previous posting.  It supersedes the original SOW

11.   We assume there are still going to be conversions of the M1037 to M998.  The new SOW did not mention anything about conversions.

The contractor will only be responsible for conversions from USMC to Army configurations.  Other conversions will be accomplished at Army depots.

12. Would TACOM be open to the use of another source of Production Control System other than SAMS or STAMIS?

It is not our intent to direct which Production Control System is used at a contractor’s facility.  The system selected must support monthly status reporting.

13. When will Industry Day be?

Industry Day is tentatively scheduled for 20-21 May at Ft. Hood, Texas.  The final date will be determined in mid-April.

14. Can you provide mortality data on all NSNs that go into the M998 and M1025?  Is there somewhere to find a total Bill of Material on both vehicles?

The data posted elsewhere on this website is the best information we have available.

15. Is there a typo in the updated SOW on page 9, Item 2.3.4.19 where it talks about using a 200 AMP instead of 100 AMP alternator?

SOW has been revised to include a 200 AMP alternator.

16. What percentage of vehicles will be configured with the Deep Water Fording Kit to be removed, putting the vehicle back into basic configuration?

The initial 200 vehicles

17. Is it safe to say that without knowing the percentage of vehicles needing MWO replacements as well as Radial Tires, Run flats and New Rims that we will price 100% replacement on 4,372 vehicles?

MWOs are now a separately priced item.  Radial Tires, Run flat Inserts and Rims are mandatory replacement items.

18. Is there any way of knowing the paint patterns required and whether the color of the vehicles to be Recapitalized is sand or green?

The color most likely will be sand, but a final decision has not yet been made.

19. What will be required of the Contractor under Para. D.1 Packaging and Shipment in the new SOW?

All hardware deliverables shall be packaged and packed in accordance with the best commercial practices sufficient to assure safe arrival at destination.

20. Are the deliverables in the first SOW under Para. 3.6.1, 3.6.2 and 3.6.3 on page 10 still valid?

Current SOW supersedes the original posting.
