Q:  Please clarify the Mean Time to Repair (MTTR) requirement for the HMEE.

A:  The ORD states: The overall Mean Time To Repair (MTTR) for all on-system repairs performed at the organizational and direct support levels shall not exceed 1.2 hours (threshold).  The MTTR for all on-system essential unscheduled maintenance demands (repair of essential function failures) performed at the organizational and direct support levels shall not exceed 2.5 hours (threshold).  

Perhaps this is better stated in the Purchase Description (PD), Paragraph 3.6.2 Reliability, which states:

The tractor shall demonstrate a mean time to repair (MTTR) of not greater than 2.5 hours, for essential function (see 6.8.7) failures, and an MTTR of not greater than 1.2 hours, for all other function failures.  The tractor shall demonstrate a mean time between essential function failures (MTBEFF) of not less than 80 hours.

Essential Functions are further defined in the PD, paragraph 6.8.7. and listed below:

Essential Functions.  The HMEE must provide the following essential functions.


   (1)  Move.  The HMEE must move effectively in convoy over roads and trails and move cross country between excavation sites.  It must maneuver effectively to include positioning the vehicle at the excavation site. 


   (2)  Excavate and Use Attachments.  




(a)  The HMEE, with backhoe attachment must be able to maneuver, dig, lift, swing, and dump material.




(b)  The HMEE, with bucket attachment, must be able to maneuver, dig, lift, and dump material.




(c)  The HMEE, with forklift attachment, must be able to maneuver, engage loads, raise and lower loads, and disengage loads.




(d)   The HMEE, with the auger attachment, must be able to maneuver and bore holes into the earth.


   (3)  Operate hydraulic tools.  The HMEE must deliver hydraulic power to operate a wide assortment of hydraulic tools.  The reliability of the hydraulic tools is not included in this function.
