Industry Ground Rules and Assumptions for Conducting One on One Meetings
· The One on One Meetings will be conducted in accordance with FAR 15.201(c)(4) for the Government to obtain additional feedback from potential prime offerors on the draft Joint Light Tactical Vehicles (JLTV) Low Rate Initial Production (LRIP)/Full Rate Production (FRP) Request for Proposal (RFP).  
· Draft RFP requirements and terms are subject to change prior to releasing the final solicitation. 
· One on One Meeting requests are limited to one session per potential prime offeror, and the number of attendees is limited to no more than fifteen individuals per potential prime offeror. 
· These Industry Ground Rules and Assumptions for Conducting One on One Meetings are intended to promote a fair, transparent, and unbiased exchange of information between the Government and potential prime offerors regarding changes from the second to the third Draft RFP.  Any new information that is not contained in the third Draft RFP or published on the JLTV website and is generated as a result of these One on One Meetings will be provided to industry through the Joint Light Tactical Vehicles (JLTV) Low Rate Initial Production (LRIP) / Full Rate Production (FRP) website.
· The Government will not provide assessment on merits of potential offeror(s) information or technical approach.
· The exchanges are limited to only the changes from the second to the third Draft RFP.  
· [bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]The One on One Meeting will remain at the UNCLASSIFIED level.  These meetings will not include any CLASSIFIED information from either the Government or potential prime offerors.  Recording devices are not permitted.
· During the One on One Meeting, the Government does not intend to conduct any formal presentations.  Formal presentations from potential prime offerors are not allowed,
· [bookmark: OLE_LINK3][bookmark: OLE_LINK4]The Government will only accept questions, concerns, comments, recommendations, and issues from the potential prime offeror regarding the changes from the second to the third Draft RFP requirements.  The questions, concerns, comments, and issues from the potential prime offeror regarding changes from the second to the third Draft RFP shall be submitted in a single submission and limited to one page (one-side only), 12 point Arial font, with 1” margins and shall be submitted  no later than 7:00 a.m. local time, Harrison Township, Michigan December 8, 2014.  The Government will not accept any questions, comments, concerns, or issues after 7 a.m. local time, Harrison Township, Michigan on December 8, 2014.  
· The Government will only provide a response to questions that include a direct reference to the third Draft RFP or provide information already available to the public.  The Government can, at any time, privately discuss whether the answer to the question can be provided with a direct reference to the third Draft RFP or information that is publically available.  If the answer(s) require the Government to provide information other than that which is contained in the third Draft RFP or already publically available, those answers will be posted to the website along with the question following the One on One Meetings.  Questions and answers posted to the JLTV website will exclude any information that may disclose a potential prime offeror’s proprietary or confidential business strategy information, including the company name.  It is the responsibility of the potential prime offeror to notify the Government if the question contains proprietary or confidential business strategy information. 
· To maximize efficiency, the potential prime offeror should prioritize questions, and provide specific third Draft RFP references (Section, page number, paragraph number, etc.) whenever possible.  If a question meets the criteria for posting to the web (see paragraph above), the Government will inform the One on One Meeting participant prior to the Government providing an answer and allow the participant to retract the question if it so desires and pose it as a recommendation.  Recommendations to the third Draft RFP will not be posted.
