Q18

The Salt Fog environmental test requirements of PD Paragraph 4.8.7 and the corrosion control performance requirements of 4.11 both appear to be corrosion resistance tests. 

Which test will be used during Government FAT? 

A18

The salt fog test and the corrosion test are two different tests. The salt fog test is used to determine the effectiveness of protective coatings and finishes on material not only against corrosion but also against electrical effects such as impairment of electrical material due to salt deposits and against physical effects such as clogging or binding of moving parts of mechanical components and assemblies.  The corrosion control performance test is used to determine the ability of the system to perform as intended in corrosive environments involving not only salt fog but high humidity, road de-icing agents, gravel, atmospheric contamination, and temperature extremes.

Q19

Paragraph 3.5.9.8 of the PD states: "The manual pump [on the tankrack] shall be capable of evacuating all hoses attached to the tankrack."  Does "all hoses" include the 4-inch non-collapsible hoses that connect the tankracks to one another and to the 

pump filtration module?

A19

The LMFF can contain gallons of fuel in 4-in hoses once deployed.  This fuel must be removed from the hoses prior to teardown to prevent fuel from spilling on the operators or the surrounding soil.  If the primary pump is out of service the manual pump shall have the capability to evacuate all hoses.

Q20

In section C.8.1 of the solicitation, it is stated that the Government will hire a separate contractor to manage the ILS program for the LMFF and that the bidder is to support the contractor.  Has the ILS contractor been chosen yet?  If not, will there be a separate solicitation for this requirement and when would that be released?

A20 

We plan to award a contract for the LMFF ILS Support approximately 30 days after the LMFF award.  A separate solicitation will not be issued.
