Paragraph L-25 of the Solicitation states in part "The clause requires large businesses to submit a subcontracting plan for small and small disadvantaged business concerns.  Such plans are not required from offerors that are small businesses."  Paragraph L.3.2 suggests that all offerors must submit a Small Business plan.  Which paragraph shall prevail?
A23

Small businesses are not required to submit a Small Business Subcontracting Plan as required by FAR 52.219-9.  However all offerors, even Small Businesses, are required to submit the data specified in L.3.2 since the Small Business Participation element applies to all offerors.  
In other words, Large Business offerors are required to submit two Small Business documents:  (1) a formal Small Business Subcontracting Plan in accordance with FAR 52.219-9 and (2) the Small Business Participation data in Volume III that is specified in L.3.2.   Whereas, Small Business offerors are required to submit only one Small Business document, namely the Small Business Participation data in Volume III that is specified in L.3.2.
An amendment to solicitation W56HZV-04-R-0037 will be issued to incorporate the above clarification.
