The top of the Business Opportunities page for the DTA Contracting Site contains links to helpful information for vendors such as user guides, instructions on submitting proposals, and obtaining technical information.  While it’s best for all new Procnet users to take time to get acquainted with the website’s contents from top to bottom, you’ll find that if you go to the links on the left side of the page, there are listed several areas of business opportunities and leads as described below.

Open Solicitations  

TACOM LCMC / ACC Warren (DTA) solicitations are listed here.  Each solicitation number on the list is linked to a solicitation on Army Single Face to Industry (ASFI).  A synopsis for each buy is posted on Federal Business Opportunities (FedBizOpps).   The list on the Procnet also contains eligibility restrictions (e.g., whether the action is set-aside for all small businesses or just a certain category of small businesses).  TACOM LCMC generally posts as follows:

	Link is placed on Procnet (Open Solicitations page) to ASFI.  
Actual Solicitation document is on ASFI.
Synopsis is on FedBizOpps.
Procnet Link remains until 5 days after closing.

	Solicitation   >3000 – 15K

The list includes TACOM LCMC solicitations for Major Acquisitions for systems and services as well as spare and repair parts.  It also includes solicitations for items that were transferred from TACOM LCMC to the Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) Warren.   The items that have been transferred are called “Depot Level Repairables (DLRs).  These items are purchased with the intent to repair them.  When they can no longer be repaired, DLA is responsible for buying the replacements.  DLA-Warren still posts solicitations for these items on the Procnet for now.  The only difference you will see between the solicitations for TACOM LCMC and DLA are the solicitation numbers.  TACOM LCMC’s begin with “W56HZV” and DLA’s begin with “SPRDL1”.   See:

Major Acquisitions 

If TACOM LCMC / ACC Warren (DTA) is conducting a major procurement, such as a large buy for vehicles or services, it posts Presolicitation/Planning Information here long before the solicitation is issued.  It remains here for 90 days after the Pre-solicitation phase concludes.  This planning information may include links to draft purchase descriptions and draft solicitations on which you can submit comments, especially regarding the interests of small business.  Industry comments are used to better define or clarify the scope of work.  Comprehensive solicitation instructions to offerors are posted here and often include announcements of public Q&A forums, generally referred to as “Industry Days”, which are open both to prime contractor candidates and potential subcontractors looking to market themselves to competing primes.   On this Major Acquisitions page, you will also find general information on Government-wide R&D programs that have a small business connection, of which the most important is the Small Business Innovation Research or SBIR Program.

TACOM LCMC / ACC Warren (DTA) lists its recently awarded contractual instruments, including modifications and delivery orders, here.  Items are listed for 90 days after award.  Using this area of the Procnet as a reference source, prospective subcontractors can pinpoint prime contractors in possible need of suppliers to execute new major awards.

If there is a need for certain kinds of basic or applied research and development not directly related to a particular vehicle system, BAAs are posted here describing the research and technology areas.

Here you will find listings and short descriptions of the great volume of purchases that TACOM LCMC / ACC Warren is scheduled to make, but not necessarily guaranteed to make, in the coming fiscal year and beyond.  The briefings and extensive lists from the most recent TACOM Advanced Planning Briefing for Industry (APBI) are posted here and cover all of the contracting locations.   You also will find information on some of the TACOM LCMC Competition Management Office programs, including lists of candidates for the Replenishment Parts Purchase (RPP) Program for reverse engineering opportunities and the Source Approval Program.

Market Surveys & Sources-Sought Notices  

If TACOM LCMC / ACC Warren (DTA) is in the planning stages of a procurement action and needs to identify potential suppliers and/or alternate sources it posts a sources-sought notice here.  Most notices have an expiration date but some are ongoing.  The surveys on the left side of the page are issued by the Competition Management Office under their Source Approval Program, while the surveys on the right side of the page are those of the various Project Managers and buyers.
