Small Business Innovation Research Program (SBIR)/Small Business Technology Transfer Program (SBTT)
The SBIR program is used throughout the government with 11 federal agencies participating.  Each agency has different rules.  For extensive information on the Army SBIR Program whose rules TARDEC follows, you can go to the Army site at https://www.armysbir.army.mil.   On this site, you can:
· Suggest a research topic as well as comment on proposed topics.
· Get a guide that explains the SBIR program.
· Get a guide with extensive information on what all the Army Commands are responsible for and the   SBIR   points of contact. 
· Find an extensive list of related links including other non-DOD agencies that issue grants rather than contracts.  Note that each agency has different SBIR rules.
· Find an area for Outreach that lists conferences.  The conferences provide seminars on SBIR and opportunities to network with SBIR PMs as well as contractors who provide services to SBIR businesses. 
· Find information on the Small Business Technology Transfer Program (STTR).
· Find information on when the SBIR and STTR solicitations will be issued during the year.
The DoD Components issue three SBIR and two STTR solicitations each year describing their R&D needs and inviting small businesses to submit proposals.  For extensive information on the program in DoD, see http://www.acq.osd.mil/osbp/sbir/.

Defense Mobility Enterprise (DME)
The Defense Mobility Enterprise (DME) is a single consortium of Government Laboratories and Agencies managed by the Vehicle and Robotics Alliance Program Office (VRAPO) out of TARDEC and an Industry/Academic component - the National Advanced Mobility Consortium (NAMC). The enterprise operates under an Other Transaction Agreement as allowed by Section 845 of Public Law 103 – 160. It is the flexibility inherent in the Section 845 Other Transaction that enables the Government, Industry, and Academia partnership to quickly and effectively provide innovative ground vehicle technology solutions to the warfighter.  The NAMC is a membership-based, nation-wide alliance of traditional and non-traditional small businesses, large defense contractors, academic institutions, and other research organizations involved with the translational research and development of the complete range of prototype, ground vehicle and robotics systems and technologies. Via a Section 845 Other Transaction Agreement it has entered into with the Government, the NAMC accelerates the transition of innovative technology into transformative ground vehicles and systems in several important ways:
· Readily getting projects under contract 
· Enabling technology developers to better understand warfighter needs
· Empowering Government technical managers to broadly solicit ideas and concepts from industry and academia
