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For opportunities at TACOM LCMC (DTA):

Click on "Prime Contractors".  This will take you to three lists - Construction, Services, and Systems.  These list the companies with long term contracts.  You can contact them for subcontracting opportunities.  

For work on buildings under construction, see the list of Prime Contractors for Construction, "Construction-Large".  You can contact these companies for subcontracting opportunities.  Note that these contracts are let by the Army Corp of Engineers, not TACOM LCMC.  For other opportunities for work at TACOM through ACE, go to http://www.lre.usace.army.mil and http://www.lrl.usace.army.mil.

For work on existing buildings, see the list of Prime Contractors for Services, "Base Maintenance and Operations" and also "Logistics Support Services".  You can contact these companies for subcontracting opportunities.  For any other opportunities for this type of work (including lighting as explained below) , a solicitation would be posted to the Procnet Warren (DTA) Business Opportunities Page, under the "Service Contracting and Acquisition Support” link:  http://contracting.tacom.army.mil/opportunity.htm.
		
Note:  Lighting vendors must be certified by the Department of Energy (DOE) in order to do business with installations.  DOE rates Phillips LEDs best/longest lasting.  Contractors who want to provide anything other than a Phillips product will be required to perform a test at a specified location on the installation to prove out the product at their cost.   ACE requires these standards for their construction projects as well.  

For opportunities at Selfridge Air National Guard Base:

For buildings under construction or in planning, contact the Agency that is planning to use the building (such as Department of Homeland Security).
For existing buildings, contact the Michigan Air National Guard at http://www.nationalguardcontracting.org/.
