(9) FSC 9620, Minerals, Natural and Synthetic; and 

(10) FSC 9630, Additive Metal Materials. 

“Place of manufacture” means the place where an end product is assembled out of components, or otherwise made or processed from raw materials into the finished product that is to be provided to the Government. If a product is disassembled and reassembled, the place of reassembly is not the place of manufacture.

Restricted business operations means business operations in Sudan that include power production activities, mineral extraction activities, oil-related activities, or the production of military equipment, as those terms are defined in the Sudan Accountability and Divestment Act of 2007 (Pub. L. 110-174).         (Apr 2013)

a) APPLICABILITY.   This requirement is only applicable to contractor employees working at, or visiting, Detroit Arsenal.  The term “contractor employee” includes employees, agents, or representatives and all employees, agents, or representatives and all employees, agents or representatives of all subcontractors, suppliers and consultants.

b) DETROIT ARSENAL ACCESS.

1) All contractor personnel entering the installation and requiring unescorted access must have a valid purpose to enter and be sponsored by a U.S. government organization or a contractor providing support on the installation.  They must have their identity proofed and vetted through the National Crime Information Center (NCIC) database, and be issued, or in possession of an authorized and valid access credential from the Detroit Arsenal installation.

2) At the discretion of the Senior Commander, U.S. Army Garrison Detroit Arsenal, any individual known to have a criminal background involving violence or meets the disqualifying standards in the Final Credentialing Standards for Issuing Personal Identity Verification Cards under HSPD-12   (31 Jul 2008), may be denied access to the Detroit Arsenal.  Fingerprinting of employees and any other security procedures deemed necessary for the security of Detroit Arsenal (vehicle searches or x-raying packages, bags, briefcases) may be required based on the Force Protection Condition level at the time of access and whether the installation or building location is identified as a Restricted Area or Mission Essential Vulnerable Area (MEVA).

c) BADGES.

1)  Badges/Passes.  Contractor employees entering the Detroit Arsenal are responsible for obtaining, and then returning, security identification badges/passes and vehicle registration decals/passes.  Badges are valid only for the date spans indicated, by the government, on each badge application form (STA Form 17).

2) Obtaining Badges.  Government sponsor must prepare and submit a properly completed STA Form 17 (Visitor Notification and/or Temporary Security Identification Badge Application) to the Detroit Arsenal Visitor Control Center not less than 96 hours prior to scheduled visit.

3) Returning Badges.  The government sponsor is responsible to ensure the security identification badges are returned to the Visitor Control Center, Bldg 232, upon expiration or termination of the contract relationship with the contract employee.  Failure to comply with the requirements in this paragraph may be grounds for withholding any funds due the contractor until completion of the requirement, notwithstanding any other clause or requirements in the contract.  Failure to comply may also be taken into account by the government in evaluating the contractor’s past performance on future acquisitions.

4) Badge Guidance.

a) All contractor employees, while on the premises at the Detroit Arsenal, shall continually wear the badge, which shall be visible at all times between the neck and waist of the individual.  Badges will be secured from public view when off post and will not be left in privately owned or contractor vehicles unattended.  Stolen or lost badges will be promptly reported to DES, USAG Detroit.

b) The identification badge or pass issued to contractor employee(s) is for their own use only.  Misuse of badge or pass, such as permitting others to use it can result in criminal charges under Title 18 USC 499 and 701, and barring the employee from the Detroit Arsenal property.

c) If the contractor obtains a new or follow-on contract that again requires physical access to the Detroit Arsenal property, he shall obtain new badges for his employees, indicating the new or follow-on contract number.  The security policies described in this clause apply to any contractor employee on base in connection with any contract with TACOM-Warren.  

d)  MEETING ATTENDANCE.    Any contractor employee attending meetings with Government employees within or outside the Detroit Arsenal boundaries, shall, at the beginning of the meeting, announce that he/she is a contractor employee. SUMMARY OF THE WORK

DESCRIPTION OF WORK 
A. TARDEC is expanding the current communication infrastructure in for the Vehicle Electronics and Architecture (VEA) and Software Engineering Center (SEC) organizations in BLDG 200C.   The proposed improvements will enable proper access to DREN and NIPR to support mission capabilities.  The requirements are for the communication-cable installation contractors to provide all required material, equipment and labor to install Fiber Optics and Cat6 communication lines to various office workstations, conference room tables, and laboratory locations per attached drawings.  The contractor shall leave all walls and/or surfaces in conditions that match their current conditions in locations where new devices are being installed.  Contractor shall conform to the current versions of all applicable Unified Facilities Criteria (UFC), Technical Criteria for Installation Information Infrastructure Architecture (I3A), ANSI/TIA/EIA Specifications and all standards and codes referenced in the UFGS Specifications.  

The Contractor, by providing a quote, represents that their company possesses the qualifications, certifications, capabilities, test equipment, expertise, and personnel necessary to provide an efficient and successful installation of communication lines. Contractor must have pre-approved security clearance for work in secured areas on communication distribution systems as described herein.   

This RFP shall provide for the installation of the following items:

1. New Communication Hardware: 

a. Category 6, Plenum Rated, Unshielded Twisted 4-Pair cable (Red & Yellow).

b. RJ-45 Termination Jacks.

c. Category 6, 48-port patch panels (568A/B Standard). 

d. Fiber Optic 62.5/125um Plenum Rated cable, 12-strand, (Single & Multi Mode).

e. Fiber Optic termination boxes, Wall mounted, Black Box or equivalent.    

f. Floor Jack fixture, matched to existing fixtures. 

g. 4-inch Diameter galvanized conduit. 

h. Finish Hardware, Single-Gang 2/4-port face plates. 

2. Deliverables:

a. Deliverables shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer in both hard and electronic copy (.dwg and .pdf formats).  The Government shall have up to 10 business days to review submittals and either approve them as submitted or request revisions.  If revisions shall be required, the contractor shall revise the submittal as necessary to meet Government requirements.

i. The contractor shall submit all engineering, submittals and shop drawings for review and approval prior to the ordering of equipment and materials and not later than 30 days after the contractor’s receipt of the notice to proceed from the Government. B. The Contractor shall supply all required labor, materials, transportation, apparatus, light, scaffolding, and tools necessary for the entire proper execution and completion of the work.  The contractor shall install, maintain and remove all equipment from the project area and other utensils, and be responsible for the safe, proper and lawful maintenance and use of same.  Installation shall be in the best and most workmanlike manner to complete the installation of the Access Control system and everything properly incidental thereto as shown on the Drawings or as reasonably implied from the Drawings, and in accordance with the Contract Documents.

C. Contractor shall be responsible for securing and paying for all permits, fees and licenses required for the proper execution and completion of the work.

COMMENCEMENT, PROSECUTION, AND COMPLETION OF WORK 

A. The Contractor shall be required to:

The time stated for completion shall include the contractor’s delivery to the Government of all as-built drawings with identification labels, tests reports, equipment lists and all other required project closeout documents. 

2. Regular working hours shall consist of an 8 hour period between 7:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday, and, with the Contracting Officer’s prior written approval, from  7 a.m. to 11 p.m. on Saturday, excluding Government holidays.

APPLICABLE CRITERIA

A. Applicable design and installation criteria are identified in this section.  Unless noted otherwise, criteria shall be taken from the most current references as of the date of issue of the quote request.   The referenced codes and standards comprise minimum acceptable criteria.

B. Detroit Arsenal Specific Requirements  

1.  DREN Communication Cables:

a. New cables shall be Category 6, plenum rated, unshielded twisted pair (UTP), RED in color and conform to the same standards and capabilities of LAN cables. 

b. The user end of the Category 6 UTP data cables shall be terminated 568B standard on RJ-45 jacks (Cable color is required to be red). 

2. Local Area Network (LAN) Distribution System:

a. New cables shall be Category 6, Plenum Rated, unshielded twisted pair (UTP), Yellow in color, to support data connectivity requirements.  

b. The user end of the Category 6 UTP data cables shall be terminated 568B standard on RJ-45 jacks (Orange in color). 

c. The Wire Closet end of the Category 6 UTP data cables shall be terminated on 48-port Category 6, 568A/B patch panels and shall be provided and installed by the contractor into Government furnished equipment racks.   

d. All Category 6 UTP data cables shall be run continuous, without splices, and shall not exceed 295 feet in total length.  Above the false ceiling at each LAN jack drop location, for each individual data cable run, a three foot slack coil in cable shall be provided to facilitate future moves.  

3. Labeling requirements: 

a. Every Category 6 cable must have a unique label Identification.  Contractor shall follow existing logic and continue to label drops according to current pattern.  

b. The logic used by the contractor to perform the labeling requirement shall be “Letter ID of patch panel – Port on patch panel – Wire Closet ID”   

C. Testing Requirements for new cable equipment:

1. All Category 6 circuits, to include both LAN and DREN cables, shall be tested with a Category 6 rated tester, stated by the manufacturer as being capable of testing to 350MHz.  All Category 6 circuits shall be tested using a test set that meets the accuracy requirements stated within ANSI/TIA/EIA-568-B.1 and ANSI/TIA/EIA-568B.2.

2. The Category 6 Rated Test set used by the contractor to perform the required testing shall be capable of measuring and reporting the following link parameters for permanent link test configurations as specified within ANSI/TIA/EIA-568-B.1 and ANSI/TIA/EIA-568-B.2:

· Wire map, including shield connection if present.

· Insertion loss.

· Length.

· NEXT loss, pair-to-pair, measured from local end.

· NEXT loss, pair-to-pair, measured from far end.

· NEXT loss, power sum, measured from local end.

· ELFEXT, pair-to-pair.

· ELFEXT, power sum.

· Return loss, measured from local end.

· Return loss, measured from far end.

· Propagation delay.

· Delay skew.

3. The cables shall be tested by the contractor and certified that they meet the maximum requirements for Category 6 performance standards as specified in the Electronic Industry Association/Telecommunications Industry Association (EIA/TIA) specifications.  Contractor shall provide printed certification of all Category 6 drops.

4. Fiber Optic Cable tests shall consist of Optical Time Domain Reflectometer (OTDR) measurements for one strand in each 12-strand bundle of fiber and Power sources/Power Meter tests on every strand in all cables.  This requirement applies to Multimode Fiber Optic Cable at both wavelengths (850nm and 1300nm) and Single mode Fiber Optic Cable at both wavelengths (1310nm and 1550nm).  

5. Upon testing completion, the contractor shall provide diagrams and test records on all cables to the Contract Officer and TARDEC POC as stated above in deliverables.  

CONFERENCES

A. TARDEC Point of Contact or the Contract Officer will schedule a minimum of 3 Progress Meetings, 1 per week, to review project status and to allow for coordination of upcoming work.  

WORK PROCEDURES

A. Surrounding Site Conditions:  Prior to commencement of the work, the Contractor, Government POC and the Government Contracting Officer shall jointly survey those improvements immediately adjacent to the Project, making permanent note and record of such existing damage as cracks, sags, or other similar damage.  This record shall serve as the basis for the determination of subsequent damage due to the Contractor's operations.  Such damage as noted shall be suitably recorded and all parties making the survey shall sign the official record of existing damage.  Any cracks, sags, or damage of any nature to the adjacent improvements, not noted in the original survey but subsequently observed, shall be reported immediately to the Government.

B. Time is the Essence of the Contract:  The use of insufficient labor or equipment for installation purposes or inadequate scheduling of materials or equipment to be installed will not be allowed as a justifiable cause for delay.  Labor, materials, and equipment shall be scheduled to the site in such quantities as required for the uninterrupted progress of the work and the least obstruction of premises.

C. Measurements:  No exchange or compensation will be allowed on account of differences between actual dimensions and the measurements indicated in the Drawings.  Differences which may be found shall be submitted to the Contracting Office Representative (COR) for instruction before proceeding with the work.

 DISPOSITION OF UTILITIES

A. Rules and regulations governing the respective, existing utilities shall be observed by the contractor in executing all work under this Contract.

B. Active utilities shall be adequately protected from damage during installation.  Where active utilities or other improvements are encountered but are not shown on the drawings, the Government shall be advised and the work shall be adequately protected, supported, or relocated by the contractor as directed by the Government.

C. Utility Shut-offs:  No utilities shall be shut-off without prior approval and notification of all parties involved.

PROTECTION

A. Protect Finish Work:  The contractor shall cover and protect finished floors, steps, treads, etc., against damage by workmen, equipment, etc., during the performance of the work.  

CONTRACTOR ACCESS AND USE OF PREMISES

A. Activity Regulations: 

The contractor shall ensure that all personnel employed on the Project become familiar with and obey regulations including safety, fire, traffic and security regulations for the Detroit Arsenal and that all contractor personnel keep within the limits of the work and avenues of ingress and egress.  Ingress and egress of Contractor vehicles to the Detroit Arsenal shall be limited to the gate on 11 Mile Rd.  To minimize traffic congestion, delivery of materials shall only be made outside of peak traffic hours (meaning at times other than from 6:30 a.m. to 8:00 a.m. and from 3:30 p.m. to 5:00 p.m.) unless otherwise approved by the Contracting Officer.  All contractor personnel shall wear hard hats in designated areas.  All contractor personnel shall refrain from entering any restricted areas unless required to do so and cleared for such entry.  The Contractor's equipment shall be conspicuously marked for identification.

B. Identification Badges:

The Government will furnish identification badges to all contractor personnel that require access to the Detroit Arsenal without charge. The application for and use of identification badges by the Contractor and its personnel shall be as directed through the COR.  Immediately report any instances of lost or stolen badges to the Contracting Officer. 

C. Employee List: 

The Contractor shall provide to the Contracting Officer, in writing, the names of two designated representatives authorized to request personnel and vehicle passes for the contractor’s employees and employees of any subcontractors prior to commencement of work under this contract.  The Contractor shall adhere to the requirements for obtaining access to the Detroit Arsenal complex for the life of the contract.  A copy of these requirements will be provided at the preconstruction meeting.  

D. Personnel Entry Approval: 

The failure of the contractor or any employee of the contractor or subcontractor to obtain entry approval will not affect the contract price or time of completion.

SAFETY PRECAUTIONS AND PROGRAMS

A. Safety:  The Contractor shall be responsible for initiating, maintaining and supervising all safety precautions and programs in connection with the work under this Contract. Due to the critical nature of the Government’s projects, it is imperative that the Contractor coordinate the construction work with the designated Government Point of Contact.  Facilities Engineering will provide the Contractor with the name of a Government Point of Contact and the Contractor must contact the Government Point of Contact prior to starting work, especially any potentially hazardous activities.

B. Emergency Assistance:  The Contractor will be responsible for providing medical attention for its employees and the employees of its subcontractors.  In cases of an emergency, the Contractor or its employee shall call 911 on a landline to get help or 586-282-7117 from a cell phone to reach the Detroit Arsenal Emergency services. The person calling in the emergency shall provide the building number, location and a brief description of the emergency.  The Detroit Arsenal emergency services number is monitored at all times, day or night and contacting that service will alert Detroit Arsenal personnel to provide directions to emergency vehicles when required. 

C. Hot Work Permits at Existing Facilities: Contractors are required to be familiar with TARDEC work and fire hazards and must conform to the hot work permit procedures outlined herein.  

1. The contractor shall obtain a hot work permit for any temporary operation involving open flame or the production of sparks.  These operations include, but are not limited to any activity that may cause a spark that could lead to a fire such as brazing, cutting, grinding, soldering, pipe thawing, installing torch-applied roofing, and welding.  

2. Safety rules that must be followed prior to or during a hot work procedure are as follows:

a. A fire safety supervisor from the Detroit Arsenal will be designated to authorize hot work and to exercise control over the hot work area for fire prevention.  If unsafe conditions are observed during the hot work operation, the work will be stopped until the hazard can be neutralized or eliminated.

b. No hot work is permitted without authorization from the designated fire safety supervisor, in the form of a signed hot work permit.  This permit will be valid for a maximum of one work shift and must be closed out prior to contractor leaving the project area.  After this time period, another permit must be authorized by the fire safety supervisor before any hot work can continue.

c. A fire watch will be established for all temporary hot work by contractors.  This will require that a suitable fire extinguisher be on site and that it will be manned by a person trained in fire extinguisher use.  The fire watch will continue during all hot work activities and for one-half hour after hot work activities have been completed.


d. The contractor will verify that all hot work equipment is in proper working order and in a fire safe condition.  An inspection of contractor equipment will be conducted by the fire safety supervisor before the hot work permit is issued, and any unsafe equipment will be removed by the contractor.

e. Contractor equipment or material that is to be stored in the facility overnight must be properly secured in an area designated by the fire safety supervisor.

Conformance Process:

The contracting officer shall require that any class of service employee which is

not listed herein and which is to be employed under the contract (i.e., the work to

be performed is not performed by any classification listed in the wage

determination), be classified by the contractor so as to provide a reasonable

relationship (i.e., appropriate level of skill comparison) between such unlisted

classifications and the classifications listed in the wage determination.  Such

conformed classes of employees shall be paid the monetary wages and furnished the

fringe benefits as are determined.  Such conforming process shall be initiated by

the contractor prior to the performance of contract work by such unlisted class(es)

of employees.  The conformed classification, wage rate, and/or fringe benefits shall

be retroactive to the commencement date of the contract. {See Section 4.6 (C)(vi)}

When multiple wage determinations are included in a contract, a separate SF 1444

should be prepared for each wage determination to which a class(es) is to be

conformed.

The process for preparing a conformance request is as follows:

1) When preparing the bid, the contractor identifies the need for a conformed

occupation(s) and computes a proposed rate(s).

2) After contract award, the contractor prepares a written report listing in order

proposed classification title(s), a Federal grade equivalency (FGE) for each

proposed classification(s), job description(s), and rationale for proposed wage

rate(s), including information regarding the agreement or disagreement of the

authorized representative of the employees involved, or where there is no authorized

representative, the employees themselves.  This report should be submitted to the

contracting officer no later than 30 days after such unlisted class(es) of employees

performs any contract work.

3) The contracting officer reviews the proposed action and promptly submits a report

of the action, together with the agency's recommendations and pertinent

information including the position of the contractor and the employees, to the Wage

and Hour Division, Employment Standards Administration, U.S. Department of Labor,

for review.  (See section 4.6(b)(2) of Regulations 29 CFR Part 4).

4) Within 30 days of receipt, the Wage and Hour Division approves, modifies, or

disapproves the action via transmittal to the agency contracting officer, or

notifies the contracting officer that additional time will be required to process

the request.

5) The contracting officer transmits the Wage and Hour decision to the contractor.

6) The contractor informs the affected employees.

Information required by the Regulations must be submitted on SF 1444 or bond paper.

When preparing a conformance request, the "Service Contract Act Directory of

Occupations" (the Directory) should be used to compare job definitions to insure

that duties requested are not performed by a classification already listed in the

wage determination.  Remember, it is not the job title, but the required tasks that

determine whether a class is included in an established wage determination.

Conformances may not be used to artificially split, combine, or subdivide

classifications listed in the wage determination.
